
and property. The resuit was that in the
allocation of the funds a farmer could only
receive assistance if his home had been
damaged. It is well known that farmers show
a littie more foresight than city dwellers and
erect their homes on the highest part of their
land. The resuit was that the farm had ta
be totally inundated before the farmer's home
would be damaged.

Extensive damage was done ta the faims.
Many of them were strewn with logs, stumps
and other debris and there was considerable
expense involved in clearing the debris off
the land. In addition, the fields were water-
logged, which in many cases resulted in total
crop failures. However la spite of this dam-
age these farmers were unable ta quallfy for
the assistance that was provided ta the flood
victims.

I believe I can understand the reason for
that, Mr. Chairman. I do flot think that the
Department of Agriculture had made any
preparations beforehand ta meet such a
situation, one which could well airise again
from time ta time in various regions of the
country. What I should like ta know today
is whether the minîster or the department
has any plans ta meet such an emergency,
should it be repeated. There is a distinct
danger of such a situation arising again la
the saine area this year because of the un-
usual circumstances I have outlined. Many
of the farmers have not been able ta recoup
the losses they suffered four years ago and if
such a situation should recur many of these
farmers, wha have had a rather tough time
over the last three or four years, in al
likelihood would be wiped out. May I cail it
five o'clock, Mr. Chairman?

The Chairman: It being five o'clock it is
my duty ta leave the chair ini order that
the house may proceed ta the consideration
of private members' business, pursuant ta
section 3 o! standing order 15.
