Speaker, will the minister please tell the
house if food presently to be locaded on ships
in Halifax will be sent to Nigeria-Biafra by
plane before October 13?

Mr. Sharp: Mr. Speaker, this shipment has
been co-ordinated with the International Red
Cross. The food is being shipped at the time
most suitable to the International Red Cross,
by sea. It is not necessary to move it by air.

Mr. Paul Yewchuk (Athabasca): Mr. Speak-
er, my supplementary question concerns the
transport to Biafra of relief supplies. Is it the
intention of the government to provide heli-
copters as well, since the problem seems to
be one of distribution in Biafra and not just
delivery?

Mr. Sharp: Mr. Speaker, the particular
request we have had from the International
Red Cross has been for Hercules planes. That
seems to be the aircraft that we in Canada
can best supply.
