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privilege is breached now or it is flot breached at ail
today.

Mr. Kaplan: The House Leader would be quite right
perhaps if I were rising on a point of privilege. I ar n ot. I
arn rising on a simple point of order and I want in that
point of order, which can be raised at any time as I think
the House leader will recognize, to indicate that the
subjeet matter with which I wish to deal is covered as
well by the request of my leader for an emergency
debate. I think it might be more logical, and I arn only
subrnitting that, to hear the matter later, but I rose for
your guidance and I arn certainly prepared to accept it.

Mr. Speaker: I have the point of the Hon. Minister of
Justice. In the view of the Chair it is a point of order, flot
a question of privilege. I think the proper thing to do
would be for the hon. member to just stand down his
point of order at the moment and we will see what else
transpires today in the next hour or so. He may or may
not want to raise the point of order again.
