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the annual or other meetings of the Shareholders, and to continue the Charters
granted under the said Act until the first day of July, 1891, subject to the said
Smendments and the provisions of the said Act as amended by the Act 36 Victoria,

Chapter 72.

Sir Leonard Tilley then introduced a Bill No. 83 further to amend an Act res-
peeting certain Savings Banks in the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec, and to continue
tor a limited time the Charters of certain Banks, to which thesaid Actapplies; which
was read the first time, and ordered for a second reading, on Monday, next.

The Bill No. 45 from the Senate, intituled : “An Act still further {o amend
« The Patent Act of 1872, was considered in Committee of the Whole ;—andjprogress
having been male and reported,—Committee to sit again, on Monday, next.

Tho Bill No. 64 to continue in force for a limited time the Act passed in the
43rd year of Her Majesty’s Reign, intituled : “An Act respecting the administration
of criminal justice in the Territory in dispute between the Governments of the
Province of Ontario and of the Dominion of Canada,” was again considered in Com-
mittee of the Whole, reported, read a third time, and passed.

The Bill No. 57 to give power to the Governor in Council, to suspend ths opera-
tion of cértain provisions of the Aot 43 Victoria, Chapter 29, respecting the Naviga-
tion of Canadian waters, was read the second time, considered in Committee of the
Whole, amended, reported, the amendments agreed to, and the Bill ordered for a

third reading, on Monday, next.

Sir Leonard Tilley moved, that Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair for The House
to go again into Committee of Supply.

The Bill No 23 to incorporate the Ontario and Quebec Railway Company, was
considered in Committee of the Whole, reported, and ordered for a third reading, on
DMonday, next. \
