the words following the word “following” and by sub­
stituting the following:

“(d) engages in a policy of selling products as loss 
leaders, that is to say, not for the purpose of making a 
profit on that item, but for purposes of advertising or of 
attracting customers to his place of business in the hope 
of selling them other products,”.
