[HE DEATH OF J03. LADLA

Coroner Griffin to Find Out Where
the Blame Should be Placed.

Meotorman Fothergill and Others
Called on to Give Evidence-—The
Dead Man Wheeled Up to the
Track and Jumped Off Just in
Time to Be Struck by the Second
Car—General News ¥From Hamil-
ton.

Hamilton, Aug, 5.—(Special.)—The inquest
ou the ’'death of Joseph Laidlaw at the
Beach on Wednesday afternoon was resuin-
ed this evening at No. 3 Police Station be-
fore Coroner Griffin. Evidence was given
by George Laidlaw, deceased’s brother;
Thomas Fothergill, motorman, and Willlam
Pickard, conductor of the car that struck
Laidlaw. It appeared from the evidence
that deceased wheeled up to the Radial
track near the canal bridge. After the
first car passed he jumped off his wheel
and was jn the act of walking over the
track when the second car siruck him. The
motorman swore that the second car was
800 yards behind the first one.

George Laidlaw and other witnesses were
of the opinion that it 'was pmot more than
100 yards. The company’s rules iix the
distance between cars at 100 feet.

and he said there was over $20,000 of good
money. That's all I wanted to know, but

'he said, ‘hold on, there’s a buggy at the

dcor. You had better go through the back
way.’ As I went out the door at the head
of the stairs a woman was on the sidewalk
and looked up. Then I thought it was best
to go right downstairs, which I did, and
met the woman face to face. It was about
twenty minutes past nine when I left
Ponton’s. When I went out I put my head
down and turned my face away, S0 that
she would not see what I looked like.
Made Another Key.
“The next day I made another key, but

out of a piece of brass this time. I made a
better key and I again planted the keys
and the impressions in the shed. That
same night I again visited Pouton, He told
me he had been paying out a good deal of
money, and that there was but §15,000 or
$16,000 in the bank. He told me when they
got $4000 or of mixed notes Mr.
Baines sent them to Toronto. I suggested
that he should hold the mixed notes till
Mr, Baines asked for them, but he said
that could not be dome. He told us that
Mr. Baines had been fingering at the lock
and perhaps he had changed the combina-
tion.

_ AFTERNOON SESSION.

Inspector Healy of Manchester,N.H.,
Was in the Witness Box.

Court opened this afternoon sharply on
time. Fully three-fourths of the spectators
were women, who, in- their variegated
gowns, lent a pleasing variety to the view.
It is a conspicuous fact that the women of
the town are taking the greatest interest
in this trial, Mr, Osler was the only memn-
ber of the bar absent. His place was ably
taken by W. 8. ‘Herrington, CroWwn“Attor-
ney. He introduced as his first witness
Michael J. Healey, Inspector of Police in
Manchester, N. H, ;

Mr. Healey is an Irish-American, and
eombines the wit and good looks of a Celt
with the enterprise of a Yankee. He made
an excellent witness and told his story
clearly and willingly, To Mr, Herrington
he said: “I live in Map<hester, N. H. I am
Chief of Police. At my insfigation George
Fare was arrested. I first became arquaint-
ed with him in 1895, Officer Connor and
Mr. Thornhill of the Pinkerton Detective
Agency, Boston, conducted the search at
the house. These officers reported that
ninety-six $10 Dominion Bank bills were
found. These were given to me. I have
affixed my private seal to these notes, Pare
made a positive statement to me at the re-
quest of his counsel. When he made the
full statement I was present. The state-
ment he made here is substantially the
same statement. In consequence of this
statement I made a thorough search of
Pare’s woodshed.

* Money Hidden in Posts.

“l emptied a box of coke, In the four
corners had been put four posts. We took
out the posts and opened them up. In each
of the three one of the money packages
came out. A hole had been bored into each
post and plugged up and turned down cn
the floor of the box. I have had possession
of the bills since, There are two hundred
and nineteen $10 bills. They run between
46000 and 47000. These parcels are exactly
as they were found. Each parcel was fold-
ed separately."”

Mr, Porter cross-examined Mr, Healey.
‘““The first I knew of the Napanee robbery
was the Saturday of Pare's arrest.
Two weeks prior to the arrest Mr, Saville
of . the Pinkerton Agency, Doston, came
and saw me about hunting up some of the
$10 bills,”

The witness then told the story as ilrst
published in The World on Wednesday.

“Mr. Thornhill and Mr. O'Dowd saw e
Saturday morning, the day of the arrest.
Mr. O’Dowd told me that he and Officer
Connor had arrested Pare early that morn-
ing, I asked if any of the money had been
found on him. They said no, but they had
thoroughly searched the house. I then tald
them that they had better make a further
scarch at the house, and also in cegard to
certain bills that were reported to have
been passed upon merchants in Manchester,
I instructed my officers to take the Pink-
erton men with them. I am satisfied they
went with my officers. Mr. Thornhill, at
least, went. The search that day was after
the bills put into circulation.

Needed No Warrant.

‘““We needed no warrant for the arrest of
Pare. I was started on the case by infor-
mation from the Pinkerton Agency, Mr.
Thornhill gave me a circular on Saturday
describing the Napanee robbery. It was a
circular issued by the Pinkerton Agency,
offering a reward for the apprehension of
the robbers, and rewards for the recovery
of the good money and the unsigned bills,
Thornhill described what had been reported
about the robbery.”” Here the witness
lucidly described the story of the Napanee
bank robbery, and from what Mr. Thorn-
hill said he concluded, ‘If that’s the case,
there is someone in the bank connected
with the robbery. He told me that an em-
ploye had been accused, but had been aec-
quitted. After this I had Mr. Pare brought
to my office.”

Nacration of Pare’s Arrest.

Narrating how Pare's arrest was made,
the witness said: ‘“We had found that
Jeseph Tremblay had received one of the
unsigned series from a neighbor of
Pare’s, My officers had found this and re-
quested him to keep it. Pare got the $10
bill back and gave a good one in Iits stead,
They found that a $10 bill bad been passed
on Eugene Queen, one on M. Dunham, one
on F. M. Boyer, a druggist; one on a Mrs.
Navau, she giving it to a Mr. Barrett, a
grocer. I really can't tell when they were
passed. Pare's deposit of $1000 in the
Merrimae Savings Bank was on Aug, 31,
1807. The teller said the greater part was
in American gold. He had also received
scme unsigned bills from Pare. He was
told to hold them, In Manchester Baunk

Pare had made a deposit in the spring of
this year. Some three-or five bills had b2en
turned over to the American Express peo-
ple, to be collected in Moatreal. This in-
formation was gathered piece by plece
from the time Mr. Saville had come to Man-
chester., Mr. Saville’s informution was that
a Canadian dealer in potatoes had changed
three $10 bills in good money,

I'nre Dressed Well and Didn’t Work

“My inspector, O'Dowd, sald he thought
Pare had something to do with this, be-
cause ‘he had observed Pare, and fouud
that he had during the winter of '07 and '3
done no work, but dressed well. It was a
conundrum where his money was comiag
from, though Pare said he was getting a
pension. After this O'Dowd had been to and
returned from Montreal, where he had
heard from Detective Carpenter about the
Napanee robbery, O'Dowd went to a drug-
gist and asked him to phone to some
French family. He found tnat Tremblay
had one of the notes in his pussession. 'This
was the report that was made to me. On
Saturday Pare was brought into my
office in the afternoon. Up to that time
he had been in the police station.”

“Why was he brought to your office?”
asked Mr, Porter.

“To see what he would say about these
bills we had traced, This was done at my
request. When he came I trled to find out
where he got these bills.

Pare Was Warned.

“] warned him, because I consider it un-
fair to talk to a man unless he knows what
he is talking for. I explained to him the
circular about the bank robvery,” replied
the witness.

“Did you give him a warning?” asked
the lawyer.

“I told him the facts substantially as I
state them. I spoke to him to convince
him that I had proof of his guilt. Then I
wanted him .to talk,” returned the in,
spector,

“What did he say 2"

“When the proper time came he woul‘d
talk,” sald the witness, repeating Pare's
words, *He did pot then request anything
of me. I think Saturday evening I told
him that T would be away tll Monday
morning, apd if he had anything to say
that T would hear him. He asked to have
Mr. O'Connor, a lawfer, sent for. This
was dome. On Monday, at the request of
Lawyer @'Connor, I did ‘not take Pare be-
fore the court. Officer O’Connor and MMr.
Thornhill searched the house and found 96
$10 notes in a second compartment of the
ftool chest. Mr. Thornhill took charge of
the biils. He was not an officer of the
law in my state. Officer O'Conmnor sug-
gested that Lawyer O’Connor be sent for,
as the former thought Pare would make
a statement, The lawyer requested that
Carpenter of Montreal should be sent for.
Mr. Thornhill telephoned for Detectice Car-
penter. 1 was too busy to do it myself.

Carpenter Came,

Mr, Carpenter came the following morn-
ing, and Lawyer O'Connor saw Pare and
told me that Pare wanted to see me. In
the presence of his counsel Pare told bried-
ly what had taken place in regard to the
robbery, but mentioned no names other
than his own. I took no statement in
writing. His lawyer didn’t in my presence.
I told Mr. Pare that if he had dectded
to make a statement that he shoula tell
ihe whole truth. He said that he had made
up his mind to do so. There was nothiag
more done till after dinner. At sthe re-
quest of Mr. O'Connor, and in the presence
of Inspector O'Dowd, Lawyer O'Counaor,
Mr. Thornhill, Mr. Carpenter, Mr. David-
son, Detective Dougherty and myself, Pare
made a statement of how the roobery
occurred, substantially as Pare has told
here. I never heard of Messrs, Davidson
or Dougherty before. They came in with
Detective Carpenter that morning from
Montreal. I had a telegram from: Mr.
Carpenter saying ,“Hold Pare, getting ad-
ditional evidence from Montreal; with you
in the morning.” That was before I told
Thornhill to telephone. I showed ‘Thornhill
the telegram. I telephoned at the request
of Lawyer O’UConnor. Messrs. Davidson
and Dougherty, I presumed, were repre-
senting the Dominion Bank.

All the Money Was Bad.

All the money I got was ‘bad” mon2y.
On Saturday Pare furnished his own meals.
My recollection is that he received the
regular prison fare from that time til he
left, I sent him néthing on my own re
spousibility. Pare's statement was uot
taken down in writing. No one suggested
that it should be taken. Pare told the
story, but few questions were asked. Per-
haps all present asked questions. He told
pretty much all of it without belng ques-
tioned, and Mr. Davidson and Carpeater
wanted I'are taken to Montreal that even-
ing. [ told O’Connor about that, and he
thought Pare had better not go that nigat.
I suggested that-it would be poor policy to
take Pare to Canada, as his going woald
be published in the papers. I sald it wou:d
be better to gét the other parties first.

Pare Confessed on July 12.

On July 12 Pare made his confession.

Then the witness detailed his trip from
Manchester to Napanee, and told
about Pare keinz remanded at 3
a.m, at Magistrate Daly’s house
(an account of which was published
only by The World).

On -the following Sunday I visited him at
the jail in Napanee and asked the jaller It
somebody could not furnish him meals. The
jailer said: “Try the turnkey.” The turnkey
sald he would.

“Did you pay for these meals?” asked Mr.
Porter.

“Yes,” sald the witness

“Not with any of the bad money?’ Inter-
rogated the lawyer.

“No, I had $90 of Pare’s money that was
good. I don’t know who turned the money
over to me. I gave $10 of it to the jaller;
$20 I had gliven to the turnkey; $60 I have
now."”

“Was that part of the money taken from
the bank?"”’

“Why was it taken at all if it had noth-
ing to do with the robbery?”

“I understood. that $1000 was the identical
money that was stolen. That was given
over to the bank. Nobody claimed the $0,
kut Pare.”

He thought it
was a good bill in its amended shape, how-
ever, and thouzht it would work justie.

Con-
cluding he appealed for an early adjourn-
ment of the House. ! )

Defeated by the Popular Vote.

Dr. John Barr of Dufferin followed, Ee
is a decided acquisition to the debating
talent of the Opposition, and fade many
new points. Speaking of the duty of the
courts to Interpret the right of constables
to vote, he drew forth the -applause of
his colleagues by asking whether, if it had
been eight seats onf. the Opposition side of
the House which were jeopardized, the At-
torney would have called the House to-
gether. The fact is, said he, it makes a
difference whose ox is being gored. Con-
tinuing, he pointed out that according to
the Government members themselves, the
brains of the Cabinet had been rejectd
when Messrs. Dryden and Gibson were de-
feated, so that there was now left a GoOvV-
ernment without brains. Supposing, he
added, the Attorney-General alone of the
Ministers had been feturned. Would they
not have  had as much reason to go on
without the six as without the two Minis-
ters? He himself had two questions he
would like to have answered In regard to
Crown lands. 'Was he to take the irrespon-
sible ipse dixit of some other member of
the House? Then, as to the Fishery bill,
he expressed the hope that it would give
the honest yeomanry of the province jus-
tice. Diverting, he told how attempts had
been made in his own riding to steal Con-
servative votes by appointing Comnserva-
tives to office. As he neared conclusion,
he contended that the Grits had been de-
feated by the popular vote. Of the 433,863
votes polled the Liberals had polied ouly
209,040, while the Conservatives had podl-
ed 212,229. The Independents had poiled
11,694, so that the Government membe.s
had polled less than half the total vete,
and even less than the ConservatiVes. His
able speech was rounded up by some very
sarcastic comments on the unprecedented
