Washington, Jan. 3.—Debate was re­

sumed in the senate today on the 
question whether indorsement should 
be given to President Wilson's action 
in dispatching a note to the belliger­
ents suggesting a discussion of peace 
terms by them, as proposed in Senator 
Hitchcock's resolution. Action had been 
postponed until Monday by unanimous 
consent owing to opposition from Re­
publican senators who contended that 
it should be referred to the foreign 

:relations committee for careful consid- 
eration.

They were expected to insist upon 
thorough debate in case Senator Hitch­
cock persists in his demand for a vote 
without reference to a committee.

Discussion of the advisability of leg­
islative action approving the course or 
the president in sending his note oc­
cupied the Senate for more than an 
hour yesterday.

The discussion began when Senator 
Hitchcock’s resolution to approve the 
note came before the Senate for con- 
sideration. Democratic leaders, in­
cluding Senator Stone, chairman of 
the foreign relations committee, urged 
that the resolution should be passed 
without delay or prolonged debate in 
order that the president's position 
might be given approval by a co-or­
dinate branch of the Government

In reference to the raid on its office 
the paper says: ‘It seems that these 
men permitted themselves to be used 
by short-sighted citizens to visit wrath 
upon a public journal whicii dared to 
stand for British fair play, for freedom 
of debate and freedom of election, 
rights which are guaranteed to every 
British subject and ought not to need 
defence or rehearsal in a Canadian 
city. The effects of this raid will pro­
bably be far-reaching.
