Corp- Munnoch went overseas with 
the 73rd Battalion, subsequently being 
transferred to the 4th divisional ma- 
china gun brigade. He received the 
military medal at Vimy Ridge. The of- 
ficial account of the action for which 
the corporal received the coveted re­
ward reads: _ . I

“He was the sole survivor but one, 
of a crew of 10, who reached the last 
objective and formed the line in the air. 
No ammuntion or reinforcements could 
be obtained. He consolidated the posi­
tion and killed with bombs 16 Huns in a 
strong point which was interfering with 

Corp. Munnoch received a bar to his 
medal for an action, the official account 
of which reads: "A local advance was 
being made. The whole party were cas- 
ualties and he. the only N.-C. O, alive, 
having had his leg blown off. He saw 
to the removal of casualties and the 
saving of hie guns."

Although most reticent Corporal Mun- 
noen was prevailed upon to give a re- 
count of the action for which he re­
ceived his decoration. While making an advance onto the enemies position the 
whole unit except himself was blown 
up by a succession of bombs. However, 
Corp. Munnoch stuck to his guns and 
succeeded in repelling the Huns.

Destroyed Whole Platoon.
Determined to reach his objective, he 

collected a party of men who had been 
lost in the winding trenches and shell 
holes. The party raided the Hun strong- 
hold which was just below the famous 
“Pimple" of the Vimy Ridge. Corp. 
Munnoch threw a bomb and managed 
to locate a platoon of Huns who were 
secreted in a dugout. The whole platoon 
was blown up and the Canadians con- 
solidated the position after working tor 
many hours...Corp. Munnoch described the condi­
tions attending the action of the Cana­
dians at that particular time as very 
unfavorable. Advances were slow be­
cause of the mud, and reinforcements

Mrs. Penfold of Windsor, through 
whom news reached The Advertiser 
some weeks ago of the escape to Hol­
land from a German prison camp of ner 
brother, Pte. Dick Howitt, son of the 
late Mr. and Mrs. Tantum Howitt of this 
city, and a well-known London boy, has 
received the further joyful assurance of 
his safety in a cablegram from England, 
and a telegram at the same time from 
Ottawa, containing the official announce­
ment of his arrival in England. The fol­
lowing is the letter from Pte. Dick 
Howitt, written to his sisters on Septe-n- 
ber 30, when he found himself In Hol­
land a free man, for the first time in 
more than a year, the letter that brought 
to them unbounded joy and relief, as 
well as a story of great hardship: - 

Didam, Holland, • 
Sept. 30, 1917.

. My Two Dear Sisters,—This is the 
letter, dear girls, that I have been 
longing to write to you for month», 
and at last my wish is realized. I 
want to tell you both at once how 
happy I am, and how could I be 
otherwise when I have the whole 
world ahead of me and will soon be 
able to be with you all again? I sup. 
pose I must start right now to tell 
you how I managed to get Into this 
country. I had been disappointed in 
several (eleven) attempts to escape, 
as they were watching myself and 
the other two Canadians I am with 
pretty closely. But we made It with­
out giving the guards a chance to

I had eome directly out of hell In­
to heaven. At night we had • 
bath, and would you believe It, we 
had a bed with beautiful white 
sheets and blankets, the first time 
•Ince I was at your place in 1915.

“Next day we came here, which 
is a email quarantine camp, and 
we stayed here for fourteen days 
before leaving for Rotterdam for 
the boat to England. We have no 
money, but we can buy what we 
like and they put it down in a 
little book that they give. I do not 
know who pays for it, but we are 
buying all sorts of stuff. Maybe 
we have to pay fer It ourselves 
later.

Forced to Work In Mine.
‘I am in pretty good health con­

sidering the time I had when I was 
a prisoner. I tried hard to tell you 
In my letters that I was forced to 
work In a coal mine; but I could 
not tell you that I had been taken 
out and put on the top where they 
make the coke. There the prison- 
era had to shovel twenty tons a 
day, and it did not matter whether 
It took you twelve or twenty hours 
ybu had to do It, and every other 
week when you changed to night 
shift from day shift you had to 
work right through the 24 hours, I 
contrived all sorts of devices to be 
elck, and the doctor would let me 
off for a day or so and then put me 
on light work. That Is like what 
the Italians do at home. This Is 
what he Germans call light work. 
I could write a book if I got started 
on the prisoners working in Ger­
many, so I will quit right here 
now. But that la the reason that 
I missed writing to you so much 
during the last few months.

Jailed For One Attempt.
“Then I was In jail for seven 

days for digging a tunnel to get 
out of the barracks. The tunnel 
was all right, but we came up a 
few feet inside the fence Instead 
of outside, and I tried some more 
stunts. If they only knew I would 
have been In Jail a few more times. 
Of course, I do not know yet Just 
exactly what my plane are. There 
are two other Canadians who 
escaped from our working party 
last June and are back in Canada, 
and I am sure of a long furlough, 
too, after putting in all those lone- 
ly nights, longing for home, and It 
la about to be realized.

"You had better get your meat 
pies and pancakes and tomato 
soup, for I am longing for some 
good cooking, and I did not take 
all this trouble to escape for noth­
ing, so start cooking right now. I 
do not know Just when we shall 
leave, but soon.

the chance but didn't see us. It was 
pretty close, as we only had a half- 
hour before daylight came, and, of 
course, we could net travel In day.

Six Nights to Border.
It took six nights to reach the 

border, and we had little to eat at 
any time, but the last two days we 
had nothing but turnips. That is 
about all there Is in Germany at the 
present, as they have hustled in 
their other crops, such as potatoes, 
before they are ready. At the border 
we muffled our feet and had little 
trouble getting past the sentries, as 
we crossed in a swampy place, and It 
was rather foggy. We traveled quite 
a little while after, as in some parta 
on the border they have at many as 
three rows of sentries, and we 
thought we had gone for sure when 
we ran right into a sentry, who halt­
ed us and asked for our password. 
We soon discovered that he was a 
realize what It meant to us who had 
passed sixteen months in a damnable 
life In Germany.

First Canadians There.
"We were taken Into the town 

and the people all turned out to 
see us, but God knows we were a 
hard-looking sight, with a six days’ 
beard and soaked to the skin, eur 
clothes all tattered and our feet 
muffled up with the sleeves of our 
sweaters and bags, etc. They had 
seen some Russians get through by 
their town, but no Englishmen, and 
when we told them that we were 
Canadians the whole town had to 
look us over. One of the officers 
got us a wash and a shave and a 
lunch; then the corporal took us 
Into a sort of convent, and here 
the sisters used us fine. No one 
could talk English, but wWe got 
along fine talking German. We had 
a table set out under a pear tree, 
with good stuff to eat and white 
bread and butter. Just Imagine It! 
We had not seen this for a year 
and a half.

WAS COMMANDING FIGURE ON LIQUOR QUESTION
Gordon V. Thompson, composer of 

popular patriotic medodies, the most 
notable of which is "When We Wind Up 
the Watch on the Rhine," delivered the 
first of a series of addresses at the 
Colborne Street Methodist Church Sun­
day.'

Mr. Thompson put ginger and enthusi­
asm into his sermon that kept the at­
tention of the congregation all the way 
through.

When a small boy, Mr. Thompson said,

Speaking something on the style of 
the celebrated Billy Sunday, Mr. Thomp­
son said that the most beneficial of 
songs ever written by biblical characters 
was that written by David, which is 
psalm 23, "Your Cup Runneth Over." 

Greatest Prosperity Yet.
"If people would lock upon life in its 

true aspects they would realize that 
theirs is a full cup," said the speaker. 
"We In Canada are enjoying material 
prosperity as we have never before ex- 
perienced. Of course, there will always 
be a lot of grumblers. Some farmers 
grumble because the peach crop is not 
of the best. Other years they grumble 
because the crop Is good and the de­
mand poor. Another class of grumblers 
who have more grounds for complaint 
are the unfortunate ones. Those who 
have lost their beloved ones in this war; 
those who are in bad health and those 
who are congenitally physically or 
mentally Imperfect have some grounds 
for complaint, but after all it is 
inevitably found out that the great­
er part of our life is full of 
sweet things and the unhappy 
phases of life are comparatively small.

"We should be happy in the great 
gifts- the great blessings God had 
showered upon us. We are prosperous, 
we have tasted of the luscious, full 
things of life and because our neighbor 
happens to have more money or because 
circumstances do not at the present 
seem to fit In with our expectations 
there ig no cause for grumbling.

Civilization Unhealthy in Peace.

Wonderful Presiding Ability 
Eulogized by London Pas­
tor Who Knew Him Well. "PER 99nV 5A50 DIER, I 

RE SUP

Previous to his sermon in Dundas 
Centre Methodist Church Sunday even- 
ing the pastor, Rev. W. E. Pescott, com 
plained of misinterpretation on the part 
of .the Free Press in a report of a 
speech delivered by him some evenings 
ago in the Salvation Army Citadel.

“The Free Press report,” said Mr. 
Pescott. "stated that I had attacked In­
spector Keenleyside and Chief of Police 
Williams in my address on prohibition 
last Tuesday evening. I made no at­
tack on these gentlemen, either by 
innuendo or otherwise, nor had I any 
thought of doing so. But I did attack 
the Government for allowing tne 
whiskey and beer interests to interpret 
the prohibition law to suit themselves 
and cheat us out of the fruits of what 
is supposed to be prohibition law. I 
made the charge that there is some 
strong influence at work with the Gov- 
ernment on the part of beer and whis­
key interests when all the time the cry 
has been going out that every ounce of 
shipping available is required for food 
for the Allies, and at the same time, 
in September 2,000 cases of whiskey 
were allowed to be shipped from Can­
ada to England. The people who sup­
pose that they can rest at ease because 
the prohibition fight is won. are living 
in a hole in the ground. Surely there is 
something radically wrong, and strong 
pressure being brought to "bear on ,the 
Government when a book like ‘The Fid- 
dlers,’ which should be in every home, 
carried round in every man's pocket, 
and read to every child, is proscribed 
in Canada.

"It isn’t difficult to discover some in­
fernal influence at work on the mind 
of the Government, and that Influence, 
the whiskey and beer interests. Fur­
thermore, I made the charge straight 
that alcoholic drink is sold direct to 
consumers from the breweries and dis­
tilleries in Ontario. It is claimed that 
this is ordered through Montreal, and 
that the stuff is shipped down there 
and back again. When a deputation of 
temperance interests waited on the 
Government in regard to such points 
several months ago, the Government 
anmitted that this Was not the inter­
pretation of the law.

"At the same time the Government is 
continuing to knuckle down to the beer 
and whiskey interests. We were prom­
ised prohibition. and I claim the Gov­
ernment is allowing the liquor interests 
to interpret the law to suit themselves."

SAYSWith the passing on Saturday night of 
Rev. Dr. Albert Carman, emeritus super- 
intendent of the Methodist Church of 
Canada, the denomination has lost one 
of its most commanding figures, one of 

X half a dozen men and perhaps less, who 
bave had the leading part In building 
up the history and shaping the destiny 
of the church in the Dominion. Recall­
ing today the career of Dr. Carman, Rev. 
Mr. Rogers, assistant pastor of the First 
Methodist Church, said: "He was in- 
comparable as a presiding officer, and a 
genius at untying the tangles of resolu­
tions and amendments in which council, 
of the church became involved. I have 
seen this remarkable administrator pre­
side at a conference for three weeks at 
a stretch, three sessions a day, and 
come out at the close vigorous, alert, 
scarcely showing marks of fatigue. I 
attributed this to his perfect poise, en­
tire self-control and accurate knowledge 
of what he was doing. He never lost 
his head or was obliged to give way to 
worry, as a less able and well-balanced 
man would have done."

"As a preacher, he had a vigorous 
and sometimes even vehement style. A 
scholarly man. widely read, he was at 
the same time inclined to be conserva­
tive in doctrine. Speaking of his style 
in preaching, I always recall one bold 
figure of speech I heard hi use in a 
sermon. He referred to ‘the Rocky 
Mountains grinding out the western 
prairies.’

"First and last, he was a forceful 
personality."

On a number of great occasions, Dr. 
Carman visited and preached in Lon­
don, and It was the superintendent of 
the church who laid the corner of the 
First Methodist Church and preached 
on the occasion of the opening. Born 
at Iroquois, Dundas County, tn 1833. 
be was educated at the Dundas County 
grammar school and Victoria College, 
then situated at Cobourg. A few years 
later an urgent offer was made to him 
to become chancellor of Albert Uni­
versity. an institution afterwards 
merged to his alma mater. Victoria 
University.

In 1855 ho entered the ministry of 
the M. E. Church and subsequently 
rose to the position of head of this 
church. as he afterwards was for thirty 
years of the United Methodist Church. 
He has been an invalid for the past 
three years, failing to recover from a 
fall from a moving street car In Ot­
tawa at the time of the meeting of the 
general conference there in October, 
1914. He is survived by Mrs. Carman, 
an active worker in Methodism and 
especially the Women’s Missionary 
Society: one daughter. Miss Alexandra 
Carman: and two sons, prominent 
newspapermen, Albert R. Carman, edi- 
.tor of the Montreal Star, a well-known 

writer, and Francis Carman, a leading 
Ottawa journalist.___________
