Sir William Mulock, in accepting
the chairmanship, outlined what he
regarded should be the aim ‘and
scope of the committce. One of
the principal objects of the com-
mittee should be to endeavor to: se-
cure "~ telephpne connection to every
person in the Dominion, who should
desire lit. Sir William then went
on to outline a scheme by which tel-
ephones could be brought within the
reach of all, through the control ‘of
the municipalitics. There were dif-
ficulties in the way of the dominion
government  handling the service.
There were :the collecting of ‘tolls,
making repairs, &c. The dominion
government could -deal with the pub-
lic' thgough the' municipalities. The
cost of the service could be collect-
ed by the municipalities, the same
as water rates, &c, are now done.
,Tha postmaster general went on to
say that a system of automatic tele-
phones has been devised, by which a
dozen subscribers can have com-
jmunication with one another without
using a central exchange station.

The German method of using fruit
trees for shade trees, along the pub-
lic highways, is not only to be com-
