London, Dec. 17—Bonar iLaw, Unionist
leader, made an important speech on re-
form of imperial preference at a meeting
in Ashton last might, under the chairman-
ship of Sir Max Aitken.

Dealing'with the federal system advocat-
¢d by Mpe Churchill and others on the
government benches, he said:

“A federal system of a real kind 'is pos-
sible within the British Empire. The Can-
adian naval contribution, which has been
80 sympathetically received by ‘all the other
colonies, was the.cause of the cabinet crisis
in South Africa today.

“The Canadian contribution is magni-
ficent, but it cannot be pgrmanent on this
basis. If the whole empire is ever $o be-
ccme in reality as well as in name, a united
empire and united mation, it can do so in
one way only, by the establishment of a
real federal system, by the United King-
dom and the colonies in proportion to the
defence of the emipire and “sharing in the
glory of governing the empire. The way
is not easy, but it i¥ not impossible, It will
not become increasingly difficult, and I feel
re that if some arrangement of that
kind is not made Wwithin the next ten or fif:
teen years, it will never be made at all.”’
