$5,000,000 U. S. CHECK IS PAID
TO COLOMBIA ON ACCOUNT

Washington, Dec. 9—The United
States has given the Republic of Co-
lombia a check for $5,000,000, its first
payment under the $25,000,000 treaty
ratified in 1921 to cover certain dam-
ages incurred in the construction of the
Panama Canal. =
