Halifax, N. S., July 12.—I went to 
Cape Breton last week on instructions 
of the general manager of the Cana­
dian Press in order to go over the 
ground personally in un endeavor to 
arrive at an appraisement of the situa­
tion, “scrupulously fair to both com­
pany and men.”

I confess I carried with me certain 
definite views as to the seat of the 
trouble, based on my daily contact with 
reports coming out of the Cape Breton 
area. I have returned with those views 
either extremely modified or complete­
ly reversed.
The Miners.

The most striking impression one re­
ceives upon being swept into the mael­
strom of the conflict is the vehemence 
with which the miners believe that 
everybody’s hand is.
This is fundamental, 
the newspapers—“to hell with the 
newspapers,” the minister of labor— 
“to hell with Jtfurdock”; their own in­
ternational leader—“to hell with 
Lewis."

The deep underlying reason for this 
state of mind I found to be the per­
sistent spreading, day in and day out, 
of “false tales” to the discomfort of 
the men. The coal pile at Dominion 
Number Two is reported to be in im­
minent danger of destruction. Investi­
gation shows it to be in no abnormal 
danger of destruction.

PREMIER KING’S
REPLY TO
T. & L. CONGRESS.

Ottawa, July 12—Replying to the 
letter from the executive of the Trades 
and Labor Congress of Canada, Rt. 
Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, Prime 
Minister, states that he will be pleased 
to discuss the question of appointing a 
royal commission to probe the situa­
tion in the Cape Breton strike area 
with his colleagues. He states, how­
ever, that he doubts the necessity for 
the appointment of such a commission. 
With regard to the suggestion that 
parliament be summoned to take steps 
for the removal of troops from the 
scene of the trouble, Mr. King states :

“In no particular, so far as I have 
been able to ascertain, has any pro­
vision of the existing law, with respect 
to the calling out or maintenance of 
the troops in aid of the civil power, 
been violated. On the other hand. I 
do not hesitite to say that the pres­
ence of troops ii Cape Breton to the 
number there cl the present time and 
under circumstances which appear to 
render it most doubtful that the ex­
pense incidental thereto will be borne—• 
as the law clearly contemplates—by 
the municipalities concerned, renders it 
apparent that there is need for revision 
of the statute respecting the calling out 
of the militia in aid of the civil power. 
This, however, is a matter with which 
parliament alone can deal, as only the 
body whicli enacted the law has the 
right or power to alter or amend it.

“Perhaps I should add that some 
days ago I took steps to make it 
known to His Honor Judge Finlayson, 
to the officer commanding the district 
and to the Premier of N. S-, that our 
Government viewed with some concern 
the number of troops which had been 
requisitioned in aid of the civil power 
in Cape Breton, and make it quite
