WELCOME BY THE
LIEUTENANT-GOVERNOR

-

Interesting Ceremonies Marked the
Arrival of Distinguished Japan-
ese Officer.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

The iron grey, bronzed, military hero,
tdressed in khaki uniform, with the
glittering star of the order of Paw-
lonia. pinned to his breast, who stepped
bn to the outer wharf yesterday aftei-
noon from the gang plank of the Jap-
fknese liner Aki Maru, possessed a
ptriking enough personality to asso-
iate with the conqueror of Kuropat-

in. General Baron Kuroki Ilooked
every inch a soldier.

War seems to stamp its heroes with
& personality which no other exper-
lence can lend. The genius of battles
Is often patent to the eye; the genius
bf literature and art must be singled
out by the mind. That the general
wvas a man of action could be seen at
b glance. The stern, indomitable look,
the inflexible glint in the eye, the know-
ledge from the annals of the Russo-
Japanese war that he had the eye to
gee and the soul to do and dare, all
lent themselves to the belief that in
t‘esterday’s visitor, Victoria was enter-
ng -a maker of history.

The. first welcome to these shores was
fecorded to the general by his country-
men.

As the band of the Fifth egiment
played the Japanese National Anthem,
General Kuroki, in company with ths
party, inspected the guard of honor
drawn from the Fifth Regiment. Pass-
ing along the lines nothing escaped his
vigilant eye, and he seemed to study
every militia man from the ground up.

As he approached the carriage of His
Honor to drive from the wharf, a loud
cheer went up from the crowd in honor
of one who, while he had earned for
himself the distinction of being one .f
the foremost soldiers of the age, was
also the representative of a nation
which had become an important ally of
the British Empire.

Subsequent to the inspection of the
troops General Kuroki and his staff,
the Lieutenant-Governor and the others
engaged in the reception, entered car-
riages that were in waiting at the
outer wharf and drove to the parlia-
ment buildings. In the leading car-
riage was the general, accompanied
by his aijde-de-camp, Capt. Tanaka,
and Lieutemant-Governor Dunsmuir
and his aide-de-camp.

At the top of the steps leading to the
govermment buildings was Mayor Mor-
ley, surrounded by many well known
citizens who formed the ecivic recep-
tion cammittee. On the arrival ‘of the
. .the Mayor ‘in a: few' well-
‘chosen ‘words waldpmed ‘him' ‘to’ the
city of Victoria on. behdlf of the citi-
zens. Mayor Morley then proposed that
the visitors shoui@ibe .shown .overithe
building, and accompanied by the com-
mittee they passed through the differ-
ent rooms, spending some time in the
musedm looking over the collections
there. The general &nd his staff ex-
pressed themselves as. highly- pleased
with all they saw.

A large crowd of sightseers had as-
sembled outside the building, and both
on the entrance and departure of the
eminent. visitors inspiring cheers were
raised. On leaving the.party again en-
tered carriages and drove through the
principal streets of the city.

Proceeding then to 'Government
House, on the invitation of His Honor,
the entire party joined in partaking of
refreshments together. Before leaving
Government House to return to the
steamer the general’'s A. D. C., speak-
ing for him and the rest of the party,
expressed to Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir and
all others who had taken part in the
reception thanks for the treatment ac-
corded them upon landing here. He
said this had not been expected. They
had. in fact anticipated being only a
few hours in Victoria, and had not
expected to be given a reception like
this. He said that on behalf of Gen.
Kuroki he thanked them most sincerely
for the treatment which had been given
them.

The Japanese party were then driven
back to the steamer, where General
Kuroki and his- staff remained  all
night.

During the evening many, of the Jap-
anese residents of the city and visitors
from Seattle and Vancouver visited the
general and the staff and conversed
with them until late ‘in the evening.

Gen. Kuroki ‘and staff, on the first
visit which any of them have ever
made to Victoria, expressed the great-
est admiration for the city, its climate
and its natural beauties. They were
highly delighted with the reception ac-
corded them in this outpost of the
British dominions, which was made all
the more enjoyable by the fact that it
was entirely unexpected, and the first
intimation of it was conveyed to them
only a few minutes before the steamer
docked at the outer whart.

EATAL MAY DAY
RIOTS IN POLAND

NUMBER OF MEN

KILLED- AND WOUNDED

Sanguinary Conflicts in Streets os
Lodz---All Buisness Suspended
at Warsaw.

Lodz, Russian Poland, May 1l.—San-
guinary fights in the streets here
marked the May Day cessation of work
in the factories, stores and newspaper
offices, The Nationalists, who opposed
ithe strike, and the Socialists, who de-
clared it, were in conflict throughout
the forenoon. Several men were killed

or wounded, and many arrests were

made. The street cars were kept run-

ning, under escort of armed soldiers.
In Warsaw.

Warsaw, Russian Poland, May 1.—
The general strike ordered for May Day
here resulted in practically a com-
plete tie-up of business and traffic. No
meat or bread were available, No street
cars or cabs appeared on the Streets,
no papers were printed, and the stores
were closed. Warsaw to-day is prac-
tically a military camp. The strong
pratrols of cavalry and infantry in the
streets during the trouble were able to
keep the crowd which attempted to
congregate, and prevent any distur-
bances,

The Day in France..

Paris, May 1.—During a demonstra-
tion near the Labor Exchange a &e-
tacl:ment of cavalry with drawn sabers
charged ‘the orowd and & . score of
armed. men were knocked down and
tragapled on.

The chief interest centred in the pos-
gibility of a strike to-day of the first,
second and third officers of the coast-
‘wise steamers, who have made do-
mands for $100 a' month for first offi-
cers, for second officers $80 a month,
and 360 for third. They are now re-
ceiving an average of $20 per month less
than that amount.

Up to this morning seven of the i%
lines of steamers having their termin-
us here had accepted the new schedule
and their steamers were unaffected.
