Since the
time of the amalgamation of the Provin-
cial Secretary’s office and the office of
Receiver General, there was a small
deficit, which he knew nothing of until he
went to wind up the accounts of the year,
but the amount was not; large. Mr.
Landry took np each of the items in the
suspense account, showing how each was
incurred and maintaining that the Gov-
ermment could justify themselves in refer-
ence to them. He claimed that the
charge spread over the Province about the
cendition of the finances was not true and
could not be verified by reference to the
public accounts. With the exception of
the debt incurred on aceount of the Par-
liament Building, the floating debt of the
Pravince had not beea increased under the
late Government. In reference to the
amount due the Domini»n Government in
excess of the debt allowed by the British
North America Act, viz.: $40.038.87, this
i8 not a debt incurred by the Government,
but it was the total of the amount of debt
owed by the Province, which had been
paid by the Dominion Government. and
on which the Governinent were paying
interest. He counld give different items
but felt that was uonecessary. It was,
however, unfair to place that, as had been
done, as a floating debt, aad he did not
consider it as such.. He, however, had
sanguine hopes that the Local Govern-
ment would receive the claims on account
of Eastern Extension, which he believed
were justly due to the Province. He
then took up the current expenditure and
receipts, and claimed that in the years
1880, 1881 and 1882 the expenditure was
reduced $43,343.91 by the Government
not takingsinto consideration the debt on
account of the Parliament Buildings and
$40.038.87 due the Dominion Government.
If in 1879, with a financial showing $43, -
000 worse than it is to-day, everything
was managed, it is absurd to suppose that
the present Government cannot conduct
the affairs of the eountry without adding
to the bonded debt. If the debt had
been increased, or if it was necessary to
incur a debt to carry out any project, he
would support such a policy, but it did
not seem to him necessary to add to the
bonded debt to carry on the curreut busi-

He
challenged the correctness of the tigures
submitted by the Provincial Secretary
and next branched off into the subject of
the general elections last June, using lan-
gnage against Mr. McManus and others,
which astonished many members, as Mr.
Landry has generally spoken and acted in
the Hoase as a gentleman. Mr. McManus
stated that he was elected independently
of party and not as a supporter of the late
Government, but Mr. Landry—still sting-
ing, mo doubt, under his failure to get up
opposition to Hon. Mr. Ryan in Gloucester
last month—persisted in claiming that
McManus was elected to sapport him.
He claimed to almost be the proprietor of
Mr. Labillois who, he said, was pledged
to the late Government. He also attack
ed Dr. Vail, who defended himself from
the ridiculons charge of being a sapporter
of the Jate Government at any time, but
Mr. Landry had “broken loose” and was
not to be stopped. He closed by repudiat-
ing any attempt to make use of the French
nationaity in his own behalf, as charged
by the St. John Globe, or of attempting to
dominate provincial politics by means of
the French elemént. e ded in
making a speech of six and a half hours
altogether—much of which had as little
to do with the finances of the Province as
with the Freach troubles in Tunis.

Mr. Ellis said the Legisiature was not
the place to discuss what the Globe had
said about Mr. Landry—who had always
been treated kindly and fairly by it. The
hon. gentleman had represented him as
saying that the French had placed them-
selves in antagonism to 1eforms and any-
thing tending to the benetit of the Prov-
ince.

Mr. Ellis thought the cost of public |
printing was too large.

Mr. Landry said if he understood it this
was to pay the interest on $40.000 due
the Dominion Government. interest on
overdrawn subsidy, and interest on the
amoust due the People’s Bank. Such
being the case he would ask if the Govern-
ment have councluded not to fund the
floating debt of the province.

Hon. Mr. Blair said authority was
asked for this expenditure, but the Gov-
ernment were not bound to spend this
amount, and if they concluded to fund the
debt in case circumstance occur that it
will be more advantage to the Province,
the Government will simply use the
amount required to pay the interest to
that time.

Some further discussion took place be-
fore the item passed.

On the amount required for officers of
the House of Assembly and Legislative
Council, Mr. Landry ecriticised the make
up of this item. He also said the session
was supposed to lasi forty days, when it
would only be between thirty and thirty-
five days. Tt looked to him as if perhaps
it was entirely a question of coutidence
throughout. He wanted to know if the
Government did not think legally the
members should have received a full ses-
sional allowaunce for the last seasion.

Hop. Mr. Blair gave the required infor-
mation. In reference to the latter point,
he xaid the law would compel the Govern
ment to pay tull sessional allowance, and
they intended to iutroduce a bill changing
the law.

The committee then reported progress
with leave to sit again.

Hon. Mr. Elder committed the House
on the bill to amend chapter 3iof the Con
solidated Statues regarding the Provincial
revenues and accounts ; Mr. McManus in
the chair. Mr. Elder said this bill re-
fers to that part concerning the end of the
fiscal year, which will terminate on Dec,
31st instead of October. The bill also
provides that the public accounts shall be
rendered on the 15th of December. This
will also bring the time of yearly settle-
ment of Provincial affairs nearer the open-
ing of the House than previously.

Mr. Landry said this was a step in the
right direction and would have beneficial
results.

The Late James T. Grifin.

James T. Griffin, Esq., Collector of In.
land Revenue at Chatham, died at his
residence, on Saturday last. His illness
was a comparatively short one, although
it was known, both to Mr. Griffin and
his friends for several days before the
event, that he could not recover.

After-
wards the remains were buried in the
.f:unil_\ plot in the adjoining churshyard.
In Mr. Griffin’s death we lose a promin-
ent man, who was as well known, both
on the Miramichi and elsewhere, as any
citizen that has outlived him.
