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The Government Orisis.

+ Hon. J. A. Chapleau, . Secretary of
State, appears to be causing a good deal
of tronble in the Dominion Cabinet.

‘| He is, of course, a Quebec gentleman,

a leading politician, and has a consider-
able following. His strength seems to
have been acquired chiefly through his
ability to emphasize the importance of
the Quebec, or national idea in federal
politics and, in that connection, to es-
tablish among his followers the belief
that the safety of the country depends
upon his being placed in & leading and
influential positior in the government.
For along time Sir Hector Langevin
—the real Quebec leader—stood 1n the
way of Mr. Chapleau. In other words,
there were “two Richmonds in the
field,” but the late scandal developments
in the Public Works Departmgnt, of
which Sir Hector was the, head, re-
moved the latter out of Mr. Chapleau’s
way, and a8 the goal of his ambition
seemed within his reach it 'is not sur-
prising that he made an eager effurt to
gain it. :

It happened, however, that the ad-
herents of Sir Hector Langevin sus-
pected Mr. Chapleau of having either
inspired or otherwise assisted in the
exposure of the Public Works scandals
and, a8 a matter of retaliation, they
caused  the investigation to be
made of Mr. Chapleau’s administration
of the only money-spendl’ng‘ service
under that minister’s control, the result
being that it was found to be honey-
combed with corruption, Mr. Chaplean
bimself being implicated to quite as
great an extent, relatively, as Sir Hec-
tor was in the Public Works frauds.
The impression made by all the de-
velopments upon the public mind was
adverse to both Sir Hector and M.
Chaplean. Both had proved them-
selves incompetent  administrators,
Those who applied to their conduct the
cold, judicial rules of experience, and
were entively indifferent from a politi-
cal standpoint, found it difficult to
acquit them of guilty knowledge of
much of the stealing that was done
ander their ministerial management.
Those who were biased against them
were outspoken as to their criminality,
while a majority of their political
feiends had to admit that they were, at
least, too careless to be trusted in the
positions they had held. When Sir
Hector, acting under a proper sense of
what was in the public mind, retired
from the ministry, it was expected that
Mr, Chapleau would follow his ex-
ample, but the chief of the notorious
Printing Bureau seems to have decided
upon a different course. He demanded
the place vacated by Sir Hector and
he and his friends seem to have backed
up his claim therato by. urging an al-
leged promise of it made to him hy
Premier Abbott. This promise, how-
ever, if made at all, must have been
given before the time of the Printing
Bureau developments, which would
clearly have the effect of nullifying it.
Such a promise—even if made—if now
pressed would only go to show the
“rule or ruin’, spirit actuating Mr.
Chapleau and his following, and their
callousness against manifest public
o.pinion and an awakened and informed
public conscience.

The Government can continue to ex-
ist only by the sanction of public
opinion. Whether Mr. Chaplean is
personally as corrupt as bis administra-
tion has been shown to be, no one can
say, but Premier Abbott doubtless
realises—and Mr. Chapleau ought to
know—that the people of Canada will not
approve of his being entrusted with in-
creased control of public moneys. In
other words, his promotion to the position
of Minmister of Public Works would shake
confidence in the government as a whole.
If that or any similar position is the price
of Mr. Chapleau’s fealty to the adminis-
tration, he should be allowed to go, for it
would be better for the government to
suffer de‘eat in an endeavor to maintain
its integrity, than to purchase a brief con-
tinuation of power by means which would
be resented by the people at the first op-
portunity.

Politicians vs. the People.

No matter what the papers may say
in condemnation of the corrupt doings
of politicians, the fault is mainly
with the people who elect them, know-
ing well what manner of men they are.
It the people were honest and incor-
ruptible, they would elect men like unto
themselves as their representatives, but
it is owing to the fact that the posses-
sion of these qualities isa hindrance,
in place of a help, to a candidate
when seeking their suffrages, that,
in eertain censtituencies, they elect
s0 many men of easy political virtue to
seats in the Parliament of the country.
A constituency that is open to bribery
will invariably return as its represen-
tative the candidate that has the long-
est purse, if he is willing to pay the
“free and independent” electors the
price they demand for their votes.
After a seat has been secared by such
means, is it not more than likely its
possessor will consider it his own prop-
erty by right of purchase and support
the party—be it government or op-
position—that will give him the op-
portunity to recover his outlay, at the
public expenze} It is said that the'
vices of politicians simply reflect the
faults of the people whose representa-
tives they are. If thisis so, and the
people of Canada are dissatistied with
the present state of their political
affairs and are desirous of having a
change for the better, they will have to
cemmence by making a thorough refor-
mation at home. They may rest as-
sured that until this is done the coun-
try will never be purged of the bood-
ling politicians they send to represent
them at Ottawa.

In referring to this matter the Tor-
onto Telegram, in a late issue, says:
—“The root of all our 'trouhles ‘is

m—

the lack of a popular heart-hatred of

political sin. All of us, Conservative

and Grit, have virtue enough to hate

the sins of the other side. Publicly

our virtue ends where it ought to be-

éin. Honest men in two factigns are

looking for sins on the other side, when

they shouid be cleansing their ~ own |
household.”

To show the need of more integrity on

the purt of electors we have only to re-

fer to the long list of contested elections,
before the courts at the present time.

For this stale of affairs the people are

themselves responsible. If the
various tonstituencies of the country,
there were no men willing and
anxious to be bribed, there would be
no biibers abroad in the land on the

in

the fact that there are so many men
throughout the conntry that have votes
for sale at that time, that our poli-
ticians resort to bribery for the purpose
of gaining their elections.

Inferior Men as Reprosentatives.

Ontario’s representation in the
House of Corumons is not very highly
rated by the Toronto Telegram, which
says :— i .

Ontario does not elect its best men
to.lend dignity to the national parlia-
ment or strengthen the government.
Ability is now a clog upon a man’s
political advancement in this proviunce.
A plenty of low cunning and just‘sense
enough to keep the candidate out of an
asylum are the secrets of success,

It is probable that the Telegram
rather exaggerates the sitnation, out
there is a strong current of truth in its
statement, and it might extend it so as
to include provinces pther than Ontario
and legislatures other than fedeval.
We have, undoultedly, some of our
ablest men in both the federal and
local parliaments, but we have also
some of the class referred: to by.the
Telegram. .~ The people - have the
power of chosing their representa-
tives, and if they prefer inferior men’
they, themselves, are the chief suffer-
ers. Itis, however, rather rough on
the constituencies so representod.

THANKSGIVING : —To-day. is appuoint-
ed by the Dominion Government as
one for special thanksgiving for the
harvest of the year. It'is an official
and bank holiday, and some of the
churches, which leave to the state the
duty of saying when they shall thank
the “Lord of the Harvest,” will hold
special services. §

The Winter-Port Question.

The steamship people are succeeding,
to some extent, in causing the newspapers
to claim that the Dominion Government
should make the trans-Atlantic. mail sub-
sidies sufficiently large to induce the big
steamers to land Canadian mails and
freight at Halifax, instead of Portland.
They are working the alien winter -port
_cry and that about a lessened traffic on
the I. C. R., ete:, at high pressure. That
is, of course, a good thing in its way for
the steamboat owners, but.our people are
beginning to understand these gentlemen
better than formerly. The taxpayers of
the country know that they have as good
a trans-Atlantic mail service one way as
the other, while the freighting business of
Canada, save that which the mail steamers
can take with advantage to themselves,
is performed just as it ‘would be if the
latter never existed. Every pound of
freight from the mail steamers that comes
to the I. C. R. at Halifax for the upper
provinces, is carried over that line at a loss,
which the taxpayers have to make up,and
it is, therefore, poor policy to pay en-
larged subsidies for securing such busi-
ness. Let us have more common sense
and business ideas and less sentimental
bosh about these matters.

The Deal Trade.

The London Timnber Trades Journal of
Oct. 31st gives the following report from
Liverpool:

*‘The season for contracts from Canada
18 virsually over, and anything after this
time will be either on account of ship-
pers or in completion of outstanding en-
gagements. There is nothing particular-
ly worthy of mention in the way of sales
of spruce deals from New Brunswick and
neighboring districts. The markets round
the coast are better than here so far as
"regards price, but this is in consequence
of the demand for smaller sized ships
than the average run. For the large vos-
sels chartered for six or eight hundred
standards there are few wmarkets open,
and they come here as a matter of course,
and it follows tha: with a restricted
market for such large cargoes lower prices
must be taken. Round the coast the
rates given for spruce are at least half a
crown per standard better than here even
for noderate sized vessels.”

Death of th: Néphew of Napoleon I

Prince Lounis Lucien Bonaparte, ex-
Senator, son of Lucien and the last sur-
viving nephew of the first Napoleou,
died at Teano, Italy, on Nov. 3:d, azed
seventy-eight years. To a sketch of
his life in the .New York Herald we are
indebted for the tcllowing:——

When the great Napol:on was still
Fist Cuonsul, but was .plotting to make
himse!f E npercr,-he made up his wind
that the Bonapar:es should marry as he
wished and mot as they willed. His
brother Lucien, #ho had donea great
deal to help him, refused to be dictated
to npon the matrimonizl questivn by his
autocratic brother. Married to a woman
he loved he showed greater spirit than
did Jerome, who deserted his Amesican
wife at the Emperor’s dictation, and re-
fused to *‘put her away.” His wife was
Alexandrine de B'ischamp, widow of the
Paris banker. Lonis Lucien Bonaparte
was a son of this alliance. He was born
in 1813, at Thorngrove, Dorsetsnire,
Eugland, where his father was at that
time a prisoner, having fallen into the
hands of the English while he was trying
to get over to thig country. Louis Lucien
devoted himself early to the study of
chemistry, mineralogy and languages and
published a Basque grammar. In 1848
he was elected to the Chamber of
Daputies by Coraica, but his election was
annulled. He was, however, sent to the
Couctituent Assembly for the Saine de-
partment next year, and in 1852 was
made a Senator, with the title of im-
perial highness, which the First Na-
poleon had denied to his father as he had
to the Baltimore Bonapartes. After the
fall of the Empire he went to London,
aud lived there at No. 6 Norfolk terrace,
Payswater, in comparative obscurity,
receiving from the civil list a pension of
81,250 a year, which was granted to him
in 1883, on ace unt of & work produced
under his patrenage—namely, a version
of the Song of Solomon in twenty-two
different English dialects, besides four in

At the meeting of the HHahfax Board
of Trade on Thursday last there wasa
large gathering of the business men of the
city. The principul subject that came up
for discussion was the withdrawal of the
o3ean mail steamers from that port and the
making of Portland the winter port of
Canada. After the matter had been well
ventilated, a series of strong resolutions
condemuing the movemant was put and
carried by the mecting. These resolutions
demand that a subsidy be again given by
the Dominion Government to a steam-
ship line runuiag€o Halifax and declares
that that city should continue as it has
been for the past fifty yea-s a winter port
for trans-Atlintic mail purposes.

Referring to the recent ecnmenical

American Guvernment insisted upon the
detention of the Itata, which ‘was carry-
ing war supplies to the insurgents. Tt is

ground ‘of complaint against Mi. Egan,
and against the American Government for
seiziog the Itata, these things do not
jnstify a murderous assault upon a party
of American sailors in Valparaiso, but
they may account for the unfriendly dis-
position of the people toward the Ameri-
cans. The New York Sun accounts for
the defiant attitade of Chili by the theory
that in commercial matters the republic
is practieally a dependency of G:eat
Britain and is counting on British sup-
port.

From late Halifax exchanges we gain
the following particulars of how an
American bride was deceived by her
Halifax husband:—On Sept. 4th, jast
two months ago, T. A. Soper,.of Halifax,
married & daughter of Judge Hawse, of
Cincionati.

A telegram from Victoria, B. C., gives
the following acconnt of a tragedy on a
mountain in Japan. It says that the
steamer Sussex which has just arrived in
that port from Japan brings word that five
English naval officers on leave met with
Americans, all brothers named Castletons,
from Phila lelphia, and together formned a
plan toclimb the summt -of Fuji Yami,
the sacred mountain ot Japan, taking
with them rockets and a few fireworks
which they intended to explode when they
reached it. Having secured two guides
from among a group of astounded na‘ives
of the vil'age of Karusho, they s'a ted on
their journey on the west side of the
mountains. The guides at the end of two
days signified their inten'in to commit
suicide if the paity did not turn back.
Fiuding their threats had not the de-
sired effect, they cooly walked in front of
the tourists, each with the stroke of a
sharp kuife, disembowe'led himself before
their horrified eyes. Both died instantly,
and the youngest of the Castletoas, a boy
of eighteen, immediately pulled out a re-
volver and blew out his own brains.
Sickened by this fearful scous the rest of
the party returned back and descsnded
the mountain, taking with them young
.Castleton’s body. They were forced, how=
ever, to leave it behind after the first day,
aud after Lieutenant Brown, R. N., had
repeated the burial service uf the Eaglish
Chuich they threw it into a glacier crack
several hundred foet deep and left it
there. After two more days’ very hard
work the party again reachel the level
cougbry. ®

Loxpox, November 7.—There are some
striking passages in M. Lockroy’s book on
““the memoirs of M. de Moltke and the
fature war,” which has just been publish-
ed in Paris and of which the cable has
a'ready made mention. He- argues that
Frarce is powerless to prevent another
war, but can only prepare for it, and
holds that it is always better to take the
offensive than to wait to be at'acked.
He thinks that the French army is capa-
ble of meeting the best troops in Europe,
but is evidenrly not guite so sure that a
great general will be forth-coming to lead
them. Another pont on which heis
doubtful is whether the railway companies
have made the necessary arrangements
for the rapid transport of the troops.
The French are not 8» gnod marksmen as
the Cermans, he fears, bat We is certain
that the next war will be almz one, as
the entirc nation will be fizhting for in-
dependence aud lifs. With regard to
England he writes: “Tae English, by
taking the side of the tiple ulliance,
might d:al usa mortal blow, while, on
the other hand, by lannching some fast
cruisers or torpedo boats on the great
trale highways it would be possible for us
to starve Great B.itain, to suppress her
commerce and to ruin Ler indui.stries.
Without donb*, Eiglund represents a
formidable power with her 490,000,000
subjects, her 35,000 merchantinen, ter
560 men-of-war, her ports at the ¢xtremi-
ties of gulfs or estuaries, her population
of sailors. But she is also everywhere
vulnerable, and her prosperity has become,
from the military standpoint, a cause of
weakness and a permanent danuer.
However it be, we do not wish for this
enemy.” Assuming Eugland to be neu-
tral, M. Lockroy argues that France,
even if backed by Russia, would have to
meet superior forces, if diplomacy did not
succeed in ridding her of one of the three
allies. ‘S ¢itzerland woul 1 defead its neu-
trality, but Bslgium would be cverrun hy
Germany. The three hostile fleets would
cut France off from Africa and her Asiatic
colouies while all her ports would be
menaced. - If France became like an im-
mense besieged city, deprived of the
means of being revictualled from outside,
she could not long continue the struggle.
Forced to give battle on all her land
frontiers, she would have only the sea
left, and even hera ske would not be in
the same position as in 1860, for fliets
wou'd threszten all her coasts.” Of the
naval forces of France M. Lockroy takes
anything but a rosy viaw.

A Philadelphia desp.t:h of T7th inst.
says that from present indicitions Lima
oil threatens to entiss'y drive out coal as
fuel from the large shops and iron works
of the country. In the filty or more es-
tablishments in that city where the oil
has been adopted ava substicute for coa!
the resulis have been universally satis-
factory. Many other large foundries are
preparing to have oil furnaces introiuced
in place of the ull coal burners. *“At the
Providence dye works, Taylor, Emerald
and Adams streets, the oil has been ex-
perimented with during the last month,
with such success that preparations are
being made to use the oil under all the
boilers in the works. Culer & Secatter-
good, manufactvurers of prussic acid
will introduce the oil burners under
all their pots. The Ammonia chemi-
cal comjany, a few squares distant,
will also have oil burning apparatus put
up throughout their works at once.

Within the last six months the relative
merits and demerits of oil as a fuel have
been widely discussad, with the result
that the crude Lima oil has been almost
universilly admitted to possess many ad-
vantages over coal. Wher the oil was
introduced into this city two years ago its
sale was very light, and remained so for
over a year, when the new fuel jumped
into sudden prominence. Not less than
70,000 gallons of the oil per week, or
10,000 per day, are now beiug consumed
by the fifty odd establishmens in this
city. ’
“It hai been shown that 60 gallons of
oil are equal to 1 ton of coal. These
10,000 gallons, daily consumed, thercfore
displace 167 tons of coal ; and when one
consilers that the cost of 10.000 gallons
of oil a' 2} cents per gallon is only $250,
as against $642.95, the cost of 167 tons of
coal at $3 85 per ton, the advantages of
oil ever coul are evident, A practical ex-
ample of this is illustrated in the case of
the Biack Diamond file works, where the
oil nas been used for some time. The
company tinds that theif oil only costs
them at present exactly what the handling
of coal and the carrying away of ashes
cost them formely.

‘“‘Another fact that stands to the credit
of the oil is thatat the works of the Nor-
ristown iron company one gang of men
working over the old furnaces can turn
out 835 welded pipes, as compared with
625 turned out by the same gang working
over coal furnaces. All throngh the state
the oil is growing in popular favor. The

Had she not been thus gifted she
should never have enjoyed the society uf
her sex, and would have been condemned
to masculine reticence.

Poison in the Food.

The Amherst Record, of Nov. 5, gives the
following account of how one member of a
family lost her life and the others were made
ill by mistaking hellebore for coran starch.

George McKay, an I. C. R. secti)nman,
his wife, daughters Isadore aged 15, and
Maude 12, and son Aubrey 6, live on the
Highlauds just west of the railway track.
They bave inhabited the house about a
month, up to which time Sedford Dewire
and family had been its occupants, and prior
to them Fred Gould and family, who have
sioce left town. After the Gould family
moved out a pickle bottle was found ia the
pantry containing a white powder,which was
lefé unmolested by the Dewires, and it
would have been well if the McKays had not
tampered with it,

On Tuesday evening Isadore mixed batter
for griddle cakes for breakfast, and used
from the pickle bottle what she thought was
soda. Next morning ber fsther had almost
finished eating his breakfast before the cakes
were cooked, and eating only ome, hurried
off by. trolly towards Nappan station,
While oo the way he became quite ill, but
was considerably relieved by vomiting. Soon
after arriving there he was returned to his
home by a passing trsin,-and was able to
walk the short distance to his house. His
wife had becomeill aftér breakfast, and re-
turoed to bed; the boy was sick; the little
girl escaped by being sent with other food to
a sick neighbor; and Isadore had fallen to
the flocr, where she lay in terrible suffering.
A doctor was called, but several hours having
now elapsed, he was unsble to save the poor
girl’s life, and she lingered on until relieved
by death at 21 iu the evening, It sppears
that her mother, finding the cakes heavy,
spoke of it, when Isadore told where she got
the ‘‘soda.” ““Why, that's corn starch,”
said the mother; whereupon Isadose ate two
spoonfuls of it ia its dry state.

Trouble in Brazil.

Another revolution has broken out in
Brazil, The causes which have led to it was
a difficulty between the Congress on theone
side and the President and Government on
the other. For quite a time their differences
were over financial affairs. Measures passed
by the Legislature were vetoed by the chief
magistrate and changes advocsted by the
President were voted down by Congress.

Recently an attempt has been made to
cuib the power of the chief executive. The
fact that Da Fonseca is a military man has
led many to fear, or to. pretend to fear, he
might proclaim himself dictator. To pre-
vent any such contingency Congress a short
while azo passed a law fixing the process of

peach t of the President. Da F
vetoed the measure ; his veto was considered
in a heated discussion, which resulted in the
carrying of a motion to override the veto,

Ag soon as this action of the National
Legislatare was made known to Da Fonseca
he became much excited asnd therenpon dis-
solved Congress, His decree to that effecs
was made public on Tuesday. Martial law
has been proclaimed thronghout Rio de
Janero and the other States formings the
coafederacy. What the upshot will be uo
ons can say. The dissolution of Congress
may result in the choice of another Presi-
d:nt; Da Fonseca was not chosen by the
people but by Congress. It was believed
on account of his ill-health he woald not re-
main in office longer than it was necessary to
establish order after the* dethroaement of
Dom Pedro, but he has evificed no dispoai-
tion smnce to resign. No candidate as yet
has heen prominently brought forward as
his successor.

Ia case of an uprising Da: Founseca would
have, to al} appearances, the army and navy
solidly at his back. The Vice-President is
alsoa general. The opposition to military
rule continues very marked. Tha Presideut
has been provoked to take these steps by the
proceedings of Congress and by the efforts of
the promotors of a restoration to overtura
republican institutions. The Presideat, in a
manifesto issued to the nation, declsres him-
self to have been fully-justified in taking the
steps referred to. The army and Joavy sup-
port the Government, and public tranquility,
according to the official announcemen®, is
perfect throughout the States. In aoncla:im
it is said that the Government is ready to
maintain order by every means, that the
constitution will be respected, and that the
Government will also be answerable for all
national engagements. Z

The Governors of leading proviuces have
congratulated President Da Fouseca upon
his success in maintsiniog order.

Tim Healy xomwhbped-'

Dusuty, Nov, 8.—Mr. MecDermott,
nephew of the late Charles Stewart Parnell,
to-day publicly horsewhipped Timothy
Healy, M. P, the most bitter of the anti-
Parncllite leaders. The horsewhipping re-
c:ived by Mr. Healy was the indirect out-
come of the insulting language used by Mr,
Healy at Longford on Sunday last, when the
anti-Parnellite leader referred to Miss Parnell
snd to the widow of the late Charles Stewart
Parpell. Mr, McDermott caught Mr. Healy
by the throat the moment he met him to-
dayat ths Four Courts in the city and there,
in the presence of a number of persons, he
thrashed Mr. Healy about the shoulders and
body until the latter was rescued by the
police. Mr. Healy, when his assailant had
b.en taken into custody, declined to make a
charge against him, and o Mr. McDermott
was released and went his way, surrounded
by a number of sympathizers.

Mr. Healy was reading in the library of
the Four Courts when Mr. McDermott sent
& messeuger to say that Mr. Healy was
wanted in the refreshment room. Mr. Healy
on going into the hall was seized by Mr.
McDermott, who immediately began to ap-
ply the whip, saying at the same time:—
*“That is for your insults at Longford.” Mr.
McDermott afterwards handed a policeman
his card and then walked away. Mr. Healy
at once turned to the library, He says Mr.
McDermott was drunk,

Mr. Keony, speaking at a league meeting
to-day, denounced Mr. Healy’s remarks at
Longford as a disgrace to Irishmen. On the
announcement that Mr, Healy had been
horsewhippad the audience rose and fervidly

on visiting Paris to inquire about the release

of the fund he found a telegram from Mesars.
