The bill for the temporary government
of Canada was brought in last year tnder peenliar
eircamstanees. It was bronght in after the repres-
gion of one insurrection, and under the immediate
apprehension of another. Under the influence of
these apprehensions, it was the ohject of the Legis-
Jatare to ereate a body who shonld act as assistants

THE. COLONIES ~~WASTE LANDS.—MR. WARD'S RE
FOLUTIONS

“ That the occupation and cultivation of waste

lands in the Britsh colonies, by means of emigration,

tend to improve the condition of all the industriovs

classes of the United Kingdom, by diminishing con-

petition for employment at home, in conseq

ting
new markets, and inereasing the demand for ship
sing and manufactures. 2. ‘T'hat the prosperity of
slantes, and the progress of colonization, « y
depend upon the manner in which a right 1o private
property in the waste lands of a colony muy be ae-

quired ; and that, amidst the great virioty of me
thads of disposing of waste lands which have been

pursned by the British government, the most effec-
tual, beyond all comparison, is the plan of sule, ata
fixed, uniformn, and enflicient price, for ready mno-
ney, withptt any other condition or restriction ; and
the employwent of the whole; or a larga fixed pro-
portion, of the purchuse money, in afiording a pas-
snge to the colony, cost free, to young persons of
the labouring eluss, in an equal proportion of the
sexes. 3. That in order to derive the greatest pos-
sible advantage from this method of colovizing. it
is essentinl that the permanence of the system ehould
be sccured by the Legislatare, aiid that its sdminis-
tration should be intrusted to a distinet subordinate
brattch of the eolonial department, authorized to
sell colonial lauds in this country ; to antieipate
the sales of land by ruising loans for emigration, on
the security of futuge: land sales, nud generally to
superintend the arrangements by which the comfort

and well being of the emigrants ure to be secnred.
4. That this method of colonizing has heen applied
by the Legslature to the new eolony of South Ans-
tralia, with very remarkable and. gratifying results,
and that it is expedient that Patliament should ex-
tend the South Australian system to all other colo-
nies which are suited to its operation.”

Thae resolutions were seconded by Sir Willium
Molesworth, in an argumentative and powerful
speech.  On the first resolition being put from the
Chuir, Mr. Labouchere, the Under Secretary of State
for the Colonics, addressed the House. Ve have
space for two extracts only :—

“ During the short period of tima which he had
had the honor to be connected with the Colonial
Ofiice, it was impossible for him not to be fureibly
struck with the circumstances that had been adver-
ted to, that ot only on the part of the labouring
classes of this country, hut also on the part of a class
of persons who had hitherto shown a reluctance to
leave their native country—niany persons in the
higher conditions of life and possessed of small ra-
pital, had ehown a most remarkable desire at the
present motnetit to seek in the*other Colonies and
i the most distant possessions of the British Empire,
the means of acquiring an honest independerice,
which was not so readily afforded in the mother
qonntry [hear, hear 1 e agreed in the sentiment
of his honorable friend, that so far from this being
a matter of reproach to those persons, and so far
from those persons being discournged, it reflected
the highest honour upon them, and he rejoiced in
thinking that in leaving this country they did not
estrange themselves from its real and permanent in-
terests, but, on the contrary, they proved their at-
tachment to those interests by trosting themiselves
to those distant possessions to which they were pro-
ceeding. He wonld say, therefore, that assoredly
he had sy thing rather than a prejudice against
emigration ; on the contrary, it-always appeared to
him, among the many glories and blessings permit.
ted to his conntry, as a means by which Providence
hadallowed the English race and fangnage to spread
over so vast a snrface, the manners, laws, liberties,
and institations of this country [cheers.] There
could be no more solemn duty imposed upon them,
than that they shonld avail themselves 1o the utmost
of the vast means which Providence had been pleas-
ed to put into their hands, in order that they migit
efiect the greatest blessings given 13 the human race,
namely, wherever there were unoccupied lands
affording tha means of extending the influence of
the British nation, that they shonld avail themselves
of such opportunies.  He must fairly confess to
the honee, that he conld have wished, consistently
with his duty, not to have been called npon to deal
wiih this question so soon after his connexion with
the Colonial Otiice, or 1o have addressed ‘the honse
npon a subject of so much complication and difii-
cuity, to which many gentlemen present had had an
opportanity of paying much more attention than
he had been abie to atford to give it. At the same
time, he felt bound to make some statement in reply
to the motion of his honorable friend. His honora-
ble friend began his speech by attacking the svstem
of disposing of the waste lands of the crown, which
before the last ten years had prevailed. He could
assure his honourable friend and the honse that of
this system they should hear no defence or apology
from him (cheers.] System he conid hardly call
that which would be more accnrately described as a
total want of all system [cheers.] Tt was really

uite melancholy 10 see the mischief that had been
by that pestilent system of jobbing that existed
[cheers.] It was impossible 10 reud the Earl of
Darham’s account of the North American Colonies,
and to reflect npon what had been done there an-
der the old system, and what they might have done
under another system, and what they were now,
withont the strongest feelings of indignation and re-
gret [chieers.]

sure the house, on the part of the government, that he
should extremely rejoice if he found a disposition, as
he had reason to beliere existed, among the local legis-
latures of the North American Proveaces, to take the
most effectual means of getting rid of the eristing a-
buses, and so far throwimg any inpediment in
their way, the government would be glad to assist them
in getting rid of them.  As 1o the resolution of his
hononrable friend, in the first place, he was not
prepared to deny what the honorable member called
the fandamental principle of the dispositions of col-
onial fands.

and he altogether agreed with him, that the only

Powrrs or Mycarvery.—In one branch |
alone (the cotton trade) some spindles, |
which before the new improvements were |
projected used to revolve fifty times ina |
minute, now perform six, seven, and in |
some cases 8,000 revolutions, in the same |
short space of time. In one establishment f
at Manchester there are 136,000 spindles |
kept in incessant motion by steam power,
by which they are enabled to spin 1,200, |
060 miles (not yirds) of cotton thread per
week.
