There was no exterpgl injury to the
eyes, and the doctors told him the
sight might come back suddenly, that
another shock might affect this. Just
before leaving the hospital last week)
he was conversing with one of thel
hospital governors, who was holding
out this hope, whereupon Chambers
jocularly remarked, “I wish the Ger-
mans would torpedo the ship and give
me a chance to recover my sight.”

Chambers is an educated man from
Truro, N. S., where he was analytical
chemist before emlisting.
