Ottawa, Ont,, Nov. 20—Orders will be Issued at once to bring up
the number of recrults for war services to 50,000, At a meeting of the
cablnet today this was decided upon.

The declslon was r It was realized that thing
had to be done te alleviate the conditions created by lack of employ-
ment. These recruits will all be required In. any case, and it was felt
that they might as well get into training at once. As employment le
worse In the West than in the East, the propcrtion of recrults asked
for from the West will be greater than from the Maritime Provinces.

The 50,000 recruits will ba in addition to the 10,000 men who are
now under arms doing guard duty, etc, but they will Include the 10,
000 men who have already been recrulted throughout Canada and from
whom the second contingent will be taken. Also included In the 60,000

will be the four regiments of mounted men, 600 In each. Thus In a
very short time Canada will have under arms a total army of 94,000
men composed as follows: oy

Parls, Nov, 20--The allled Iines around Ypres, where the greater
part of the British forces are Intrenched, are now bearing the brunt of
the German attack, which only a few days ago broke forth-violently
from the Belgian sea coast to Arras, In France. The left wing of the
British has won at Bixschoote, between Ypres and Dixmude, a briiliant
success after a German Infantry attack.

The fighting in the Ypres region, however, Is still mainly confin-
-ed to artiliery h ithough d y offensive and counter of-

nsi on a sonle than at the Bixschoote engage-
ment, are made from time to time by Infantry detachments.

The British officers apparently are
gratified by the result of the Bixs-
choote engagement, as the command-
er “bluffed” them from moving for-
ward at a place where it was incon-
wvenient for the Allies at the moment
to have & great strength of troops.
The last seven days have provided
thres notable instances whers the
Germans have been deluded to their
great losa,

An unexploded German shell has
‘been brought in from Ypres, The num-
Per of naval guns and marines em-
ployed by the Germans gives little in-
dioation that their fleet intends to ven-
ture out in force for a while,

The Germans continue bringing up
yeinforcements around Ypres, while
the Kaiser, in his gray motor car, is
constantly passing from one German
gamp to another, exhorting his troops.

Ypres has been almost battered to
pisces, Its largest houses have been
Asmolixhed by huge shells, each welgh-
Ang nearly a ton and a half, arriving

almost vertically at a speed of 200
yards a second. Half of & house wiil
be crashed into ruins while the rem-
nant §s left standing with a section of
every room, from the garret to the
cellar expqsed. But the allles are
still holding Ypres,

Thelr success in keeping their ines
intact against the concentrated Ger
mam force in this reglon is attributed
by expert observers
oare which the commanding officers
are bestowing upon the comrort of
thelr men, The troops are getting
a rest from the trenches, Instead of
being in them for days amid all the
horrore trench work entails, they are
relieved at frequent intervals,

They are supplied with hot food,
their clothes are dried and they get
complete, it brief, vacations, Super-
vision probably mever before seen in
warfare is being closely exercised ow
er the health of the men.
