From old re-
cords and various sources the follow-
dng account of the storm has been
procured. !

On the date preceding the storm the |
weather in St. John was foggy in the
morning followed by party clouded in
the afternoon becoming overcast that
aight. On the day of the storm (Mon-
day, October 4th), the early morning
was foggy, then part cloudy, and by
7 am. fine and warm, in the after:
noon the heat was particularly op-
presive, while to the southward the
sky assumed & dull leaden color, be:
Qoming completely clouded by 6 p.m.
As the afternoon advanced the wind
blew in fitful angry squalls and the
angry tide was noticed to be coming
4t unusually early. At p pm. the
swind had increased to a gale and rain
began falling at 6 p.m. The gale con-
tinued to increase, about 8.30 p.m, it

S mMND ™
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reaching & maximum velocl
ty about 9 p.m. when the rain almost
ceased. About 10 p.m. the wind be-
gan te subside shifting to the south-
west. The night is sald to have been
excaptionally dark with shingles,
slates and other debris blown about
it a most dangerous manner. When
the gale was at it height (about 9
pm.) the tide was much above any
preceding mark, was rising rapidly
and had an hour and a half to come

In St. John harbor along the water
front the waves were coming in from
the Bay of Fundy at a tremendous
height, dashing over every whar
