“The whole atmosphere at Posen, as
I have observed it during a short
break in my journey back to Warsaw,
is one of efficiency and thoraagliness
in marked contrast to the hapov-go-
lucky methods of Warsaw. The dif-
ference is noted immediately one
strikes the railway station, where ef-
ficlent military control is in gperation
to limit the traffic to those with prop-
er authorization and to sift out pos-
gible German and Boishevist sples, of
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whom there is considerable foar 1n
Posnania.

Germany has designs against the
former German provinces, is massing
troops and making other preparations
to seize the lost provinces and occupy
the corridor if the Bolshevist cam-
paigns gives the opportunity.
