Let ue first eee what Hallam, the Eag-
lich historian, & men by no means an &d
herent or even an admirer of Rome, eays
of Luther, Spesklng of the reformer’s
writings he says: ** Chelr lotemperavcs,
thelr ecurrllity, their wild paiadcxes that
menace the foundaticn of rellgioue
morality are not compensated, o far, at
least, as my elight acqualotance with them
extends, by much strength or scutevers,
and etill less by any impressive cl queuce,
His eplstle to E-asmus, prefixed 1o the
treatlse, ‘ De Servo A:bltrio, is bltterly in
solent Jo terms as civil as he could use.
But the clear aud comprehensive line of
argument, which enlightens the reader's
understanding and reeolves his difficulties,
is always wanting. An unbounded dog
matlsm restiog on an ab:clute confidence
in the infal ibility, practically speakivg, of
his own judgment, parvedes bis wrltings ;
po ipduigince ls thown, no pause fs
allowed to the hesitatirg ; whatever stands
in the way of his decistons, the fathers of
the Church, the echoolmen and phlloso
phere, the canone aud counclls, are swept
away in a current of

and as everything in the Sciipture, accord

fog to Luther, is easy to be understood,
snd can only be understood in bie senee,
deviation from his docirlne incurs the
anthema cf perdition,” When such o
eritlclem comes from & man who would be
glad to find in this “ g:dly ” reformer all
the wonderful gifts of mind and eoul
attributed to Luther by Protestants gen-
erally, it i3 very eesy to belleve that one
who could commit to paper ideas so teem

ing with lotolerance and egotlem, must
in his epeech and manners have been
notbieg more than an i flammsable revo

Jutlonary, which indeed Luther was, He

dld not posess one elngle trait
of & reformer, for reformers do
not tear down, they build up.

Some abuses may have crept into the
Church, but Luther was not the man to
reform them, Errors bad asmesiled her
gates, but vainly,  Pelsgiani:m, Nestorl
sniem, Socluianism had dathed themselves
to pleces on the rcck of Peter, s Protes-
tantiem s doing to day, but the rock has
not moved. This fact {s the greatest
proof of the Church’s divice mielon—
that ehe s able to withstand all theee and
remsin the one snd unchenged in doctrive
and dogma., Does she not fill Corlet’s
prophecy, * the gates of helleball not pre
vail sgalnst 1t 97  She kas been hunted
like a wild beast into the very heart of
the earth : she has heen drenchid in her
own blood and torn by schiems ; yet look
at her, Strorger than ever, more hsauti
ful, because better underatocd, sbe ttands
the greatest phenomenon of endurance
the world has ever seen, the living proof
of that promiee made her nineteen bun
dred yeais ago by ber Spouse: * Behold, I
am with you all days even to the consum-
mation of the world !
¢ WHAT IS PROTESTANTISM ?”
geks a recent agnostic writer, and answers
himself in thee words : ** Aflsod of unbe-
lievers in each other.” What is Protes
tantism tending to ? s another pertinent
question of this writer, and the auswer {8 :
« Protestantism ls nothing but a bridge
between Catholiclem and infidelity. Thore
among Protestante who by mature are of
crthodex and conservative disposttion will
greduslly drop off and go back to Rome ;
the rest, in due time, tired of perpetual
negation as 8 creed, will embrece infidelity
aund agnosticlem.”  Surely, bere Is foed
for thought, and no matter how muck the
fanatics may guash their teeth with rsge,
it {s an incontrovertible fact that every
where stares them In the fsce. Truly,
pothlng elee could come of euch areligion,
emanating, as it did, from such corrupt
sources ; founded upon human weakness,
and built nupon material things, Look at
{ts fourder, Luther. A man of unbrided
paesions, who had respect pelther for God
or man, only as his gelf faterest dictated
« Had I been Moses,” says this godly man,
] would, with the help of some lawyer,
have framed a bill of complalnt sgainst
the Lord God, for He seld to Mosee, 1
will be with thes, and He kept not His
promiss.””  Such blasphemy as this per-
vades ol his writinge and epeeches, A
man of utter coarseness and & fountain of
curses ; it capable of nice feeling or dls-
crimination ; plausible and even cringiog
in attemptiog to gain his ends, if bauiked,
a roaring wiid besst longling for the blood
of his encmy ; if successful, elther a caprl-
clous tyraut or bragging egolst, Failing
to win the famous Eraemus over to his
slde, and recelving & gound literary drub-
biog from
HIS QUONDAM FRIEND,
he thus expresses his ire: ¢ Erasmus of
Rotterdsm s the vilest miscreant that
ever diegraced the earth, Sheme upen
thee, accursed wretch ! th‘nevcr 1
prey, I pray fora curse upon Erasmus.
Os1stadt, one of Luther's first disciples,

emulaurg hie leader’s tactics, storted a
religlon of his own. Luther, hearing that
Carstadt used hia (Luther’s) srguments
agelnst bimeelf, vowed from that day
forth a hatred that time neither weakened
or extinguished. “By carrylng eome
praiseworthy dispositions fto excess, be
bordered sometimes on what was culpable
and waeoften betrayed Into actlons which
exposed him to censure,” eays ?nother of
hie Protestsnt blogrsphers. * His con-
fidence that bie own opinions were Well
founded spproached to srrogance, his

coursge in assertiog them to rashves, ! o
firms e s in adhert) g to them to obitlaasy,
nud bis z 9 0 eoufuting bis adversacios
to rege erd ecurllity,”  All marks & d
slgue of the epuis that moved blm, wud
that did not come from above, “Towa'cse
the end of his lfe, bis lufirmities #n 1.
crea ed upon him,” saye Ms “Teble
Talk,” ¢ that he grew dsily more feverish,
more fracclble and wore impatient of con
trodictlons, and he dlscovered on some
occasions symptoms of vanily and eelfs
applause,” Taus, we might go on quot-
lng from the writings before ue, but we
think enough has becn sald to show that
Luther, ia himeelf, acd as he is repre-
eented In text books, are

We will now glve some of the purify-
fog effects of the so-called reformation,
Immorality, drunkenness and mad fanati
clem, loosed from the leashes of religlouns
resiralnt, went {ljlng over all E irope like
harples, polsoning aud dastroying all they
came In contact with, Civil war stalked
in all ite ghastiiuess through the lend.
I'be eoil was soaked with the blood of
thousands of hearts which, durlvg ten
years, were sacrificed. Toe reformers
were quarrellog among thewselves as to
which would be the greater, aud roundly
abueing one another. The only rea' good
brought sbout by the reformation was
that the Church was freed of all her rebal.
llous children. All the bambast about the
igoorance and darkness of monastie
orders is easily confuted, Auny person of
even ordinary jastice will ece that ls a
false accusatlon, for the Church in every
age fostered learulog and the arts and
sclences. From har sprang all the gonlus
that has been brightest, most enduring,
most baucficlal to man in his higher and
nobler nature. ¢ What the reformation
retalned of Chrlstlanity,” says a recent
wiiter, not a Catholle, *“1s a dead stuff,
dry chips, ruda bones, without life, with
out warmth.  All that Is idea', sublime,
elevating, art Inspiring, poetical, that
seiz2s the heart, they iudaly elimluated,
bantched, smeshed and denounced.” The
reformatlon reformed nothing, nelther
religlon, nor morals, nor politice. It was

such as bistory has to record in every sge.
I:s succees was brought about, s Fred
erick the Great tersely put it, ‘' In Ger
many by eelf interest, in Eigland lust, in
Fronce love of novelty.”” Jarlen,a bittar
opponent of Oathollcity, says : ' That the
reformation was brought about by tha

clvil nowers fs It ¢intestable ”

“The edherents of the Church of
Rome,” eays Hallam, * have never failed
{o cast two reproaches on those who lefi
them; cna that the reform was brought
about by latemperate aud calamolous
abuse, by outrages of an exclted populace,
or by the tyranny of priuces; the other,
that after stimulating the most ignorant
to throw off the anthority of thelr Caurch,
it tnstantly withdrew tkis liberty of judg-
ment, and devoted all who presumsd to
swerve from this line drawn by law to
virulent obloquy and sometimes to bonds
and death. These reproachee, it may be
a shame to us to own, can be uttered and
cannot be refuted.” These are a few of the
maay opisicns glesned fecom writers par.
tial to the reformation. From Lather’s
own utterances it is plain to be inferred
what a condition of thirgs exlsted, for he
bewalls that drunkepness and swinish
vices prevall everwhere, but particularly
at Witenberg, Where he was ruling spirit
—which {s easy to imaglne 2s being the
case. Philip of Hesse, Luther's great pro-
tector, was a bigamiet, with Lutner's sanc-
tlon, The Elector Frederick was a con-
firmed drunkard, and Luther himeelf wae
