On Friday afternoon, in the shadow of Dalhousie’s oldest building, 
the cornerstone of its newest was officially laid by the Honourable 
Alistair Fraser, Lieut-Goveimor of Nova Scotia, who said “With pro­
found .pride in Dalhousie’s past and present accomplishment 1 declare 
that here has been well and truly laid a stone to be the cornerstone of a 
fine new building dedicated to the health and welfare of our people. 
Into this structure will go our best wishes, our hopes of the future and 

faith that these hopes will be abundantly realized.”

The ceremony began as the offi­
cial party and academic procession 
made its way from the Forrest 
building to the strains of the 
HiMCS Stadacona band. Following 
the prayer of Invocation by the 
Rev. D. M. Sinclair, the introduc­
tion address was delivered by the 
university president in which Dr. 
Kerr traced the growth and de­
velopment of the faculty, noting 
the present state of the school and 
its plans and hopes for the future. 
The importance of the new school 
was emphasized as he said “the 
enterprise that has brought us to­
gether as one of importance to 
these Atlantic Provinces, for it has 
to do with one aspect of our at­
tempt to shape men and women and 
little children needless pain and to 
further their general well being.”

In a brief address Brig. H. V. D. 
Laing, chairman of the Board of 
Governors noted the place of the 
new Dental School in the present 
university expansion program.
