HEALTH CARE PLAN
•In a referendum last October, initiated by a response to student demand, students voted 

in favour of accepting a mandatory Health Care Plan. The plan, which begins September 1st, in­
cludes 100% covering cost of prescription drugs, including oral contraceptive. The mandatory fee 
of $52.08 will be paid on top of your tuition fees, provided that you are enrolled in at least 3 courses. 
If you have any similar coverage(other than O.H.I.P.) than drop by our office to pick up an opt out 
form . The pay direct cards will be handed out at the office. Unfourtanetly, the cards will not be 
available until late October to mid November.
