Men are only one factor in determin­
ing the result uf the war Money is the other 
chief (actor, for with it ran le supplied bud 
and mmuimn* Has the government of 
Canada «lone it» duty in distributing the 
burden upon those who remain at humr ' Wr 
believe not.

Borden and other mcmlwrx of the government 
who have visited the firing line in France. and 
been rye entneeee» of the heroic deeds and 
sacrifices of our soldiers, have come Inane with

pes ted to jus the army They are needed to 
conduct the affairs «d the ««amtry But let 
them give up their wealth when they aah other
