A Desperate Deed.

Rather than surrender himself to the

“If you come in" here I will blow up the
magazine,” the officers retired for the
night.  Next' morning at 5 o'clock,
Deputy Sheriﬁ‘:\\'hihe, after a consulta-
tion with the others, decided to break
down the barricade, not believing the
Chinaman would fualfil his promise.
Accordingly, the entire posse headed
for the door. True to his word the
Chinaman fired the giant powder, and
in av ivstant a terrific explosion occur-
red, kitling the five cfficers and blowing

the Chinanran to atoms, g0 small  that
but one piece has been found. White's
body was fearfully mangled. It was
found nearly 500 yards. Mrs. Hill who
lived across the way, was “killed by the
falling debris. The works are com
pletely wreeked.
