SPEGIAL TAX ON

TORONTO, Feb. 24. — A speci*l
war tax of one mill on the dollar of

all assessable property in Ontario will
be levied by the Government. It-is
the first time-in history that the resi-
dents. of . the .province hawe been' re-
quired to meet such a tax. - According
to Hon. T. W. McGarry, who made
the announcement in the Legislature|
yesterday, the report of -the attion
wil be as a testimonial of the gemér-
osity” and patriotism. of Ontario.
