Such was the text of a resolution The Federation is this year ùnder 
determined upon by the Hamilton the direction of Dr. Shearer of the 
Methodist Conference yesterday af- Presbyterian church, 
ternoon after being amended from 
the original resolution submitted by 
the committee appointed at the 
morning session for that purpose, af­
ter the address given by Lt. Col.
Cecil Williams, Assistant Chief Re­
cruiting Officer for the Dominion.
As the resolution was originally sub­
mitted in the expressed opinion of 
a large number of the members, 
enough stress on the “conscription of 
wealth and commandeering of sur­
plus profits” was not emphasized,and 
after considerable discussion, the 
above wording was finally agreed 
upon. As chairman of the committee 
appointed to draft the resolution, the 
Rev. W. J. Smith presented it to the 
conference. The predominant senti­
ment in regard to this question was 
summed up in the opinion expressed 
by one delegate to the conference, 
who declared that it was unfair to 
enact a measure that would force 
tens of thousands of young men to 
place their lives at the service of the 
state,'and âadrifidè'their careers 2nd 
future prospects, and at the same 
time allow corporations and manu­
facturers, and war profiteers to reap 
rich financial benefits as the result 
of their struggles and yet contribute 
comparatively little, and undergo no 
sacrifice to assist in bringing to a 
successful conclusion, the war in 
which the Empire is now engaged.

Mr Fred Mann of this city, was 
not satisfied with the resolution, tak­
ing the stand that representations 
should be made urging that a coali­
tion government be formed. It was 
pointed out however, that this action 
would probably lead to hotly con­
tested debates that would not result 
in adding to the dignity of the con­
ference and would only cause dis­
cord and opposition, while no actual 
benefit would probably result. This 
suggestion was not therefore adopt­
ed nor acted upon.

The report of the committee on 
social service and evangels 
submitted showing the wide scope 
covered by this department of the 
church, and proving a revelation of 
the magnitude of the task that is 
being accomplished.

It 
is the greatest amount of personal 
liberty consistent with the welfare 
of the state.”

He stated that it was the duty of 
everyone to enlist and do his duty, 
lie did not believe that the average 
Canadian appreciated the value of 
Canada. It was a noble land of our 
fathers, but its sterling qualities 
were recognized. Be careful that 
our Christian spirit does not tend 
toward the extreme, we will wake 
up, to find all those things which 
we cherish most will be lost.” He 
contended that the foe must be beat­
en to the externe, and the control 
of the schools and 
coming generation be kept in the 
hands of the people.

He recognized the fact that the 
Methodist Church had always been 
opposed military training, but the 
compulsory military training which

words to the conference on evang­
elical work, intimating her inten­
tion of commencing work in this 
phase of endeavour and offerng with 
an associate to visit any circuit she 
is requested to do.

An animated discussion occurred 
when the report of the special com­
mittee appointed by the confejpnce 
to re-adjust the districts and cir­
cuits of the conference On. a more 
efficient basis. Many opposed the 
proposal of dividing the Hamilton 
district as at present constituted in­
to two districts as was suggested by 
the committee and the large terri­
tory of the Milton district as pro­
posed did not meet with the ap­
proval of the conference. An am­
endment providing for a change in 
the Hamilton district other " than 
that advised by the committee was 
moved, and an amendment to this 
amendment was introduced, affect­
ing -both the ’ Hamilton .and " Brant­
ford districts. When put to the vote 
both amendments and the original 
motion to receive and adopt the re­
port were defeated and the confer­
ence decided to allow the districts 
to remain as at present constituted.

A thorough and comprehensive 
report on ' systematic beneficence 
was introduced by the Rev. Dr. Lin- 
scott. The report contained many 
valuable suggestions and a strong 
appeal for greater effort in this dir­
ection.

The Rev. Mr. Eddy, of Mount For­
est, moved that the President be re­
quested to appoint a committee of 
three clergymen and three laymejn, 
to act with- himself as a committee 
to co-operate with the Presbyterian, 
in regard to weak charges. Dr. I 
Albert Moore spoke in favor of the 
appointment of sucji a committee, 
stating that the method had been 
adopted in Manitoba with good suc­
cess in conserving the interests, 
property and «onnectional enter­
prises of the Methodist church.

that the most important item to be 
dealt with by the conference was 
that suggested by Lt.-Col.- Williams. 
It was also the greatest issue that 
could be considered by any organiza­
tion or body. The leaders of the 
country were facing one of the most 
serious crisis that had ever confront­
ed Canada, and that both leaders 
were prevented by elements in their 
parties. He therefore moved the 
following resolution, seconded by 
Mr. John Gibson, who also spoke in 
support of the motion, 
who opposed the measure he cited 
the instance of the two republics 
of France and the United States, 
who had adopted conscription, and 
claimed that only he was entitled to 
enjoy the privileges of democracy 
who was willing to fight for that 
democracy..

Dr. Scanlon, of Port Elgin, sup­
ported the motion most strenuously. 
He thought that the greatest need ot 
the hour was leadership, and severe­
ly condemned he party politics sys­
tem now prevailing. “I would ra­
ther have every one of my family 
pay the supreme sacrifice than have 
them lack in their heroic qualities.

The Rev. F. M. Mather, of Water­
loo, called attention to the fact that 
to-day was the 52nd birthday of 
His Majesty King George, and that 
it was an occasion to be remember­
ed. He moved that -the secretary be 
instructed to wire congratulations to 
His Majesty.

It was announced that arrange­
ments had been completed for the 
supper for those members of the 
conference whose sons were serving 
under the colors, and that the event 
would take place to-night in Cromp­
ton’s tea rooms at 6 o’clock.

A resolution was passed instruct­
ing the secretary to draft a letter of 
sympathy expressing the attitude of 
the conference, and that the same 
be forwarded to the Rev. Dr. Scan­
lon of Port Elgin, who has recently 
suffered the loss of his son, Lieut. 
Walter L. Scanlon, who died of 
wounds on April 11th. The deceased 
hero was formerly editor of the Re­
gina Leader,.

Mr. Sam Carter, M.P.P., of Guelph 
took a prominent part in the session, 
rising to his feet on one occasion, 
and protesting against excessive and 
superfluous clapping of hands, which 
he claimed had been Indulged in too 
frequently under unjustifiable cir­
cumstances. He thought that confer­
ence members should remember to 
reverence the house of God. He also 
spoke oh the subject of the susten­
tation fund, emphasiizng the fact 
that a deflcieficy of $1000 existed, 
and pointing out the sharp contrast 
that existed between the Presbyter­
ian and Methodist churches in this 
respect. He maintained that the de­
ficiency should immediately be 
made up.

The Rev, W.
Wiarton spoke 
schools operated under the direction 
of the Methodist church, and asked 
that the ministers and laymen exert 
their influence to ensure a full at­
tendance during the coming summer 
months. He stated that even those 
citizens of Wiarton who appeared to 
serve the devil more than they did 
Almighty God, would extend a hearty 
welcome to the delegates to the 
summer school.
