Norman Connell, the youngest son

evening for this creek where suckers
are always plentiful in the spring.

After fishing for some time he
remarked that he was going farther
down stream T the direction of Bel-
lamy’s and would go home by a shorter
route. Tt was getting quite dark and
his companions tried to dissuade him
trom going as the hoat he had was old
and leaky,

He persisted however, and when
they heard u shout they took it to
mean that he had reached the railway
where he was to land. They replied
but received no answer. Not suspect-
ing anything amiss, they returned
home and We-:ley Connell finding that
his brother had not returned experi-
enced a sudden sinking of the heart.

He harried to a neighbor and telling
him his apprehension for Norman’s
safety, secured his assistance.

In the darkness they could find no
trace of the missing one. HKarly Sun-
day morning another searching party
found the boat floating bottom up-
wards and a few yards away the body

was located.. The water was abont 4%
feet deep and the position of the body
was upright, the feet sunk a foot in
the mud with a foot of water over his
head.
