Canada and Britain.
The paper which the Marquis of Lorre 

read before the Colonial Institute should 
serve to dispel erroneous ideas respecting 
this country, which are still too widely 
prevalent, and to give to the people of 
Great Britain more correct ideas as to the 
relations which must subsist between 
Canada and the Empire if the connection 
is to be maintained. The people ’of 
Canada remain English in essentials, he 
told them, but a spirit of sturdy indepen 
dence has grown up amongst them, and a 
determination to manage their own busi 
ness according to their own ideas of what 
is beet for their own interests. He said:

They have become, or are becoming, 
a part of a people who are sturdy, inde- 
pendent, and who view their own ideas 
and necessities, and insist on acting upon 
these. Much as the Canadians continue 
to love the old land for its associations, 
they have no idea but that their own 
opinion is to what is best for theutseieer 
in their new land is better than any one 
else’s opinion upon the same subject. 
They insist on making as much as they 
can of their own country in their own 
way, abandoning preconceived ideas, or 
the ideas of their old friends who may 
wish to convince them that the soul of a 
new world is not favorable for knowledge 
of what is good for its people. They are, 
in short, as self-willed as children of John 
Bull may naturally bo expected to prove. 
They may be wrong, or they may be 
right ; but whether wrong or right, it is 
important that John Bull should remem­
ber that they mean to judge for them- 
selves, and we and they must shape the 
transaction with each other accordingly.” 

If the Government and the people of 
Great Britain thoroughly comprehend 
this, the danger of misunderstandings 
which may lead to ill-feeling, and possibly 
to separation will be minimized.

In the adoption of what its authors 
call the National Policy—a policy so re­
pugnant to English ideas—the Marquis 
finds the strongest evidence of this love 
of independence. He was quite right in 
thinking that all Canadians regard it as 
their unquestionable right to make what 
tariff they think best in the interests of 
Canada, and that they would not submit 
to any attempt to restrain them in the 
exercise of that right. But he is mistaken 
in supposing that all Canadians, or the 
majority of them, believe that high taxa­
tion of imports is calculated to “ build up 
their new State ; make it strong to resist 
enemies ; cause it to have a pride in it­
self, and to be represented in all indue 
trial branches of national being.” It 
may be doubted whether at any time a 
majority of the Canadian people were in 
favor of the high taxation policy. Un­
doubtedly, many who voted for its adop­
tion meant only to make an experiment. 
Of these the majority now see that the 
momentthat policy was subjected to a real 
test it broke down completely,

The Marquis took especial care to let it 
be known that bis purpose was not to 
present an economical argument, but to 
give a view of the prevailing state of 
opinion in Canada. Only once did be 
seem to express any opinion of bis own 
respecting the high taxation policy. This 
was when he said that the people of 
Canada ‘‘may be quite willing to pay for 
the luxury of their pride ; the mode of

OFFICIAL INVESTIGATION OF THE AFFAIR— 
TW DEATHS YFSTERDAY.

St. John’s, N. F., Jan. 3.— The official 
report of to day’s judicial investigation of 
the Harbor Grace riot, says that deposi 
tions taken to day before Judge Bennett 
disclose the following facts:—River Head, 
Harbor Graco, is inhabited exclusively by 
an Irish Roman Catholic population. For 
some days previous they had been incens 
ed at outrages committed in the neigh 
boriug town of Spaniard Bay. On tie 
Saturday previous the Orangemen broke 
the windows in the Roman Catholic 
church, demolished crosses in the church- 
yard and desecrated the grounds. Christ- 
may day broke news to them that the 
Orangemen intended to attack their set­
tlement in full force the next day. Great 
excitement and consternation prevailed, 
and on Wednesday about 100 men left 
River Head to meet the Orangemen and 
prevent their advance. At first they 
were not armed, but, upon their arrival 
at Parmenter lane, they halted and col- 
lected guns from neighboring houses, and 
also armed themselves with pickets and 
stones. At 1 30 o’clock the Orangemen 
appeared with bands, flags and regalia. 
Head Constable Doyle now appeared on 
the scene. He first remonstrated with 
the Roman Catholics, and ordered the 
procession to halt, they opposing. The 
parties were now separated only 30 feet. 
Doyle went to the front of the Orange­
men, and with the officers, waved the 
society onward, exclaiming : “ Let us 
cross the Boyne again.” All Roman 
Catholic witnesses swore that Doyle fired 
the first shot and killed Callahan. Doyle 
swore that he had no firearms. Police 
Sergeant Winslow swore that at least two 
shots were fired from the Orange party, 
and only seven shots altogether. He saw 
one man from the Orange body deliberat 
ely aim at the Roman Catholic mob and 
shoot one man. Several followers of the 
society were seen on one knee with guns 
levelled at their assailants. He swore

BELLVILLE, Ills., Jan. G.—St. Joseph’s 
Roman Catholic Convent was burned 
early this morning. Five nuns jumped 
from a fifth story window, one of them 
was killed and the others are likely to 
die.

St. Louis, Mo., Jan. G —In the con­
vent at Belleville, Ills., destroyed by fire 
ast night, there were GO pupils, all girls, 

from 10 years to an adult age, several 
teachers and a number of other inmates. 
The fire is said to have started in the dor- 
mitory. It spread rapidly and a panic 
seiz d both children and sisters, who 
made a wild rush to escape. Forty or 
more pupils are known to have got out or 
were taken from the building and given 
shelter in neighboring houses, but several 
jumped from the window and were either 
killed or badly injured. Mias Mary 
Campbell, of Eest St. Louis, a teacher, 
leaped from the third story window and 
died in a few minutes. Another whose 
name is not ascertained, climbed to the 
roof of the portico and either fell or was 
blown off, and sustained fatal injuries. 
Among others injured by jumping are: 
Daisy Eberman, who resides near Belle­
ville ; Agnes Schneiber and Lou Matt, 
of East St. Louis ; Fannie Renker, of 
Washington, Mo. ; Sister Repairate, 
Sister Stylsta and Sister Manussa.

Sister Mary Jerome, the Lsdy Superior 
and fifteen to twenty of the smaller pupils 
were missing at a late hour last night and 
it was feared that some of them had per 
ished in the building.

Searching parties are actively at work 
to-day. The scene at the fire was one of 
the wildest excitement and terror. The 
streets in the vicinity were thronged with 
people anxious to be of service, but owing 
to the rapid spread of the flumes they 
were powerless to render aid, while terror- 
stricken parents rushed frantically around 
searching for their missing children and 
wailing over their loss.

The fire department was of little avail 
against the mad rush of surging flames, 
and in one hour the entire building was a 
mass of ruins.

Another report says the fire started 
from the furnace in the basement, and 
this seems most probable as the flames 
spread upwards, entting off most of the 
exits and compelling some of the pupils 
and sisters to leap from the windows.

ST. LOUIS, Jan. 6.—The following from 
Belleville gives further particulars of the 
burning of the Convent there last night. 
The convent was known as the Institute 
of the Immaculate Conception, and was 
conducted by the Sisters of Notre Dame. 
The fire was the most destructive to life 
and property that Belleville has ever ex­
perienced. A visit to the scene this 
morning showed the fire department still 
on duty endeavoring to quench the flames 
so as to preserve in recognizable shape 
the bodies of the victims. When the 
ruins were sufficiently cooled a volunteer 
corps went to work to bring out the bo­
dies. It was a terrible sight. At times 
the searchers would find two or three 
charred masses huddled close together as 
if the victims had sought protection of 
one another from the advancing flames. 
Five bodies were found in the rear part 
of the building burned into an unrecog­
nizable mass, but the majority were found 
beneath where the dormitory was situ­
ated. They seemed to have sought shel­
ter in this room, but too late to recognize 
that it was impossible to escape from it. 
The flames beneath eating away the sup­
ports let down the floor into the seething 
vortex of fire and smoke.

Twenty-two are missing at four o’clock. 
Eleven bodies have been recovered from 
the ruins and five identified. The bodies 
of several of the unfortunate victims are 
yet in the debris. The building and con­

According to the Sun’s cable despatch 
the appearance of English intervention has 
created such a furore that the most radical 
sections urge the Government to take hold 
of the matter vigorously and promptly, and 
important journals which, up to a very re­
cent date, advocated the evacuation of 
Egypt, now urge the despatch of additional 
forces.

The Tonquic situation is unchanged. 
The position of Adniral Courbet causes no 
alarm to the French Government. M. Fer­
ry has given approval to the postponement 
of the advance on Bac Ninah unntil Gen 
Gillot arrives at Hanoi to take command 
The French continue reconnaisances from 
Sontay towards Hoangho, but have met 
with little encouragement and no direct 
results, owing to the low state of the water 
in the canals. Owing to the same reason 
it is likely that active operations will not 
be resumed until May 5.

The Herald’s Madrid despatch says: The 
rupture between the Liberal factions is 
complete and the country waits to see whom 
King Alphonso will call to power. Great 
uneasiness prevails. The army is suspected 
of preparing for a revolt and funds are fail­
ing. The crisis will last a fortnight more 
The language of the Republican and even 
that of the Ministerial press is hostile to the 
monarchy, and the situation is critical not 
only for the ministry but the King and na­
tion.

The Canadian Governent is communica­
ting with Earl Granville in respect to. ar­
ranging a basis for the negotiation of a re­
ciprocity treaty with the United States 
Government, including a settlement of the 
Canadian fisheries question.

The Board of Trade will oppose the chan­
nel tunnel scheme at the next session. 
Captain Lord Beresford, in a speech, de- 
clared that. English commerce was at the 
mercy of any power choosing to attack it; 
that any nation that could send out a few 
fast cruisers could paralyze the British ship­
ping trade.

Besides Egyptian affairs, the Cabinet, on 
Thursday, discussed the condition of the 
North of Ireland, and Lord Spencer, who 
was present, has returned to Dublin with 
the outline of the policy to be observed.

Dr. Gallagher, who is a prisoner at Chat­
ham, it is reported, offers to make a revela­
tion of the whole Irish-American dynamite 
conspiracy, upon condition that he be 
cleared or that sentence be mitigated. Dr. 
Gallagher declares that he was himself vic­
timized by his confederates. It is suspected 
that Gallagher and Whitehead arc being in­
fluenced to turn informers under promise of 
release. There are renewals of Fenian 
alarms in respect to the use of dynamite on 
the part of officers of the Midland and other 
railway lines, but they have failed to create 
any sensation with the public. The scare 
has been traced to certain anonymous com­
munications designed merely to intimidate.

As a token of friendly disposition towards 
Germany, the St. Petersburg cabinet has 
addressed an energetic warning to Pan- 
Slavist agitators in the provinces of the 
Baltic against a continuance of the attacks 
on Germans in Russia. This warning is 
perhaps induced by indications of a coali­
tion between Pan-Slavists and Nihilists. 
Sudeikin’s murder has been the subject of 
consultation between Prince Orloff Russian 
ambassador to Paris and Bismarck. Orloff 
also met the Emperor at Berlin by request. 
As a result of these conferences there is in­
creased stringency in the inspections of all 
passengers travelling over the routes be- 
tween Germany and Russia.

The revival of Nihilism in Russia has had 
a terrible effect on the Czar, and private in­
formation represents him as suffering from 
delirium. Sentries in and about his palace 
have been trebled.

The financial situation in England is im­
proving. Money is very abundant, and the 
tendency is towards a rise in all securities.

Radical clubs and the workingmen’s 
societies are organizing a monster welcome 
to Mr. George on his arrival here. He lec­
tures on Wednesday on < Progress and 
Poverty.” Mr. Ruskin, whose views on 
political economy have always been of a 
socialistic tendency, has publicly declared 
his sympathy tor Mr. George’s theories.

A meeting was held at the Grand Hotel 
San Francisco, Jan- 3rd, to make 
arrangements for holding a World's Fair in 
that city 1887. It was the most influential 
ever held on the Pacific coast. Governor 
Stoneman presided and read letters from the 
Pacific coast delegation in Congress promis­
ing their support. It was resolved to pro­
vide a guarantee fund of $1,000,000 and 
when this is obtained to petition Congress 
and the State Legislature for appropriations. 
The feeling was strong and unanimous to 
carry the project through, and no doubts 
about it are entertained. The meeting re­
presented $300,000,000.

The Rome correspondent of the London 
Post says that the Pope’s secretary, Mon- 
signor Boccali opened a letter from America 
addressed to "Leo XIII,” containing Fenian 
threats against the Pope should he continue 
to support England against the National 
cause in Ireland. The letter also states
