“If the birds are inclined to be
nervous, place them in a coop, visit-
ing them as often as possible. If they
are fed in a coop they will come to
the front expectantly when one ap-
prcaches. Use a stick to turn them
about and train them to hold a grace-
f Handle them in the

ful carriage.
same manner as a judge would, and
they will soon lose their fright and
take a pride in appearing to the best
advantage when inspected.”

Special care should be given the
plumage. It adds much to the ap-
pearance of any bird whether white
or colored, if washed shortly before
the show. Wash thoroughly in warm
water, using castile or other pure
soap. then rinse in cooler water. If
the birds are white a little blueing
in the rinse water makes a great im-
provement in the colour. The face,
legs and feet of the bird should be
washed carefully. After washing the
birds should be carefully dried in a
warm room, without being exposed
too direetly to the heat. They can be
rubbed gently with a soft towel, great

two months old before they reach the
consumer in Great Britain, and they
land in Britain at a time when tho
weather is cool.

Mr. Ruddick looks, however, for great
2xpansion in this home market. He
stimates that there are a million
nore people in Canada now than there
were in 1904, and that these consume
it least 20,000,000 lbs of butter, be-
sides a very large quantity of milk,
ind a considerable amount of cheese.
Finally, the consumption of the indi-
vidual Canadian is greater than it
was then. All this, Mr. Ruddick
thinks, is sufficient to account for the
decline in our dairy exports which

Speaking at the Western Ontario|

J A. Ruddick, dairy and cold storag-|
commissioner for Canada, gave a|
wirld-wide review of the dairy :‘itu.r!

In Britain the
imports of butter for the year ending
June 30 last were 81,753,520 lbs in ex-
cess of the imports for the year 1899

AGRICULTURE REPORT
ISSUED BY DEPART M KT

Splendid Organization Work of This
Department Reviewed. -— Deputy
Minister Deals Particulariy With
Dairying Branch—Hail Insurance
Resulted in Deficit.

The report of the Department of Ag-
riculture for 1507, which will be laid
on 'the table of the : Legislature
shortly, is a most comprehensive
report covering the work of the
various branches of the department
and shows how organization was. ¢i-
fectively carried on during the year
under the direction of Hon. W. F.
Finlay, Minister of Agriculture.

For convenience the report is or-
ranged so as to give detailed reports
from the Deputy Minister, Dairy Com-
missioner, Chief Inspector of Noxious
Weeds,  Fire and Game Guardian,
Poultry Superintendent, Superinten-
dent of Fairs and Institutes, Provin-
cial Health Officer, Sanitary In
neer, and the director of the Labora-
tory. In the appendix are found ve-
ports of the Alberta Horse Breeders’
Association, the Cattle Breeders’ As-
sociation, and the Alberta Natur:!
History Association.

Deputy Ministers’ Report.
The deputy minister devotes consid-
erable attention, in his report, to the
livestock industry. He deals with all
of stock showing wherein im-
provement has been made. Touching
n the nced of improv.:: ent in dairy
k the deputy minister writes .as

one. Few men can do this. The prop-
er way is to bagin with the steck one
now has, only placing at the head of
the herd a sire con of a strain
noted for milking qualities. There is
no surer or more rapid way of build-
i up a dairy herd than by using a
sire possessing in his veins the blood
of dams noted for their production at
the milk pail. The sire 1s half the
herd, so it is said, and will leave ais
impress on all the progeny, imparting
to them some of the milking qualities
in his blood. In addition to this it
necessary to weed out the poorest
lkers in the herd. This can be
done by weighing the milk night and
and having it tested every
for butter fat. In this
sible at the end of the
nonth cor season to know which
the best cows. The heifer calvas
m these cows should be reared to
se the place in the herd of those
that have not proved themselves
itable. The calved' from the poor
cows should be vealed or raised
beef. In this way it is possible ‘o
build up a most excellent herd with
very little outlay.”

Hail Insurance Deficit.

The statistics of the hail insurance
carried on by the government shows
some interesting items. - The total
acreage insured during the year was
157,036 acres. The amount paid for
premiums at the rate of 15 eents per
acre was $22,241.37 and the indemnity
paid was $29,734.86. The expense i1-
curred under the ordinanecz was
$2,524.51. The estimated- total acre-
agz und3r crop was 700,000 acres, and
percentage cf crop insured was
4. The number of acres damaged %y
hail was 18 and the percentage f
insured ac damaged was 8.14.
Of the rcage damaged an average
indemnity of $1.62)£ per acre was
paid.

The vital statistics show there were
1,871 marriages in the province in
1997, the highest number in any one
month being 213 in June. The total
number of births was 4.338, the high-
est number in any one month being
413 in August. The total number of
deaths was 1,465. There were nearly
three times as many births as deaths.

The deputy’s report also contains
the report of the beef commission in
full and valuable information relating
to immigration and colonization,
fruit experiment stations and office
work and organization.

Government creameries form the
bulk of the Dairy Commissioner’s re-

During the season 45 ecream-
were in operation  in.the pro-
vince Of these 21 were operated by
the government, for the co-operative
societies owning them, and 24 were
managed by private enterprise:.. Eight
cheese factories were also in opera-
tion. The total output of the cream-
eries during the year was 1.500,000
pounds of butter, velued at $350,000,
and the cheese factories turned out
195,000 pounds of cheese valued at
about $27.000. During the year there
were 1,267 patrons of government
creameries, 653,208 pounds of butter
were manufactured, and the average
price obtained for the sepson ‘was
23.161 cents per lb.

Of the private creameries, 24
creameries were operated during the
summer season 1907. They produced
according to returns reeeived, 625.230
pounds of butter and were patronized
by 1,056 farmners. During the.sea-
son new ones were established and
«perated at Three *Hills, Bentley.
Trochu Valley, Carbon, Springfield
and Lewisville. - Two of the private
creameries which operated in 1906 did
not re-open.

Two others, located at’ Lamerton
and Content, were purchased by the
“rrrers of the distriets, who organiz-
1 themselves into co-operative as-
sociations and asked the government
to undertake their supervision and
management,

Weed Inspection.

The year 1907 saw the organization
of the staff of weed inspectors in the
provinee and the strict enforcement
of the Noxious Wecds Act. The in-
spectors -received instructions to pro-
secute for every inifringement of the
Act in distriets badly infected. 1In
accordance with this poliey there were

20 proseccutions in all.  In every case
but two the department won a con-
viction. The tines were not large,
but sufficient to teach the land owner
that the Act must be observed.

During the year about 19,500 farms
were examined and the inspectors
worked on an average of 27 days, the
shortest - period being five and the
longest 81. Two thousand onge hun-
dred and forty-nine notices to destroy
weeds were served, besides those
given verbally, and 1,500 men carried
out instructions to the satisfaction of
the inspectors. Weeds were also de-
stroyed on abandoned homesteads
and government fireguards.

Poultry fattening stat were ex-
tended in the year 1907 along the
lines begun the previous vear. Poul-
try were fattened at Wetaskiwin,
Ponoka. Lacombe. Vallev City, Red
Deer, Innisfail, Olds, Didsburv and
Carsteirs.  The number of birds sup-
plied during the season was much in
excess of th ious year making a
total 883 birds, as against 3,417
in 1906.

In 1206 the -advance paid for fowl
and chicken respectively was 6¢ and
8c. In view of the returnz froy
the work of 1906 it was consideytd
that conditions would warrant an
crease in the advance and still 1
a narrow margin sufficient for assegs-
ment on olant and ecuipment, the
balance if any to bz used as a finit]
payment. The advance was increas-
ed to 8¢ for fowl and 10¢ per pound
for chicken, the amount paid as ad-
vance during the season amounting to
$2,777.97.

Educatienal Work.

A feature of the educctional work
of the vear was the introduction of
the stock judging schools, which solv-
ed the problem of getting the farming
communities to attend institute
meetings. About fifty of stock
were carried from place to. place
throughout the southern part of the
provinee and used for demonstration
purposes. From 50 to 150 farme
were in attendance o vach  school
and tl

heir interest was most encourag-
ing In edditien, a great many re-
gular institute m were held
and topies Dbearix dairying,
weeds, poultry. live stock and dry
farming were discussed

The first provine gseed fair was
held in Edinonton on I 1 6th, Tth
and 8th. This fair enabled manv to
procure seed of the highest quality.

The revorts of the provineial health
officer, the sanitary engineer and the
director of the labratory deal with the
efforts of the department to
the outbreak of dizease and to
tain the health cf the pecple
province as perfect as possible.

WETASKIWIN.
