He made one lap of 1.61 miles
in 2 minutes and 21 3-5 seconds, but
dropped to ,2 minutes and 40 45
seconds ~in * anather lap. = Paulhan
was not able to drive his machine at
the 2.21 3-6 rate, his fastest lap being
made in 2.28 25, but he 'did not drop
under 2.32 25, his slowest time for -a
lap, and the time made in the start.

Curtiss’ ayerage time per: lap was
9.29 2-5%¥ Paulhan?s$ dwerage time 2:30,
Curtiss’ total time for the ten ‘laps
was 24.54 2-5;' Paulhan’s 24.59 2-5.

Jerome 8, Fancuilla, Curtiss’ man-
ager, complained to the judges of the
aviation _contest that while the
American aviator was in the air, Paul-
han rose in his bi-plane ‘with a. pas-
senger and passed close to the Cur-
tiss’ machine, stirring - air currents
which reduced Curtiss’ racing time.
He asked that all machines be ex-
cluded from the course during !the
progress of a race. No allegation was
made that Paulhan knew fhat the
air currents his aeroplane stirred
would - interfere with the. Curtiss’ bi-
plane.

The little
children’s {aces, their tiny hands and
little bare legs’ and feet were charred
beyond recognition. While the mother
who, it is believed, died in an attempt
to save her children, was, if possible,
even more terribly charred. Many
persons thronged to the morgue to

view the remains, but the sight was:

The Caroner’s Inquest.

At the coroner’s inquest before Dr.

- He kindled the
fire and returning shortly found the
place in- flames. He tried to rescue
the family but was partially overcome
with smoke and had to get out
through a window. He might have
got the children but did not try.

The building was beautifully. decorat-
ed with plants and flowers given by
Walter Ramsay. Turner’s orchestra
rendere'{i a program throughout the
proceedings which added to the pleas-
antness of the evening.

After the inspection of the building
by the visitors the dedicatory exercises
were proceeded with. The president,
Mrs. Bellamy, took thechair. and after
explaining the purpose ot the gather-
ing, called wpon Archdeacon Gray, who
read the one hundred and thirty-second
j Psalm, and offered-a ‘dedicatory prayer.
| - The honorary president, Mrs, Bul-
yea, dellvergd an. eloquent address at
the conclusion of which the president
in a short eoncise statement reviewed
the work of the association from its

beginning; two and a half years ago, |

to the présent time.
Dedicatory Address.

Mrs. Bulyea. spoke as follows:—

“A few years. ago, amid great en-
thusiasin and applause, and witness-
ed by’ large numbers of.people, the
corner stone of the Y.M.C.A. was
laid, and recently, while driving past
the finished building, I felt a certain
degree of pride that mine had been
the privilege of declaring that corner-
stone “‘to be well and truly -laid.”
One might ask what. occasioned such
an enthusiasm and the ready response
of all classes irrespective of ereed or
nationality. Perhaps, or doubtless,
this enthusiasm was aroused by - the
thought of what the finished building
would represent. Young -men
coming in throngs to our city—coming
as strangers to a strange land.  The
Y.M.C.A. represents pleasant reading
Tooms, pleagsant companionship,
portunities for development . of  the
motral and Christian side of character.
—gymnasium . for playsical exercise,
swimming -baths -and pleasant sleep-
ing rooms -and many: other desired
advantages—a place wher it jmakes
it - easier to do right and. harder to
ido wrong. Business men realize the
advantages of such an institution
ii only from, a /business standpoint,
and they willingly .support it. - The
church sees its importance and readily
gives substantial sympathy. Men
and women everywhere are glad to
aid an .association avhich helps to
build up to Christian manhood sons
{ and brothers :-and. prospective hus-
! bands, knowing that in a few years
I»those will take - their places as the
i heads of homes and the rulers of the
jland; and the better the man, the
, better the type of manhood, the bet-
! ter will be the inoral and social ‘at-
| mosphere. -And. yet: it-is said that
ithe small hand that rocks the cradle
rules the world and that men will
never attain to a higher standard
of  living than that ‘which is set by
womanhood. What ‘the Y .M.C.A.
trying to acecomplish. for-young men,
the Y.W.C.A. _is undertaking . for
young women. ‘There does not seem
to be the samé enthusiasm abroad
over our work, and I have wondered
if it is because we, though supposedly
the weaker part of ‘humanity, are
after all parodopically eonsidered o
good -and ‘strong and. self reliant that
we do mnot need the protective influ-
'enc?s of a bright cosy home such as
this, or that we do not need aids for
the development of the physical: life,
and the mmoral and mental sides of
our character. Or is that our work
is not-understood. This is not simply
a boarding house; though if it were
it would ‘be: worth sympathetic help.
It is not a charitable institution. As
I formally . declare it open ‘tonight—
listen to the mscription on some
the stones which are being builded
into the work. Reoms for: transients
who may come as'strangers to_the city
with, or without money; rooms where
women leaving the hospitals may Test
for a day or so, with or - without
money ;  physical culture elasses,:do-
mestic science classes (this should
appeal to prospective home seekrs);
rooms whre sewing, reading ,etc.;"may
be taught; reading. .and. rest rooms,
travellers aid agenoy-:and employment
agency. Also some stones ready to.be
inscribed as soon as-the;way opens,
such -as a -Bible class  oen- Saturday
évening. .Strangers. tea on Sunday,
and rooms_ in tbe net house which
belongs to this property .where rates
will-be from - $2.60 a- week up, but no
one is turned away if she has not this
price. The corner.store which was
laid in the smaller house on Eliza-
beth street bears I think this marking
