o firm work needs more intelligence and
skiii than the dairy, and no branch of the
deily needs these more than the home or
form dairy., No demand for low grade
dairy butter is what we see quoted nearly
every day in the market reports, Why is
thisso? Cannot as good butier be made
in the private dairy as in the cregmery ?
Yes. Why, then, this poor reputation foi
dairy butter ? Chicfly because the milk,
cream and butter are not properly handled.
Better butter may be made in a private
dairy than in a creamery, and
there need be no essential difierence be-
§ween dairy butier and creamery butter,
though many cijy people think that there
must be some special way of making
crcamery good and a way of making dairy
butter perpetualiy bad.

Our iuctory course for dairymen is full
to overflowing, but we shall have room for
about fifteen in the Home Dairy course
whiclh will be in operatien at the same time |
as the factory—from Jannary l4th to |
March 15th, 1895, and longer it necessary. |
Students may take all the lectures given in
the Factory course, take part in the dis-
cussions and receive all the privileges of
the factory students, except that they will
work with utensils suitable for the farm
dairy., We have creamers, deep cans, four
cream separators, ciaurns, workers, print-
ers, milk testers and everything com-
plete to give a thorough course in farm
dairying. Our instructor is painstaking |
and obliging. ILet there be an awakening
to the importarcs of good butter in dis-
tricts where there are no factories. There
are plenty of these in the Provinee, and !
home dairying must precede fastory or co- |
operative dairying—and let us see if we |
cennot remove the stigma irom dairy |
butter.
