Rev. C. W. Brown, of Mitchell, 
Pleads for Enthusiasm in Re­

ligion as in Other Things.

in religious matters in horror; some­
times he thought to save a man by 
"pulling him out of the fire" made a lit- 
the excitement necessary. If enthusiasm 
were proper in business, politics and so­
ciety, why was it not proper in reli­
gion? he asked. While we lived in a 
missionary age, was it not true that 
we had only a little of the shrewdness 
and intensity of purpose that was 
shown in the business world? A man 
might be perfectly orthodox and at the 
same time perfectly useless. He advo­
cated enthusiasm in all prayers, efforts 
and sacrifices.

At the evening service the visiting 
pastor took as his text the three words: 
"A good conscience,” from I. Timothy, 
I., 19. First he brought out the functions 
and elements of the conscience, then 
characterizing "a good conscience" as 
enlightened, tender and purified. Along 
this line he discussed his theme. The 
anniversary services ended in a meeting 
of the new members of the church at 
the close of worship.

THE ANNIVERSARY REPORT.
Rev. C. T. Scott presented the anni­

versary report, in which it was stated 
that they had great reason to thank 
God for the many blessings that had 
attended them during the past eccles­
iastical year. The church was now in 
excellent condition for aggressive 
Christian work. The report was given 
in connection with a printed statement 
of the finances and membership.

The membership was 619, showing an 
increase of 5. The Sabbath school had 
67 officers and teachers and 784 pupils. 
The school raised $676 59 for all pur­
poses. The church raised altogether 
$13,001 41, including.the Sabbath school 
moneys and Crossley and Hunter col­
lections, amounting to $885 63.

The Epworth League, Pastor’s Aid 
Society and Woman’s Missionary Aux­
iliary were all doing good work. The 
latter had raised $427 20, and their mem- 

|bership was increased 41. The Young 
Men’s Club had had a progressive win­
ter. "The anual financial statement, 
which is presented today/" said Mr. 
Scott, "will also indicate the continued 
prosperity of the church. You will note 
that we have creditably increased our 
contributions to missions, when the spe­
cial emergency fund is added to the 
general fund. These two, with the 
amount raised by the W. M. S., make 
a total of $2,027 61, raised for missions 
this year. Our contribution to the ed­
ucational fund of the church shows also 
an increase of $58 85. The total amount 
raised for connexional funds is $2,653 55. 
We are glad that Dundas Street Center 
Church thus proves itself loyal to the 
connexional system of Methodism."

The ordinary revenues of the church 
had been well sustained. He pointed 
out the need for greater accommodation 
for the work of the Sunday school.

The Hill Street Mission had had a 
year of prosperity. The improvements 
to the building were almost entirely 
paid for, and they had been enabled to 
make a suitable increase in ministerial 
support. The mission would soon be 
self-supporting.

TRAVELERS ENCOURAGED
When A plea for fervency was the burden 

of the first of the anniversary sermons 
preached yesterday at the Dundas Cen­
ter Church by Rev. C. W. Brown, of 
Mitchell. The morning sermon was 
preceded by a statement by the pastor, 
Rev. C. T. Scott, referring to the fin­
ances of the church for the past year. 
The figures showed a healthy growth, 
both in point of membership and of 
receipts. At both services yesterday, 
special music was rendered by the 
choir.

The morning text was taken from the 
12th chapter of Romans, in the 11th 
verse, where the apostle is recommend- 
ing certain practical duties. The one 
referred to was “fervent in spirit." This 
the preacher interpreted as meaning 
that people should be enthusiastic. He 
held that had it not been for the en­
thusiasm of Columbus, America would 
not have been discovered; had it not 
been for the enthusiasm of Garibaldi, 
Stephenson, Edison, Knox, Moody and 
Booth, their accomplishments would 
never have been what they were. En­
thusiasm, he said, was necessary to all 
success, and he pointed out how neces­
sary it was that boys should be enthus­
iastic about their sports, and corre­
spondingly about other things at var­
ious stages. That man was pitiable who 
was satisfied with himself. That man 
was in a pitiable condition who thought 
the church had attained its highest per­
fection or was on the down-grade. That 
man was in a sad condition, he said, 
who thought the world was on the de­
cline, with no brakes strong enough to 
stop it. Too many people were content 
with little affairs, and oblivious to the 
necessitly of the advancement of God's 
kingdom. That man was in the deadli­
est plight who held the pernicious 
thought that his life after all could not 
amount to anything.

Having brought out the idea of the 
necessity of enthusiasm, Mr. Brown 
stated that their enthusiasm should be 
directed towards anything wortli 
while. The same things were not suit­
able at all times of life. The fitting 
thing was the seasonable thing. Refer­
ring to men, particularly, he thought 
that while every man should have his 
recreative hobby, he should be awake to 
his responsibilities. He also referred 
to women who directed their energies 
to social functions as women who were 
dissipating their energies and lacking 
purpose. He pleaded for something in 
life bigger, better and nobler than the 
trivialities.

In the last place he pointed out that

CONFIRMATION OF LARGE CLASS.
His Lordship Bishop McEvay con- 

firmed two large classes yesterday, one 
in the morning at St. Peter’s Cathedral 
and the other in the evening at St, 
Mary’s Church. The services in the 
morning were attended by a very 
large congregation, and the number of 
boys and girls to whom the rite was 
administered was 137, an evidence of 
Rev. Father Aylward’s influence with 
his parish, with whom, too, he and his 
assistants are most popular.

In confirming the class his lordship 
warned the young men especially 
against the vices of drinking, swearing 
and lying. In regard to the first of 
these he had each of the boys take the| 
pledge not to take a drink until they 1 
were 21 years of age, when he said, if 
they did not have sense enough to leave 
liquor alone they never would.

Speaking of the second vice, he re­
gretted the extensive use of bad lan­
guage among the young. He implored 
the boys not to use this language of 
the devil and hell. He advised truth­
fulness at all times and urged the 
youth to be honest under all circum- 
stances.

His Lordship urged the young people 
to avoid bad literature, and, speaking 
to the parents, said that a father 
should be responsible for the literature 
his children read. He called upon the 
parents to be examples to their chil-| 
dren. While the sisters and priests did’ 
a great deal of good in taking care of ■ 
the children. he pointed out that the 
training should not be left to them., 
Nor should parents think they had ful- 
filled their duty when they sent their, 
children to church. Next to the church 
the home should to the most sacred 
place in the world.

An accident which may result fatally 
to Mr. Christopher S. Smallman, of 768 
York street, happened near the East 
London station of the Grand Trunk on 
Saturday night. While attempting to 
pass between two cars of a freight 
train, Mr. Smallman was thrown to 
the ground and had both arms and 
one leg severed.

The accident occurred between 10 and 
11 o’clock, about 300 yards west of the 
Rectory street crossing. Mr. Small- 
man had been down to a friend’s house 
on Hill steeet, near Wellington, and 
before returning had secured three| 
books for his Sunday reading. Instead 
of coming home on streets north of 
the railway, he came east on Hill 
street until he reached the commons i 
near Gillies' mill, where he took a 
cross cut to the railway tracks, strik-1 
ing the latter opposite a lane leading 
through to York street, and directly 
facing his home, intending thus to 
save a walk of a block or more. When 
he reached the tracks a freight was 
either standing ready to pull out for 
the east or it was already moving, and 
it was to avoid waiting until it passed 
that Mr. Smallman attempted to jump 
between the cars. He was found a 
few minutes after 11 lying across the 
rails, and still in a conscious condi­
tion.

For the 
benevolent and missionary schemes of 
the church there was contributed the 
sum of $18,727, a. decrease of $3,623 from 
last year—a rate of $4 92 per family, 
and $2 20 per member, which is, how­
ever, considerably above the average 
contribution over the whole church. 
For all religious and benevolent ob­
jects whatever, a total was contributed 
of $96,383, or an average rate per 
family of $25 35 and $11 32 per mem­
ber. The general average rate of 
giving per family over the whole 
church for 1902 was $24 20, for ordinary 
congregational purposes (including 
stipends), $15 76, and for the mission 
and other schemes of the church $3 34. 
In the matter of giving the First 
Church of this city holds the most 
prominent position among the churches 
of the Presbytery. With its 182 fami­
lies, its contributions to the schemes 
of the church averaged $12 44, placing 
it first in the list, and for ordinary 
revenue the average per family was 
$36 88, making the church second in 
the Presbytery in that regard, while 
for all purposes the total is $52 42, 
putting the church in top place. St. 
Andrew’s Church, with 325 families, | 
averaged $38 90, or fifth, for all pur­
poses; $25 30. or seventh, for ordinary 
revenue, and $11 81, or second, for 
schemes of the church. Chalmers 
Church, London, with 46 families, gave 
$42 65 per family for all purposes: 
$25 74, or fifth in the list, for ordinary 
revenue, and $1 98, or 37th, for schemes 
of the church. New St. James, with 
155 families, was tenth in its contri­
butions to all purposes, thirteenth in 
ordinary revenue and 28th in its con­
