Would Oppose the Nomination 
of Roosevelt in ’94.

MISSION APPOINTMENTS
Made by the Methodist Board to 

Cover the West.

Pour New Superintendents—One to 
Look After New Ontario.

Brandon, Man., Sept. 24.—The Gen­
eral Board of Methodist Missions last 
night formed four superintendencies 
of missions and appointed local 
superintendents as follows:

No. 1—New Ontario, Including Al- 
goma, Sudbury and Nipissing dis­
tricts, Rev. James Allen, M. A., of 
Sault Ste. Marie, superintendent._to re­
side at Sault Ste Marie after confer­
ence of 1903.

No. 2—Manitoba, extending from 
Manitoba to Battleford, Rev. Oliver 
Darwin, superintendent, to reside at 
Moosejaw.

No. 3 — Alberta, comprising the bal­
ance of Manitoba and Northwest 
Conference, Rev. T. C. Buchanan, 
superintendent, to reside at Edmon­
ton.

No. 4—British Columbia, comprising 
East Kootenay, West Kootenay, and 
Kamloops districts, and such other 
parts of British Columbia Conference 
as may be designated; Rev. Jas. H. 
White, superintendent, to reside at 
Nelson.

Rev. Dr. Wordsworth is appointed 
corresponding secretary for the Man­
itoba and British Columbia Confer­
ences.

It was agreed to withdraw one of 
the three missionaries now in the 
Yukon. A committee of five Northwest 
members of the mission board, was 
appointed to confer with an Anglican 
Church committee respecting Indian 
missions and schools.

Owing to the condition of Rev. Dr. 
Hart's health and the disturbed state 
of affairs in China it was decided to 
extend Dr. Hart's furlough another 
year.

Rev. Dr. Benson raised the ques­
tion of how it was that white mis­
sionaries required $1,200 to $1.306 per 
annum, while $300 per year was con­
sidered ample for native teachers.

THE PRESIDENT AT HOME
Stood the Journey Well and Is 

Free From Pain.

WiU Stay in Temporary White House 
Till His Wound Heals.

Washington, Sept. 24.—President 
Roosevelt returned to Washington at 
6:30 tonight. He stood the journey 
from Indianapolis remarkably well, 
and when he Was carried in a chair 
from the railway car to his carriage 
he was in excellant spirits, and ap­
peared to be free from pain. With 
Mrs. Roosevelt tine President was 
driven directly to the temporary yhite 
house on Jackson Place, where, ac­
cording to the present arrangements, 
he will remain until the wound is 
healed and he is able to again be on 
his feet.

Later he was reported to he rest­
ing easily, and the expectation is that 
within ten days the President will be 
himself again.

The trip home from Indianapolis wras 
an uneventful one. The President re­
mained in bed all day, and executive 
business on the train practically was 
discontinued. Few letters or telegrams 
were written or received. Secretary 
Cortelyou, at 9:50 o'clock, made the 
following statement concerning Presi­
dent Roosevelt’s condition:

“The President’s physicians report 
that he stood the trip home very well, 
and it is believed that the local in­
flammatory symptoms will subside in 
a week or ten days if the leg is kept 
absolutely at rest.”

Chicago, Ill., Sept. 25.—A Washing­
ton special to the Inter-Ocean says: J. 
Pierpont Morgan has determined, if 
possible, to defeat the nomination of 
President Roosevelt in 1904, and if he 
fails in his purpose to dictate ti the 
Republican national convention he will 
try tc secure the nomination of Grover 
Cleveland as the Democratic candidate 
and support him for president. This is 
stated on the authority of a friend of 
Mr. Morgan, a man who stands high in 
politics and finance, who says that Mr. 
Morgan made this deliberate statement 
to him:

"He must be defeated for nomination 
and a safe man must be nominated in 
his stead. If he canot be defeated for 
nomination, then we must see that the 
Democrats nominate a safe man like 
Cleveland, whom the business interests 
can support, and beat Roosevelt at the 
polls.”

Mr. Morgan arrived In New York 
from Europe on Saturday, Aug. 23. 
Within a week after his arrival signs 
of opposition to President Roosevelt 
began to show themselves in quarters 
Morgan is supposed to influence. New 
York newspapers that have always 
supported Morgan and his financial 
plans began a series of attacks on the 
President’s speeches at Providence 
and Boston in regard to the supervi­
sion of trusts.

About the same time there was start­
ed in New York a movement to prevent 
the New York State Republican con­
vention from indorsing the President 
and pledging him the delegation for 
1904. This plan failed by reason of its 
publicity. The New York Republicans 
would not stand for such a programme. 
The convention at Saratoga will In­
dorse the President.

MORGAN HAS OTHER CARDS.
Mr. Morgan has, however, other 

cards which he proposes to play, and 
his friends say that he is still con- 

; fident that he will either succeed in 
defeating the President or in aiding 

, the Democrats to secure control of 
! the next House of Representatives so 

as to prevent united party sir port for 
the President in the legislative branch 

| of the Government.
Chairman Griggs, of the Democratic 

congressional committee, has openly 
I boasted that he is securing financial 

help from former supporters of the Re­
publican party, and Congressman Pou,

! of North Carolina, another member of 
I the Democratic committee, says that 

they are receiving support from the 
trust magnates In New York. It is 

I also stated on the highest possible au- 
| thorlty that the Republican congres- 
I sional committee has received no aid,
I financial or otherwise, from Mr. Mcr- 
i gan or any of his friends. Mr. Mor- 
1 gan has, to Republican leaders, made 
j no secret of his bitter opposition to 

the President or his determination to 
do all in his powrer to prevent the 
President’s re-election.

The President’s speeches in New 
England are not the primary cause of 
Mr. Morgan’s opposition. The great 
financier’s irritation with the Presi­
dent began nearly a year ago. That 
was when President Roosevelt direct­
ed Attorney-General Knox to begin 
proceedings against the northern mer­
ger under the Sherman anti-trust law, 
Mr. Morgan was very much provoked 
at the attitude of the President at that 
time and he has never become recon­
ciled to the President’s determination 
to enforce the law without regard to 
Individuals or combination of indi­
viduals.
KICKED ON ROOSEVELT’S ORDERS 

He did not like the President’s 
declaration that no man should stand 
above the law. Mr. Morgan came to 
Washington soon after the beginning 
of the Northern merger suit and made 
protests to the President. He was as­
sured that the President had no pur­
pose to persecute any man or any cor­

poration, but that the law should be 
enforced on all alike.

Mr. Morgan was invited to the din­
ner given by President Roosevelt to 
Prince Henry of Germany, and to the 

| man who carried that invitation he 
' expressed a purpose of declining the 
i invitation to express his displeasure, 
i He was told that he might decline 
! or accept as he saw fit, but that the 
i man who declined an invitation to Rie 
President's table once could never 

| hope for another invitation or any 
friendly relations with the chief execu- 

i tlve. He pocketed his displeasure for 
| the time being and attended the din- 
I ner.

Since his return from Europe, Mr. 
Morgan has been more outspoken in 
his opposition to the President than 
ever before. In Paris he was re­
ceived by the President of France, in 
Berlin by the Emperor of Germany, 
and in London by the King of Eng­
land. He returned home, it is said, 
with new and exaggerated ideas of his 
Importance as the international dic­

When Mrs. Roosevelt began her 
duties in the White House she found 
that the china tor state occasions and 
large receptions had been in use since 
mu, having been selected by Mrs. 
Hayes. The first social function given 
by President Roosevelt showed that 
the service was entirely inadequate. 
This service is very handsome and 
cost $25,000, but time and servants 
have lett their marks on it. It was 
designed by Theodore R. Davis, and 
the decorations were American fauna 
and flora. It was manufactured by 
Haviland & Co., of France. The de­
signs were made in water color, and 
although in nearly every instance they 
were bold and striking, they were diffi­
cult to reproduce on porcelain with 
hard mineral colors. To successfully 
accomplish this it was necessary to 
invent new methods and have recourse 
to peculiar mechanical appliances.

Mrs. Roosevelt sent nearly a year 
ago for Charles M. Van Heusen, of 
Albany, N. Y., and commissioned him 
to visit the noted factories with the 
idea of submitting a collection of 
china and glass for her inspection. 
President Roosevelt was very much 
interested in the matter and took 
part in the discussions relative to 
what should be selected. It was de­
cided that the great seal of the United 
States, which is so rarely seen now 
that few are acquainted with it, 
should be enameled on the service.

Van Heusen submitted to President 
and Mrs. Rosevelt 78 different and ex­
clusive designs.

The White House dinner service will 
consist of fifteen dozen dinner plates, 
ten dozen breakfast plates, ten dozen 
tea plates, five dozen bread and butter 
plates, ten dozen soup plates, eight 
dozen after-dinner coffee cups and 
saucers, ten dozen tea cups and saucers, 
ten dozen oyster plates, ten dozen fish 
plates and 24 platters.

The glassware is also strikingly 
beautiful. It consists of 144 pieces. 
The goblets are very thin and so 
fragile that the slightest pressure 
would break one.

King Edward has just placed an 
order for a china set to cost $90,000 and 
another set which is only a few 
thousand dollars cheaper. Russia has 
the finest china sets in the world, the 
Czar having one for which he paid 
$250,000.
