Initial papers were signed, binding 
the National City Bank of New York, 
as head of the banking syndicale, 
underwrite $22,000,000 to be offered 
the stockholders in the several com-, 
panies, and a refunding bond was 
provided for, to take up the $18,000.000 
Northwestern Elevated four per cent, 
bonds due on Sept. 1. Agreement was 
also reached for an alternate offer of 
securities to be made those stock 
holders of the elevated roads who 
may prefer stock in the new company, 
to cash for their holdings, i

The agreement marks the culmine- 
tion of nearly a year's negotiation 
with the New York finacnia interests. 
It definitely plans the consolidation of 
companies operating 177 miles 5 
track, carrying 150,000 passengers 
daily, representing over $160,000,0 
of capital obligations. _______ .
