GOOD PROSPECT 
FOR SUCCESS OF

THIS YEARS FAIR

BRANTFORD PLANS
"Bill" Powell, Well Known to Older Generation, Gives Impres­

sions of Visit to City After Long Absence.

That Old Boys’ Week has been ap­
preciated by thousands of visitors is 
evident everywhere, and the following 
letter from "Bill" Powell, one of the 
Old Boys, and a one-time printer 
in the city, records the impressions 
the week has left on the mind of 
one of the old brigade.

Bill, who is well-known to a host 
of Londoners of the older generation, 
tells of former days. He says he is 
coming back for the centennial cele­
bration in 1926, and predicts that this 
celebration will be even greater than 
the present Old Boys' Week. Here 
is the letter:

"London-in-the-bush feels that 
way on a hot day. In fact, it would 
be a good substitute for White River 
in the good old summer time. Just 
the same, it is a pretty little city, 
with its wide streets and well-built 
homes In what is known as the new 
survey, that is east from Wellington 
street, formerly the old-town bound­
ary. "Welcome Home!" said a 
streamer strung across Richmond 
street at York; and the bells of old 
St. Paul’s peeled "Home, Home, 
Sweet Home." And an old Canadian 
cockney felt as if the welcome was 
genuine. It went deeper than words 
can convey. The bunting and flags 
added their warmth. The Stars and 
Stripes mingled with the Canadian 
flag and the Union Jack. It was

jammed just outside headquarter*. 
Started with two from Toronto, To­
ledo added its quota. New York 
came, then Louisville, Chicago, De­
troit and so on. Shades of Paddy 
Wallace, the cop, seemed to say: 
"Now move off wid ye’s—ye parcel 
of divils." Paddy was not there in 
the flesh—nor were his worthy suc­
cessors on London's finest. So we 
Jammed on and called on the Free 
Press and The Advertiser—and ad­
journed to Jerry McDonald’s, just 
as we did 40 years ago.

The old town used us white. And 
we expected it. For was it not the 
spot where mother soothed our woes, 
and then dug the grime from our 
ears—and drew our faces Into an 
angle of 90 degrees, one ear and one

FINE ATTRACTIONS ACCOMMODATE 4.000

Berlin, Aug. 10.—All the Berlin 
banks closed today at noon, because 
of lack of currency with which to 
continue operations. The Reichs­
bank announced it had no currency 
on hand, and none was in sight for 
the immediate future.

The 60 printing presses which have 
been turning out billions of marks, 
ceased operations this morning, ow­
ing to strikes In the printers’ trade.

These strikes also have tied up the 
Berlin evening newspapers.

It is reported the strike movement 
• is spreading to various parts of Ger- 
. many among different branches of 
. workers who are dissatisfied with 
: the wage arrangements.

PANIC PREVAILS.

Berlin, Aug. 10.—The Reichsbank 
I closed this afternoon. It was unable 
: to make any further payments. The 
I dollar was quoted at 1,800,000 marks 
I this afternoon, and the pound sterling 

at 7,000,000 marks.

,of foreign currencies threw heavy

Brantford, Aug. 10.—October of 

this year will see the beginning of 
the financial campaign to be waged 
here for the sale of stock for the arti­
ficial Ice arena which will be built 
next year on Colborne street directly 
opposite the Kerby House, the front­
age on Brantford’s main street to be 
150 feet. The building will be four 
stories high at the front and will 
allow seven stores to be run directly 
on the street level. These will have 
a window space of 18 or 20 feet and 
will be 40 feet deep. The second 
floor will be occupied by a community 
dining hall, while the third and fourth 
stories will be divided into offices

Underneath the floor of the arena, 
which will have an ice surface of 80 
by 200 feet, there will be two base­
ments. entrance to the upper floor to 
be gained off Bain street. This area 
will be used as a parking space for 
cars. Small shops, such as tonsorfal 
parlors, will be located on the Col- 
borne street end of this parking 
floor just below the street level.

Plan Roof Garden.
The lower basement will open on 

Wharf street and will most likely be 
used as a curling rink. Otherwise it 
also will be a parking area. The 
plans also call for a roof garden on 
the top of the structure.

The Hockenbury people, a financial 
concern of Harrisburg. Pa., recently 
looked over the local field and they 
now report that conditions here are 
favorable for the sale of sufficient 
stock to finance the proposition. The 
plant will be capitalized at $500,000, 
although that much stock will not. 
be sold this October. The Hocken­
bury people will be in Brantford for 
the month and as they have a record 
of having put across more than 500 
community schemes of this nature 
such as patriotic fund appeals and 
Red Cross drives, it is confidently 
expected that their efforts in Brant­
ford will meet with success.

Will Seat 4,000.
Incorporation papers are now being 

taken out for a company which will 
have charge of the arena. The build­
ing will be of brick, concrete and 
steel construction. The arena proper 
will be able to seat in the neighbor­
hood of 4.000 as the seats will curve 
around the corner. The ice plant 
will have a capacity of 50 tons a day 
and will be used as a commercial 
venture during the summer months.

Under the seats there will be dress­
ing rooms and shower baths for the 
players.

The weather is set fair, and the 
prospects exceedingly bright for the 
Western Fair this year. After a 
strenuous year of preparation, after 
many months of work, in which it 
was always doubtful whether the new 
manufacturers building would be rea­
lized this year, Secretary Hunt and 
the executive of the Western Fair 
Association have achieved a program 
and a list of exhibits which will make 
1923 the banner year in the long 
record of the fair. And if the weather 
is only as kind to London's fair as it 
has been to London’s Old Boys. 
Queen’s Park is going to see a record 
gate attendance from both citizens 
and outsiders.

The new building, which was held 
up in the spring for so long, and 
which has at last become imposing 
reality, is the greatest single addition 
to the grounds that has ever been 
made.

Practically finished now, it looks 
vast enough to house all the exhibits 
In the province, and even the execu­
tive, when they first realized Its pro­
portions. had a few misgivings as to 
their ability to fill it. Today their 
doubts have been set at rest. Over 
95 per cent of the space is let on 
both the upper and lower floors. One 
of the most interesting features of the 
use of the new building is to be seen 
in the letting of three spaces to the 
Toronto School for the Blind.

Here the school will show some of 
their most expert pupils at work. 
They will make baskets, play and 
write music, read books, and show 
how wonderful is the carved wood­
work that the blind can often do. 
guided by their exquisite sense of 
touch.

Automobile Section.
The automobile section on the first 

floor has an exceptionally fine array 
of cars and accessories that will 
surely appeal to all car lovers and 
enthusiasts. There is also a repre­
sentative showing of pure fool 
products, which in these times of 
great packing houses and enormous 
meat trusts, is bound to be of gen­
eral interest and service.

Fine Attractions.
The program arranged by Mr. Hunt 

for the platform performance in­
cludes what is probably the most 
daring performance on motorcycles 
traveling the country today. This is 
the Tom Davies Sensation, in which 
men ride motorcycles round the in­
side of a wooden bowl without a floor, 
which is raised 40 feet in the air, 
while they are circling it at the rate 
of fifty miles an hour.

The London Hunt Club will put on 
a special show on Saturday afternoon 
and the program contains the follov- 
ing events:

The Reynolds and Donegan Co.—A 
delightful and spectacular ballet on 
wheels.

The committee felt 
that the younger generation, and even 
the older members of the community 
were losing sight of the foundations 
of the city, and of the lives and en­
terprise of the pioneers of Canada 
West, and they have made this 
pageant part of the week’s festivi­
ties.

the smile deleted. No fair could be a 
success without them, and the clowns 
this year are the salt of the earth 
Both the G. W. V. A. and the 7th 
F usiliers Bands will contribute to the 
gaiety of the week, and the Hai Jung 
Chinese Troupe will present a num­
ber of those Oriental mysteries of 
balance and manual skill that are al­
ways the wonder of the westerner.

The International Fireworks Com­
pany of New Jersey, known through­
out the continent as makers and 
showers of fireworks and set pieces, 
have been retained to put on a 
pyrotecht ic display each night of the 
week. The Western Fair has never 
had a really up-to-date display of this 
kind, and Londoners this year will 
have the opportunity of seeing the 
best in the game. Old countrymen 
with memories of the Crystal Palace 
and the Alexandra Palace, will wel­
come this Innovation.

The 25-cent admission every day 
in the week, made possible by rhe 
generosity of the city council,' who 
have loyally stood behind the fair 
association, this year is sure to bring i 
a large attendance, and will also al-■ 
low people to visit the fair more than 
once, which is the only way of seeing 
the fair in comfort.

In any Artisan Immigrants 
Are Coming To DominionTOIAIA

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—Immigrants of 

the artisan class are now coming to 
Canada in considerable numbers. It 
is not intended to admit them in 
sufficient numbers to glut the labor 
market, but where there is opportun­
ity for hteir employment, they are 
now being granted permission to en­
ter. Settlers of this class are apply­
ing freely at the immigration offices 
in England, while farmers and farm

laborers are not seeking to leave 
Britain, except to a limited degree.

The department of immigration is 
aware that there are a large number 
of Scotch people who desire to come 
to Canada but it is stated that only 
part of them belong to the agricul­
tural class. Moreover, they have no 
money to pay their passages and the 
Canadian government immigration 
policy does not include assisted pas­
sages.

the federal government of the United 
States was in or nearing the city. 
But no man. no matter how high, 
could detract even the slightest at­
tention from the wooden home on 
shady East Centre street, where the 
body lay.

While this line passed, a line, in 
which the mightiest and the humblest 
rubbed elbows in the equality of rev­
erence, the final preparations for the 
last rites were being made, in upper 
rooms of the Harding home. The 
aged father and the courageous widow 
made ready for the supreme ordeal.

Mrs. Harding was surrounded by 
thronging memories of the years 
when she and Warren Harding were 
young in Marion—memories of court- 
ship days.

Of days of struggle together to 
make the Marlon Star a success, of 
days of happy fellowship with friend 
and neighbor, was still inspired by a 
fortitude born of her great love. 
Though the very walls of the old 
house must have cried out to her with 
heart-stabbing recollections, she 
crushed back grief and fought physi­
cal weakness and weariness, borne up 
by the invisible arms of her love 
with a strength at which men have 
marvelled.

Dr. George T. Harding, the father, 
likewise made a valiant effort to face 
the parting with calmness. He told 
friends who had come to comfort him 
that he wished he and not Warren 
had gone.

PAY SILENT TRIBUTE.
Associated Press Despatch.

Washington, Aug. 10.—The United 
States paid the tribute in silence to 
Warren G. Harding as his body was 
entombed today at Marion. From 
coast to coast and from border to 
border every wheel of the Federal 
government and practically every one 
of industry and of commerce stood 
still. Theaters and other amusement 
places were closed; baseball games 
postponed and other events of sport 
deferred. As recommended by Presi­
dent Coolidge in his proclamation of­
ficially announcing the death of the 
late president, the day was one of 
mourning and of prayer. At sea on 
great passenger liners, prayers were 
said and memorial ceremonials held 
In a number of foreign lands — in 
historic Westminster Abbey, in 
France, Switzerland and South Amer­
ica and elsewhere.

Trains Stand Still.
President Coolidge did not proclaim 

this burial day a national holiday, as 
it was not his purpose to recom­
mend a stoppage of industry, prefer­
ring rather to leave it to each indi­
vidual concern the choice of the 
method by which it would pay a last 
tribute to the dead. In many states, 
however, a state holiday was pro­
claimed.

In many sections, factories, ship­
yards and places of business generally 
were closed throughout the day. In 
others there was a cessation of work 
at the burial hour.

Traffic on all the rallrads came 
to a halt at the hour of entombment, 
trains grinding to a stop wherever 
they were and remained motionless 
for from 2 to 5 minutes. Work in: 
the railroad shops ceased for similar 
periods The postal Telegraph Com­
pany silenced all of its telegraph 
and cable wires for two minutes, 
while the Western Union suspended 
activities for three minutes. At 4 
o'clock, Eastern Standard Time 
"taps" were flashed on all Associated 
Press wires and every telegraph in­
strument in the service was still for 
two minutes while all employees 
maintained absolute silence.

Sends “Taps’’ on Wire.

other places afternoon newspapers 
suspended publication.

Washington, Aug. 9.—George Har­
vey, United States ambassador to 
Great Britain, was in conference with 
President Coolidge for an hour this 
afternoon.

After leaving the president Col. 
Harvey announced that he expected 
to return to London about Sept. 1. It 
is believed Mr. Coolridge asked him 
to continue his duties at the court of 
St. James.

The ambassador admitted the world 
court was one of the subjects dis­
cussed, but said anything further on 
this would have to come from the 
president. He denied that there 
was anything in the conversation 
which would intimate that President 
Coolidge intended to follow a different 
program from that of his predecessor.

Associated Press Despatch.
St. Johns. Nfid., Aug. 6.—Three im­

portant measures are now before the 
local legislature. All of them are 
concerned with trade industries of 
the country, two being propositions 
for the establishment of timber and 
pulp industries and the third being 
designated for the encouragement of 
the fisheries.

The timber and pulp propositions 
are sponsored by two Canadians, 
Harry J. Crowe of Toronto and Mal­
colm Mooney of Quebec. Crowe, who 
owns over 700 square miles of timber 
land in the neighborhood of White 
Bay, is concluding an agreement 
with the Newfoundland government 
whereunder he shall be permitted to 
export rossed and drumbarked tim­
ber for a period of 25 years. All ex­
port faxes are to be waived for the 
first year.

During the second year he must 
pay 25 cents per cord export tax. and 
a tax of 10 cents from the end of the 
second year onward to the end of 
the term of 25 years.

Since then the weather has 
been bright and warm, and some 
farmers already are speaking of the 
possibility of a record corn crop.

One farmer in Fingal reports that 
the bean crop in Elgin County is the 
finest there since the war. This crop 
is increasing In Importance In 'no 
Shedden and Fingal districts, and is 
considered by some to be the best 
cash crop they have.

The oat harvest is progressing welt 
In most sections of the district, but 
the shortness of the straw will be felt 
in a scarcity of straw for winter feed­
ing.

The grain itself is none too good, 
say the farmers, who have completed 
cutting, but no definite statement as 
to the average yield will be forth- 
coming until threshing is completed.

The district north of Grand Bend 
and along the lake shore road is suf­
fering acutely from a shortage of 
rain. The pastures are brown in 
some cases, and the grain, which is 
being cut, is reported as showing a 
short yield.
