The following are among  them, most of
them British ships, two or three are firom
France, and a few are owned by German
companies: Port Stanley, Belgord, Strene,
Cambronne, Madeline, Harvester and Cor-
te.

Most of these vessels are engaged In|
commerce between America and ports in)
Europe, South Africa and Australia. They
carry cement for the greater part to Se-
attle, and take away wheat and often
lumber. Much of the wheat goes to South
Africa. N

The Madeline, a great French ship, is now
unloading at the Arlington dock. She has
just come from Tacoma, and after dis-
charging a small part of her cargo there
proceeded to this port with the rest, which
consists of steel rails, cement and pig iron.
The Madeline is from Antwerp and was
173 days in making the trip from Belgium
to Puget Sound, being more than a month
in rounding Cape ‘Horn.  She is a new ship
and her great yards may be seen from al-
most every point in the business district.
Her prow is curlously carved after the
Frenoh fashion, and the officers say that
in Europe she is considered a fine specimen
of the shipbuilders’ art.

JFIRE ON N. Y. K. STEAMER.

Saikio Maru Meets With Disaster While
Carrying Cargo of Gunpowder.

Advices received by the Athenian yes-
terday from Yokohama, dated Auwgust 20th,
say: N. Y. K. steamer Saikio Marn caught
fire about 4 p. m. on Wednesday when she
was near Mutsure island, en route to For-
mosa after leaving Moji at 8 o’clock the
same afternoon. The fire was extinguished
about 1 o'clock on Thursday morning. At
the time of the outbreak she had some
300 chests of gunpowder for Formosa in
hatch No. 2 (in the bow), but they were in-
tact, as the fire was confined to No. 3
hold (in the stern.) The passengers, who
knew a large quantity of gunpowder was on
board, were much disturbed by the out-
break. They were taken on board the O.
S. K. steamer Kasuga Maru, and conveyed
to Shimonoseki in safety. The saikio quick-
ly approached Odo near Shimonoseki and
landed the explosive cargo. The hatch ons
fire was flooded by means of pumps, and
the flames were put under control at the
above-mentioned time. She carried: over
300 mail bags, of which about half were
deluged with water, but all escaped troml
destriction. Three men are reported to
‘have been suffocated while taking out thé
mail ‘bags,. Ahere is a theory that the fire
originated @Mmong the cargo shipped withont
permission of the ship’s officers from Kobe
containing some dangerous material. The
cargo suffered from the water muck more
than the fire. The exact amount of dam-
age has so far, mot been ascertained,
though it ds roughly estimated at Y.40,000.
The Saikio re-entered Shimonoseki last even-
ing after pumping out the water. The
Nippon Yusen Kaisha despatched the Yo-
kohama Maru from Kobe yesterday to‘take
the place of the Salkie Maru.

London, Sept. 6.—The longitude opera

our very own.’ ‘Why ought Russia to ab-
staijn from war with Japan at present?
1. Because the 'Russian fleet "in-the Far
East is not strong enough. 2. Because
Great Britain and Japan are allies and may
possibly drag the United States into the
alliance relating to the Far East, and Rus-
sia will therefore have to oppose three
Powers instead of one or two at most. 3.
Because agriculture is scant in Siberia at
present, and- there’ is not sufficient food
available in Manchuria.” The above is un-
derstood to be the gist of the conference at
Port Arthur, and although there were oth-
er subjects discussed favoring the proposed
war with Japan ‘these, according to. a
Tientsin ' native conrespondent, were unim-
portant, but on the whole it ‘'would seem
that the majority of the officials present at’
the conference, together with General Kur-
opatkin, the Russian Minister of War, were
favorable to war being declared with Ja-
ran.

‘“The members of the Hupeh contingent,
called the Wuchien Brigade, sent to Kuang-
sl by Acting Governor Tuan Fang, upon the
application of Viceroy Tsen to the Throne,
are said to have all been excellently well
drilled in the German styie and are entire-
ly armed with magagzine rifles. The brigade
numbers fully 4,000 men, and besides that
