PLUMBERS’ BOOK BURNED

Mother of Winnipeg Union Secretary

All Interests Agree Upon Re-
port to Be Submitted to .
Council

At a joint 'meéeting of the cemetery
committee of the city council and re-
presentatives of the Provincial goV-
ernment and those interested in the
Quadra street cemetery, the plans for
the improvement of the
which for a long time have been un-
der consideration, were finally approv-
ed last night.

2. That photos be taken showing
all parts of the cemetery, or, in leu
thereof, that a full and careful plan
‘be prepared showing the exact location
of "all cemetery lots with the names
of those interred inscribed on the
places of interment, the said plani-to
be used for purposes of registration,
and so that copies may be obtained
by -all who wish at any time. If dés-
ired, both the above plans can be car-
ried out.

3. That as far as practiceable monu-
ments and stones be removed to the
east end of the cemetery and there
properly arranged and reset in good
order. o

4. That the ceth8tery. grounds be
laid. out with a memorial fountain .in
the centre on which the names of-all
those interred be inscribed on indes-
tructible material surrounded by or-
namental grass plots, paths and seats.
The edges of the cemetery to be slop-
ed in turf, the whole t6 be maintained
by the city so soon as the provincial
govermiment shall have deeded over the
Quadra street cemetery-to the city .in
trust. g

5. That a committee of three be ap-
pointed by the city council from citi-
zens representative of the interred,
who with the cemetery committee of
the council, shall constitute the com-
mittee for the carrying out of such
plans as shall be adopted.

On motion of H. Dallas Helmcken,
seconded by Mr. Fawcett the following
‘résolution was ‘adopted: ‘That 'thé re-
port be adopted as amended and that
the cemetery committee present the
report to the city council for adoption.

REJECTED BY GIRL HE
COMMITS  SUICIDE

David Burnett Sends a Bullet
Through His Own Breast
-—Disappoipted in Love

(From Thursday’s Daily)
Because the girl” on whom ae had
lavished his affections and to whom he
was engaged refuséd to further con-
sider him as a suiter for her hand,
David Burnett, formerly of East Sooke
but latterly employed as a teamster by
J. Robertson, Victoria ‘West, vesterday
made a successful attempt to kill aim-
self.. The would-be suicide shot him-
Self through the breast in plain sight
of the girl and her mother, while pas-
sersby, who hastened to prevent the
man in his rash purpose, were too
late to stop him.
urnett was taken to the

Royal
Jubilee hospital,

where he died at 9
o’clock last night. His body was com-
pletely pierced by the bullet, which
he had directed towards his = own
heart,

The scene of the tragedy is laid in
the rear of the home of Mrs. Marge-
tisch, near. Parson’s bridge, on . the
Goldstream road. For some time past
Burnett and Adeline Margetisch, the
seventeen-yea,r old daughter of Mrs.
Margetisca, have been engaged. On
account of certain stories which have
been in circulation, Mrs. Margetisch
induced her daughter to break the en-
gagement. The girl did so' and on Tues-
day evening when she was in the city
she met Burnett and returned to him
the rings which ne had given her and
told him that she could no longer re-
main engaged to him.

Burnett pleaded with her and threat-
ened to kill himself should she per-
Sisk in her determjnation to discard
him. Yesterday morning, shortly be-
fore noon Burnett called at Mrs. Mar-
getisch’s home ostensibly to obtain a
number of photographs and a rifle
which belonged to him and which he
bad 1&ft there. His actions struck the
Wwoman as being somewhat strange.
Her daughter Adeline was present
when the rifle was handed over to him
and when he asked for*'some cartridges
which were in a cabinet in the house
the girl started to get them, but her
mother forestalled her and took charge
of them. Burnett' endeavored ‘to get
the .cartridges whica Mrs' Margetisch
attempted -~ to throw into the well 'in
front of -the house,  but she was caught
by Burnett, who threw her upon the
ground. The girl succeeded in getting
the cartridges, but Burnett managed
to obtain two of them and as he rusaed
to the rear of the house, he loaded the
rifle. ,

Mrs. Margetisch divining his purpose
screamed for help and her cries were
heard by Daniel Campbell, proprietor
of the Colwood hotel, who was driving
into the city :atcompanied by Samuel
Heatherly, of Sooke lake. Both men
made -an attempt to reach Burnett,
but the man was too quick for them.

DAVID BURNETT
Who died at ‘the Royal Jubilee hospital
last evening -as the result of having
shot himself at Colwood yesterday.

Placing the rifle against his breast,
he endeavored to pull the trigger, but
was unable to reach it. By placing the
butt of the rifle against a rock and
pressing ‘the .trigger with a stick, he
succeeded in discharging the rifle, the
bullet entering the left breast and pass-
ing clear through his body emerged

While Mg Heatherly took the dis-
tracted worMen into the house, Mr.
Campbell hurried back to the Colwood
hotel, and obtaining a stretcher and
some blankets, went back to the scene
of the tragedy. Tne provincial police
were telephoned for and Superinten-
dent Hussey and Sergeant Murray, to-
gether with Dr. J. D. Helmcken, hur-
ried to the spot in an automobile.

Burnett was quite conscious when
the police arrived and as-he was be-
ing moved into thg automobile pro-
tested vigorously against being so
jarred about. On his way to the hos-
pital, the wounded man expressed his
sorrow at having committed the deed
himself,

“I did this myself, and I am- sorry
for it, and I am sorry for the poor
girl,” he whispered as he was being
carried into the hosnital.

‘When Burnett arrived at the home
of Mrs. Margetisch and had obtained
the photograpas, he burned them in
the grate together with a policy of
life insurance which was made out in
favor of Adeline Margetisch. His
strange actions aroused Mrs. Marge-
tisch’s fears  that he intended to do
harm to himself and possibly the girl
and she endeavored to get him to leave
the nouse. She succeeded in doing so,
but when he attempted to get the
cartridges, she did her best to keep
him out of the house and succeeded,
but he managed to obtain the cartridg-
es when the girl was picking them up
from the ground where her mother
had thrown them.

To a reporter for the Colonist, Mrs.
Margetisch last night told of the
shooting. She said that there had been
some stories in circulation about Bur-
nett, and it was for that reason thag
sne asked her daughter to break with
him. As the mother told of the inci-
dents in connection with the: shooting
the young daughter, a mere girl, tried
in vain to hide her emotion.

+He always seemed a quiet, uncom-
municative sort of man,” Mrs. Mar-
getisch said, “and we always thought
a3 great deal of him, but when I heard
that he had been mixed up ih anocher
affair with a girl, and had served a
term in jail, T refused to allow him to
further pay attentions to my daugater.

They prepared
plans for the parks in nearly all the
larger American cities, and drafted
the original .plan for Mount Royal
park, Montreal, in 1887.

Mr. Olmsted himself prepared the
plans for South Park, Chicago, . for
the various Boston parks and for
parks in Brooklyn, Buffalo, East Or-,
ange and in hundreds of other cities
in the United States. He also
prepared the plans for the exhibi-

| tion park in Seattle, where the Alaska

Purchase exposition will be held in
1909.
