Championship.

Prrrssura, July 20.—Fully 7000 people
assembled at McKee's Rocks this afternoon
to witness the final’heats in the Teemer
regatta, The weather was oppressively
hot but' the water was as smooth a8
glass, The first' event was the 3
mile professional single scull race
for a purse of $800. The entries
were Teemer, Gaudaur, Ten Eyck, Hamm,
McKay and Hosmer. At the word “go”
all took water together, but Teemer rowing
the fastest stroke quickly went to the
front, Before the contestants had gone
three hundred yards, ‘hlwever, Gaudaur
drew up to Teemer and passed
him at the end of the first mile,
turning the buoy three lengths in the lead,
withTeemer second, Ten Eyck third, Hamm
and McKay a tie for fourth and Hosmer
bringing up the rear. On the  home
stretch Teemer made an effort to
close the gap, .but Gaudaur pulled
away from him and crossed the
line & winner by four lengthe; time
19.32. Teemer was second, in 19 35, and
Ten Eyck third in 19.54, The second race,
for a purse of/ 8150, was won easily by
Ritz, of Wheeling, Clayton second and
Moninger third ; time 21 45. A double-
scull race with Gaudaur and Hosmer
against Hamm and McKay followed,
Gaudaur and Hosmer took the lead at
the start, and maintained it to
the finish in 18.413. The local oarsmen’s
race was won by Richards, Jake Teemer
24 and McNally 3d; time 22.26}. The
consolation race wound up the sport with
McKay, Hamm, Hosmer and Priddy
starters. ' McKay at once took the lead
and finished two lengthsahead of Hamm
and Teemer, who were a tie for
second place; time 21.04,, The time made
by Gaudaur, Teemer and Ten Eyck in the
professional single scull race is the fastest
ever made, beating Teemer’s New Orleans
record of 20.1%,

Old Torontonians Distinguish Themselves

by Their Kinduess—Cheques That

Came in Useful—Battered Appearance
of the Men, :

Winnirea, July 16.—Winnipeg for the
past few days has been the scene of extra-
ordinary gaiety. ‘The decorations on
Main street are surpassingly fine, The
three arches built across the street are of
besutiful design and handsomely filled
with evergreen, bunting and mottoes, One
of them wae erected by the St Andrew’s
Society, The weather, which has been
exoellent, the long evenmings peculiar t0
thie country, and the festive appearance of
the town, with electric lights and moving
crowds of well-dressed men and women
have all contributed to render the soene
Parisian-like, ‘Some Quevec, and the
Halifax and other troops have been
quartered here for some days past,
but yesterday was the time when
the great body of the troops arrived here
from the front. Gen, Middleton and staff
came from Selkirk at three in the afternoon,
The rank and file moved more slowly snd
did not get here till seven.

At Selkirk they met with an enthusisatio
reception at the hanis of the townspeople.
Abundance of food loaded the tables, and

The Inquiry Gommenced—Anether Week
Allowed to Make Charges,

Judge Sinclair of Hamilton, J. w,
Langmuir and D." A, O'Sallivan of Toronto'
took their seate in the assize court-room
of the .Adelaide street tombs at 3.25
yesterday afterncon as commissioners t0
enquire into the charges against Warden
Massie and the gener management of the
Central 'prison.
