When the grounds are named by.the commifttee
of manavement the competisg clubs  shall
share equally in the profit or loss, as case
may be. ‘ihe amount 10 be paid visiting teams
during the season shall be fixed by thé com-
mittee of management at its first meef¥ing, and
they shall alse have power to demmnd from
each club a satisfactory guarantee that the
amount named by them wﬁl be ‘o

Any club making default in a
ship match shall be ruled out of the series for
the season and a fine of $50 shall be imposed
until the date is cancelled by the council of the
association.

Under this head there was added the follow-
ing: Should both or either of the team taking
part in any match, not be resdy to commence
Rplay at the hour advertised, then the referee
shall impose a fine of $10.00 on the team or
teams late, the amount of the fine to be at once
remitted to this association, and to be used for
its benefit.

The . Montreal lacrosse club, quoting their
own experience as an example of grievances
puffered, moved to amend the clause providing
in the cate of defaulting clubs that all matches
they have played shoul/l be declared null. The
Montrealers wanted it enacted that all matches
the defauiting clubs had won should be de-
clared null. Their efforts were not crowned
with success,

On motion of Mr. R. B. Hamilton, of the To-
roatos, it was decided that during the cham-
pionshipseason first-class clubs should not be
allowed to play exhibition games with each
other in the city or town in which any first-
class club has itg headquarters,

Dr. Allan of the Cornwall club gave notice of
an application on the part of that club for
admission into senior championship ranks. In
connection therewith, he said, that he had been
told that afternoon by members of the Ontario
lacrosse club that at the meeting in the evening
the Cornwali club would be called on to answer
to charges <f having employed certain of their
players.
