Clover and Frulits.

The experience of clover this year has been
almoss identical with that of 1887. The
winter and spring were trying on fields
alreddy thinned by drouth, and the seconi
dry summer left the crop in a very unsatisiac-
tory condition, so far as any prospect of seed
was concerned. The fall rains belped the
growth of leaf and stalk, but the midge
was almost everywhera, and while a few cor-
respondents in the Lake Erieand Lake Ontario
counties speak of a fair quantity of seed, the
majority of returns describe the crop asa
cowplete failure.

The revo:ts of correspondents emphasize
the statements made 1n the August report re-
garding fruit and fruit trees. A large yield of
apples is the rule, but the fruit is uneven in
size and quality. In some sections the apples
are described as clean and free frow worms,
but from many points complaints come of
small size, wormy fruit and heavy wind-falls,
The codlin-moth appeared in nearly every dis-
trict, but owing to the large yicld the injury
wrought by this pest was nos seriously felt.
In fact so great was the yield in several of the
westorn counties thut brauches were broken
off by the weight ot the rruit, and as it was
impussible to find a market for fall apples
thousands of bushels of goud fruit were fed
to stock to prevent waste. Winter varieties
have also yielded a largs surplus, Pears Lave
turned out well. The curculio and the black-
knot bave all but_extermated the plumi in
wany counties.
