Editor World: I do not think allusion 
was made last night or on anyi other 
occasion to the result of Toronto ven­
turing to drain Lake Simcoe for its: own 
civic purposes. I may be wrong, but 
navigable waters are, I think, under the 
protection of the Dominion Government. 
Lake Simcoe forms a part in a long stretch 
of navigable inland water. As soon ns 
you dry the Severn, the present outlet 
of the natural overflow, you will begin 
to lower the general depth of the lake, 
and at Barrie and Orillia and other lake 
ports piera will have to be built to en­
able steamers to ply as heretofore. The 
mitural discharge is not a quarter of 
the amount that the ditchs will take1 off 
if it is to be of any

Settled-Against the Companies. 

Meeere. Boss Brothers of Whitby, in 
whose store a fire occurred in February 
last, were insured in the following com- 

nfces: The British American for $6000,
- r toil policy having been in force for 16 

X»'ye&rs), the North British & Mercantile* 
the Commercial Union and Aetna for 
$3000 each. Upon being notified of the 
fire the insurance companies sent Mr. 
Wylie, jr.,'as their representative. Messrs. 
Rose Bros, engaged Mr. D. W, Michael, 
the European buyer for Messrs. Gordon, 
McKay & Co. of Toronto. Mr. Wylie in­
sisted upon the execution of an app 
ment bond which he produced. Mr. 
Michael submitted the bond to Messrs. 
Dow & McGillavray, barristers, legal 
advisers for Ross Bros., who considered 
that the bond wae drawn in the interests 
of the insurance companies. Acting upon 
their advice Mr. Michael 
cute the bond, but offered to execute one 
in the terms of the statutes, or a similar 
form to the bond used by the London 8c 
Lancashire Company. Mr. Michael gave 
Mr; Wylie hie choice of any drygoods 
man as referee engaged in the drygoods 
business, either wholesale or retail, in 
the city of Toronto, or the buyer of 
any drygoods house in Ontario, but these 
offers were refused. Mr. Wylie, sr., next 
appeared as a representatives of the 
insurance companies, a man worthy the 
name of an expert appraiser,1 and is 
considered by all who know, him to have 
no equal in the Dominion as a fire ap­
praiser.

Mr. Michael then called in Mr. Nicho­
las Garland of Toronto to assist him in 
the tapprafsement.
