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THE FAMINE IN CHINA.
A correspondent writing from Shang-
hai under date of July 26th, says :—

* * * By June 2nd we find the fam-
ine had taken possession of the pro-
vince of Shansi, and on that date the
Governor memorializes the throne, set-
ting forth that on account of drought
the people have no food “ and the land
has come to resound with the lamenta-
tions of the famine-stricken multitude,”’
who, after the sale of their houses,
iand, children, and having exhausted
their supplies of roots and bark, and
even the wild herb being entirely con-
sumed, the “ people manufacture pel
lets . of earth, mingled with stone
ground into powder, and eat it, and
the answer of the paternal Government
is, “ It is noted.” " But China’s cup of
sorrow was not yet full, so as a fitting
adjunct to the horrors of famine and
the plague, vast swarms of locusts ap-
peared, and invaded not only the fam-
ine distriet in which moderate rains
had admitted the planting ‘of some
portion of the region, but also adjoin-
Ing provinces, which up to then had
been the source of supplies for their af-
flicted neighbors.

We hear in July from one of the
French padres, who, writing from Sin-
klu under date of May 24th, says:—

“These poor famished people have
been goaded to become cruel among
themselves and against those most dear
to them. Alas! how many fathers of
families who lived honorably commit-
ted suicide in order to avoid the igno-
minity of begging, all their families
following such dreadful example. How
many woe-siricken women, wives, sis-
ters, and daughters, were sold by their
fathers, brothers and husbands to un.
known people! And, therefore, in
many places are seldom to be seen any
women, especially young ones. In a
village where I went to distribute re-
lief, all the women except two were
old ones, and all the children of both
sexes had been sold.”?

From the official register of this one
district, we learn that over one hun
dred thousand persons had already
been sold, principly females.

From all official source we hear of
‘yet another affliction showered upon
the sufferers, for the wheat crop, al-
though abundant in some regions, has
been greatly injured « by locusts and
hailstones.”” So by July we find poor
China contending against, floods, fam-
ine, civil and -border war, plague,
locusts, and destruction by the ele-
ments. :

After a little while the prospect ap-
peared to brighten, and we began to
congratulate ourselves that the very
liberal assistance rendered by foreign
erg bad materially aided to put an end
t8 the national distress. How fallaci-
ous were our expectations we were to
Aearn all too soon. 1t was the delusive
calm of the “inner circle” the awful
stillness before the bursting of the
storm cloud. First came titful gusts of
sorrowful information regarding lack of
rain and crops in peril, and then in re-.
gular order, like distress guns from a
sinking ship, came news of blighted
harvests, drought, locusts, want, beg-
gary, pestilence and famine!— threat-
ening the five great northern provinces
of Chihli, Shansi, Hegau, Shensi, and
Shantung, the latter having never re-
covered from her last affliction. The
situation was frightful, and made dou-
bly so/by the certain knowledge that
were the aid a hundredfold that which
might be reasonably expected, it wouvld
be.too late to save millions of suffer-
ers for lack of the means of transporta-
tion, many of the districts in need ly
ing in or beyond the mountains, with
hardly a decent post-road, much less a
railway, in all the wide land; and the
only draught animals, camels and don.

famine region, and what the future has
in store for them who can say ? These
are not reminiscences of the past, but
faithful statements of what is and must
be the condition of China for months
to come, for a brighter immediate fu.

Cleopatra’s Needle was raised to its
position on the Thames embankment
without a hitch. When the signal had
been given the monolith began slowly to
move on an iron axis, and with no ap-
parent strain on any point, the giant
block of stone gradually raised its head
until at an angle of ten or fifteen de-
grees from the perpendicular it came
to perfect rest, suspended on its cen‘re
of gravity. It was then easily moved
into its proper place. Within the pe-
destal had been placed an earthenware
jar containing Bibles in French and
English, an Arabic Genesis, a Hebrew
Pentateuch and a verse from the third
chapter of St. John in 215 different
langunges. It has been pointed out
that this enterprise is only the second
instance since the time of the Roman
Emperors of the transport of a colossal
obelisk from the shores of Africa to any
other part of the world. The first in-
stance was the memorable enterprise
of Louis Philippe in removing the
Luxor monolith of Rameses II. to the
centre of the Place de la Concorde in
Paris. 1t was set on its pedestal on the
25th of October, 1836, in the presence
of the king, the Royal Family and an
immense concourse of people. Some
sailors climbed to the top when it was
firmly in place, and placed the tri-color
there amid the shouts of the multitude
below. When theobelisk at St. Peter's,
in Rome, was set up in 1586 it required
the joint labor of 1500 men. and 140
horses, straining for a month at blocks,
ropes and tackles. But in contrasi
with this, only a dozen men were work-
ing at the cranks in London the other
day and they raised the obelisk in half
an hour. There are only twelve colos-
sal obelisks now standing on the face
of the earth, Five are in Egypt, four
in Rome and one each in Paris, London
and Constantinople. It costs about
£15,000 to remove Cleopatra’s Needle to
London and to set it up, but Louis
Phillppe's Gevernment expended be-
tween £80,000 and £90,000 to secure
theirs.

LARGE FAMILIES.

Some persons have given themselves

a good deal of uneasiness lest from the
paucity of children born to American
parents of late years, the native race
should die out. Certainly, the size of
families, from whatever cause, has been
greatly reduced in this country during
the present generation. Where there
used to be 8, 9 and 10 children, there
are now not more than 2, 3, or 4 at
most, 2 being what may be called the
regular number. There are many ex-
ceptions, however, to this rule. A
conspicuous exXception is Mary, wife of
William  Austin,
Washington, who has had 44 children,
only 11 of them born alive. She had
twins 13 times and triplets 6 times.
Her sister, Mrs. Carry Kinney, aged
43, has had 26 children, and her hus-
band’s sister has had 41 children, mak-
ing a total of 111 for three women.
This seems almost incredible, though
the figures are vouched for. Mrs.
Austin, a native of South Carolina, and
reared in Tennesseee, is the daughter
of John G. Klind, a printer. She was
extremely loyal during the civil war,
and rendered excellent service to the
cause by nursing and administering to
the sick and wounded in the Army of
the Cumberland, often going on the
fields and taking wounded soldiers
from the front, where they had fallen.
She is a regular physician, and has
practiced for twenty-five years, having
been one of the first women doctors in
the country. She studied medicine in
New Orleans under the well known Dr.
Stone. She lost an eyg while with the
army in the valley of Virginia,received a
medal for the able and fearless manner
in which she had discharged her duty
and was granted, likewise a regular com-
mission. She is 54, of good proportions
and apperance, and as may be inferred
of vigorous constitutin. Her husban
was also in the Union Army, and must
have been a gallant soldier, for he bears
the marks of a score of serious wounds

— One of the most unnexpected
things a thorough explorer finds in
both Western and Eastern Palestine is
the number and high state of preserva-
tion of roads built during the Roman
era. They were Jaid out on all main
routes and were coystructed so perfect-
ly that in many sections they endure
to-day as well as if finished not long
ago. Nor do theyexhibit a better than
Oriental art alone, for in the matter of
engineering they are high examples of
scientific success. The country of Pal-
estine was one of the most difficult sort
to carry a system of roadways over,and
yet its obstacles were surmounted with
the least possible expenditure of labor.
Every route was curbed on each side
by lines of stones projecting from one
to two feet above the surface of the
soil ; between these boundaries the
avenue was paved ; streams were cross-
ed by ‘bridges, whose style remains
preserved alone in those of Italy to the
present hour—as, for example, those of
Venice ; valleys were travered by via-
ducts ; and causeways carried the line
up or down mountain-sides, either by
piers of masonry or in channels suffi-
cently wide, cut out of living rock,
Often zigzags and steps were resorted
to in climbing steep ascents. When-
ever the streets passed over solid rock,
the wear of chariot-wheels in the course
of time made ruts; which remain to-day
as plain aud deep as when the last car
passed over, and which will remain for-
ever as clear and permanent there.
When Palestine shall be re opened by
Christian civilization, these very Roman
roads will be followed by modern routes,
and many sections will scarcely require
repair for commodious and easy
travel.
