Again doc? it become our painful 

duty to chronicle the death of one 
more of our most aged mid esteemed , 
residents, Mrs. Isaac Goodwin, which 
took place at her resideutiC, Belle Isle i 
on Thursday, the 20th inst, after n 
brief illness, which she bore with pati­
ent resignation to the divine will. 
Doubtless in the last sad ordeal oi 
her life, the echo of that heavenly bene j 
diction had come to her, which so of- ! 
ten has softened the dying couch of 
the Christian, ‘Blessed are the dead, ! 
that die in the Lord, Even so saith 1 
the Spirit for they rest." Mrs Good- j 
win was born at Cape island, Slid- j 
borne Co., oij the 9th of February. 
1832', her maiden name being Emmeline 
C. Smith. She was married there to 
Capt. Isaac Goodwin on the 2-lth of 
February, 1833. They resided at Yar­
mouth until April, 1883, when they 
moved to Belle Isle, where her husband 
purchased one of the linest and most 
beautiful farms in the Valley. Here by 
their kind, truly Christian and exem­
plary mode of life, they soon won the , 
sincere friendship of the entire com- |
m unity which they retained until
death. Mrs. Goodwin's husband pre­
deceased her six years. She was a 
life-long and consistent member of the 
Baptist church, a devoted Christian. 
Surely was hers, that eulogy divine 
from her Heavenly Father, “Well done 
good and faithful servant,, come up 
hither, enter thou the mansions 1 
have prepared before all . genëratiobs 
for them that serve and love me.” Ill's 
Goodwin was the mother of eleven 
children, all of whom survive her, eight 
sons and three (laughters,1 Wilder of 
Weymouth, William of Winnepeg, Man; 
Benjamin of Cape Island, Shelburne j 
Co.; George of Richmond. Pa.; Harry . 
of Granville Centre; Churchill. A Hier t. 
and Bartlett residing on the home-11 
stead; Mrs. (Rev.) W. W. Crowell of 
Summerside, P. E. I.; Mrs. Frank F. I 
Bent, Belle Isle and Mrs. George T. 
Young of New London, Ct. The month 
of February seemed to have a strange 
and controlling influence in all the 
most notable phases of her life.
