Sut,-The Board of Agriculture, origi
ually organized under the Act of 1854,
having ceased to exist, ini cousequence of
the formation of a new B3oard under the
Amendment of last Session, I have the
honor te subrait, in accordance with your
request, a statement of the operatons car-
ried on ftrn Februiry. 1871 to 15tlî Fcb.,
1872. Nearly the whole of that time
was a transition period in the history of
the organization, its afriturs, were in ail un-
settied stXte, the transactions were iteces-
sarxly of alimited character, and but littie
more was donc than te carry on the rou-
tie 'work- of orgaiiizing-, sn'staining and
encouragiDg Agricultural Societies in the
varions <Jounties of the Province.

In accardance with the nominations of
'the .Agricultural Societies in the aeveral

Rural Districts, the B3oard for 1871 was
constituted on 22ud :Blarcli as follotvs:

The general condition of the Agricul-
tural Societies establisbied throughiout tho
Province is highly satisfactory. Althotngl
durisig tho year the operations of te
Central Bloard liave been in several -re-
spects uncertain, frora the cause already
referred ta, yet tho usual care has been
taken in the inspection of the Annual
Reports and Accounts of the sevgral
Coutity anci District Societies, and of the
attested ]Reîurns quatifying for te Legis-
lative Grant, Nvliiclî lias been rateably
ilistributed daiong thoso Societies onIy
that bave. fully comp',ed with the require-
nierits of the Act.

Tîtere i3 appendeil ta this Report a
tabtul2r staternent showing, the actual con-
dition o( Sociteies that bave qualiflea for
the grant durisig tho year. Unider each
County are given the nanmes of its Agri-
cultural Societies, the nanies of the prin-
cipal office bearers, tire number of mem-
bars, the arncuut of subscriptions actually
p:ir by theni during the yeRr as shown by
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
