prove to he money well invesied, as 1o each coming year the condition and
resoutces of our Canadian Provinces will be brought intelligently before our
British brothers,

Damy Faruers.—The great interest which is beiog shown in many
parts of Canada over the estallishment of creameries, dairies and cheese
factories is due in no small pan 10 the persistent work of Prof, James WV,
Robertson, the welll <#n Dairy Commissloner. The Professor is a
thoroughly practicsl man where dairy matters are concerned, and as he is
gifted with push, tact and much persuasive ability, he has proved himself
the right man in the right place. Iu the Provinze of Ootario he bas firualy
established the dairy hebit, and he sees with delight that the Provicces of
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prloce Edward Island are quite ready
to fall in Jine. The experimental dairy station st Nappan is a step in the
right direction, aud the scicatific principles for the manufacture of butter
and cheese which will spread from there cannot fail to be vastly beneficlal
to the Province. In New Brusswick, where two years ago there were only
ten cheese factorles, the new methods bave encouraged the establishment of
forty. Io Prince Edward Island, where uuntil two years ago, corn was
little grown, 1500 farmers are growing it as cheap fodder for thelr cattle.
Never belore was 5o lively an {aterest taken in dairy work, and the interest
cannot fall to add greatly to the prosperity of our Provinces.

As Oruers See Us—We quote from the Contribator's Club of a
well-known American magazine a characleristic remark of a certain charac-
teristic class of Provincial workmen:—**It is a common saying among
farmcrs in the neighborhood of Bostou that a laborer {som the Provioces is
‘no good’ until he bae had a year or two of bresking iu. That is the
length of time, as they reckon, which is requlred 10 transform him from a
lordly, matursl spaemodic man to a docile, automaile, laboring machine.”
The huatling spirit of the American laborer is not patural to Provincul
laborers’ who prefer to take a certaln amount of case along with the day's
work, and who do not understand the doctrine of the Amencan boss who
psays his men ““to keep a’ movin’.” There I8 a good bit of buthsense and
humor In the thought, and the writer zealouely defends the privilege of the
wage-carner 10 do his work according to his own methods. At the same
time we would add, for the benefit of those who might give the estimate
special thought, that it may be ao ubjust one. It fs not ma:y months
since a returned Provincialist gleefully remarked that the Provincial labores
#as not to be found in Bostom, but that {f 2 superior watkman, a foreman,
or a boss was nceded for any undertaking, the Provincialists who were
fitst on the ground were chosen i{n preference to American workmen.

o HMitle credit to itself for the will of a prominent Toronto man who lately
died. He directs that the expenses of his funeral are not to exceed 810.00,
that his remalns arc to be enclosed 1n a box of rough boards, and that some
of the men who ' hang round cornera” waltiog for a jib shall be detailed
to carey the ceflin to the express waggon, which is to bear his mortal remains
to an obacure burial lot.

Uxorean | UncLeay |—Notwithstanding all the reforms which sanitar-
ians have bzen pushing during the last score of years, there is no doubt
that one of the most dreaded and foul diseaser, leprosy, is fast locreasing In
all quariers of theglobs. No less an authority than Sir Aadrew Clarke has
been devoting his energies to compiliog statistics on the progreas of the
disease. In Russia and in France the leprosy has broken out in most
unexpecled quarters, while in all Eastern countries the number of sfilicted
persons has greatly incteased. Iafection has been carried to Australia by
way of the Hawailan {slands, where a colony of some hneZ:z3< of lepers
are domiciled, There is a contivuous source of dsnger for our own conii-
nent, on account of the constant traffic between the West Indies and the
Mainland. Io Trinided alonc the lepers are increasing four times as fast
as the population. The Brilish Medical Journal places the increase of the
disease in India alene at about 30,000 pew victims for every ten yeats.

Tue Vaccivation QuEsTioN.—Atb this stage of the world's history it
seems slmost incredible that a large pumber of intelligent people should
bind themsolves to obstruct one of the greatest sanitary movements of the
century, viz.,compulsory vaccination, There is beyond doubt a certain
danger reeulting from a careless vaccination, but where proper care is exer-
clsed and pure vaccine matter is used the results, though temporarily
uncomfortable, cannot fail to be beneficial in so far as the vaccinated person
is protected from one of the most dreaded diseases. The recent report of
the Royal Commission gives some interesting statistics on the subjact,
demonstrating that the change from optional to compulsory vaccination
diminished the number of deaths from small-pox from 305 to 114 deaths
per million of inhabitacts. Notwithstanding this excellent showiog many
British parents bave refused to allow their children to be vaccinated. on the
high moral ground of noun-lnterference with the workiogs of Providence,
and in order to concentrate these mal-contents a special enaciment has been
framed to allow these law-breakers to pursue their own way after paying a
nominal fize. The law recogoizes the p.rents’ fguorsnce, and by truckling
to what it could prevent ruthlessly sacrifices the w2lfare of the child.

THE Fisueries or DicBY Counrtr.—We are apt at times to overlook
the steady improvement In the condition of affiirs **'long shore,” and per-
haps there are maoy of our readers who are not famifiar with the present
state of the fisheries of Digby counly. The last ten years have secn some
marvellous developwments in the business, for although the once-famous
“ Digby chicken " has disappeared, its plece has bsen well filled by a
varlety of excellent fish, chief amoog which are fionen baddie, cod, had-
dock and lobstera. Between two and threo hupdred fishermen from the
town of Digby alono are engaged ia the business. They not only attend to
the fishiog, but also the marketing of thelr catch and occasionsily take o
haad io the canniog industry. The trade in fionen haddie alone has grown
1o excellent proportions, as thc value of the anoual catch is estimated at
some fifty thousand dollars, and a constant trade with the Upper Provinces
is kept up. The canuned lobster business has been good uatii recently, when
such a decided preference for the live lobster bas been shown in Boston ss
to discourage the shipment of the canned goods. Crates of live lobsteraare
packed in ice and shipped to Boston at a profit of 100 per cent to the ship-
per. As the fi hermen are paid sc.a piece for the lobstera it may be
imagined that the trade is wholly satisfactory. A money makiog Provincial-
ist residiog at Digby has devised a method for holdiog back lobsters during
seasons of low prices, and keeping them in good condition 1o market when
higher prices prevail. At the present time his pond contains about 150,000
lobaters, who are calmly awaiting a rise {n price. The factories which wezo
erected for the purpose of caoning the lobsters are now util'zed fur the can-
viog of haddock, for which a ready sale is found. Digby is not the only
town recciving benefit from the fishiog fndustry, for Westport, Frecpart,
Tiverton, Little River and Centreville have ull a share in th+ prosperity,
and steady employment at fishing or canniag is possible for the inhabitants,
