CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS,
ONTARIO.

A number of buyers from the Eastern
States have visited Ontario manufacturing
points during the past week. Some of
them were prepared to purchase cither
pine or hardwoods, but they have
been unsuccessful in securing any quan-
uty of stock. In some 1nstances,
however, orders nave been placed for
lumber to be manufactured this fall.  The
gencral report from the mills is that the
demand is greater than the supply, and
that lumber is being shipped green from
the saw. There is a particvlarly brisk
demand for dressed lumber and mill
culls.

Preparations are being made in the
Ottawa valley district for the winter's
operations in the woods. It is probable
that the production of logs will be greaver
than last winter, although the quantity
may be restricted by the scarcity of labor
and consequent high wages.

A branch of the lumber business that is
particularly prosperous is the cooperage
trade. Few mills have any slack barrel
stock on hand in shipping condition, while
stocks in the process of seasoning are very
small, and are held 2t a high figure. This
refers to staves, hoops and heading, but
more cspecially to hoops. The average
prices are, we believe, slightly higher than
those quoted on the fourth page.

MANITOSA ANL BREIISH COLuMBIA.

Retail dealers in Manitoba and the
Northwest ate stocking up for fall trade,
and consequently there 1s a large move-
ment of lumber from wholesale yaids.
Prices generally are being adhered to.
The mills in British Columbia are enjoy-
ing a brisk trade, export, local and eastern
business being in good shape. The local
consurption this season has been greater
than ever before, while there has also
been a slight 1mprovement in prices.
The new mill of the British Columbia
Mills, Timber & Trading Co., at Hast-
ings, is about to commence operations.
This will increase the output considerably.

UNITED STATES.

The Unuied States lumber market is
quuie as firm as when last report was
wntten. At some points trade 15 quiet
only on account of the limited quantity of
stock for sale. Prices at western pro-
ducing points have been firmly main-
tained, while in the east dealers have felt
compelled to make further advances in
order to equalize the additional cost of the
stock in the west and the advancing lake
freights, On August 14th Tonawanda
dealers issued a new price list, advancing
all kinds of stock by from one to two
dollars per thousand. This wmarket re-
ports a brisk export trade and a strong
demand jor 14anch boards, orders for
which are being turned down on account
of the scarcity of stock and high prices
asked. Buffalo is short of low grade
cutting-up pine. At Boston pine has ad-
vanced about one dollar per thousand in
the last two wecks, and therc is a slight
increase in the demand f{rom wmany
sources.

The hardwood market remains un-
changed, excepting that as the secason ad-
vances the opinion is ganing ground that
prices of several kinds of hardwood will
go still higher, There is a shortage of
basswood in the Buffalo and Tonawanda
markets, and prices arc advancing almost
daily. Thick white ash is exceedingly
scarce at Boston, three and four-inch
bnnginy $60 to §65; 1), 1% and 2.
inch is quoted at $49 to $51,and 1-inch
at $32 to $39. Elm is in good de-
mand at $30 to $33, and maple is steady
at $27 to $30 for t-inch, $29 to $31 for
1}{ and 1}-inch, and 332 for 2-inch.

FORKIGN.

The conditions in the Briush market
have been improved by cxcepuionally
favorable weather for building  work.
There continues to bie an actwe consump-
