The Argentine Republic.

The Directur of Siatistics of tho Aigentine
Rapublic has published an oflicial statement of
the 1escarces of that country which possesses
more .han ordinary interest. About one-half
of the territory formeily known as Patagonia,
and embracing valvable grazing lauds and min
oral doposits, has been acquired by conqueat
from the Indian tiibes, It is estiinated that
thus territory is large enough in exteut to divide
into nine new povinces. A veuy liberal offer
of lands has been made to immigiants whe may
become actual settlers, and this policy as Jiven
a stimulus to commerce aud trade in that coun-
try which shows encouragiog resalts  1n 1880
there were 2,700,000 acres of land uader till-
age; in 1885, thcre were 4,800,000 acies. In
1880, the number of immigrants was 32,000; in
1885, 1t was 105,000, The imports and exports
in five years inceesed $86,000,000. In 18S0,
the revenue of the republic was $20,000,000; in
1885, it was $£39,000,000. In 1884, the bauks
had assets equal to 2200,000,000; in 1885, they
had $300,000,000. The city of Buesos Ayres
has shared in the geneval prosperity. It has
forty miles of paved streets, and in five years
the sum of $26,000,000 has been expeuded for
new buildings within the municipality. With
such ovidencs as this of progess in the Argen-
tine Confederation, it would be hardly fair to

assutne heieafte. that all the enterp-ise and ac-
tivity 1n uational development are to be fuand
north of the equator. —Industrial World,
