VITRIFIED BRICKS,

What s a vitrified brick? Webster says,
“To vitrify is to convert into glass by
fusion, or the-action of heat, as to vitrify
sand and alkaline salts. Vitrifiable—
Capable of being vitrified, or converted
into glass by heat and fusmn, as flint and

- alkalies aie vitrifiable.” * Fixed alkalies,

soda, and potash, volatile alkali, am-
monia.”

Hence, a clay to be vitrified must con-
tain sufficient vitrifiable properties to bring
about a thorough fusion of its different
component ‘parts, convemng the whole
into one homogeneous,mass.. A vitrified
brick being converted into glass, should,
like glass, be impervious to'water or acxds,

and a brick that will zbsorb water in the
slightest. degree is not vitrified.

The objection will' naturally be 'raised.

- that a glassy brick is too ‘brittle, and will

not stand concussmn incident to heavy
traffic ; but if the hncks are well annealed
after bemg vitdfied, instead of -being
brittle they will. .be very tough and will
stand. concussion far better than bricks
that are notvitrified.
