T, I, 0'CONNOR, MP., ON ¢IRISH BLACKGUARDS,”

Speaking at Strabane, Mr. T. P’. O'Connor,
M.P., for Galway, in the conrse of a longand
eloquent speech, said :—

Who, and what gave yoa the Land Act ?
Was it Glsdstone? Was it Bright ? Was it
Hartington or Buckehot Forster ? Youn know
very well what names should be on the back
of the bill. I will tell yon the names that
should be -on the back of it. Firat of gll
Michael D-vitt; secondly, Charles Stewart
Parnell ; thirdly, Jobn Dillon; and I tell you
what it is, the Ulster Liberal members, the
Eoglish Government, the English preas, and
the Englieh peopls know as well as I do that
it was these three men got you a Land Bill.
And it wag not the leaders alone that got you
this Land Bill, it was the courage, the congis-
tency, the fidelity, it was the principle ani-
mating the Irish tenant-farmers. Well, don't
you think you could get a little more if you
would try ?

A voice: Yes, through you. L

Mr. O'Connor—Don't gay through me. Yoa
must do it through yourselves. You are get—
ting a chance to-day, You have no right to
expect us to wasto the best years of our lives
in your service if you ave cot willing to show
your appreciation by being true to your coun-
try and your own interests. Now about this
Land Bill. TEoglishmen are very much dis-
gusted with the Irish members—I meun what
they call the Parnellite lot. ‘They say, “How
difforent are these men from the former Irish
wembers. Why, twenty or thirty yests ago
we had Irish gentlemen in Parlinment, but
now we bave nothiog but Parnellites, Ob-
structionists, and the like”’?

THE NEW PRELATB—AXNOUNCEMENT OF HIS ELEs
- VATION . AT A CONFERENCH OF CLERGY—
GRACEFUL. BPEECHES OF- BISHOP. OLEARY——
MGR. FARBELLY'S REPLY—IMPOSING SBBRVICE
IN THE CATHEDRAL YESTERDAY, !

We taks the following interesting account
of & Catholic ceremonial from the Kingston

Mo would not
ccmo to them empty handed, for his
heart was full of good will and new
born affuction for the privsthood 'with
whom and through whom he should
work henceforth for the satisfaction of the
people given to his charge by God. He
would honor them and have them honored
among men. Now the honor of the clergy,
a8 of every corporate body, is centred iIn
their chief, who represents them officially and
holds a guardianship of their rights and
privileges, the prudent ordering of their
Ministry and the maintenarce of their good
name. 1f their chief be exalied they are ex.
alted ; if their chief be humilintad they
bow their heads with ehame. Wherefore, he
believed that he should do an act most agree-
able to the feelings of the entire body of the
priesthood of Kingston and conducive to in.
creased

HONOR OF ALL AND EACH

by procuring from the Sovereign Pontif a
special mark of approbation and hlerarchial
distinction for the eateemed clergyman who
bad filled with credit to himeelt and the
diocese the critical post of Diocesan Ad-
miuistrator during the twenty months that
bad elapsed since the lamented demise of
their late venerable Bishop. It was con-
gruous that he who had been Ordinary of the
diocene, and as such, the occupant of a pre~
latal position, should pot, at the expiratien ot
bis time of cffice, baallowed to descend from
his place of power and dignity, nnconsidered,
unrewarded. He had undergone much
labor and wearying solicituda in his efforts
to do his duty satisfactorily, und to bis (the
Bishop's) very great celight ho had heard
them formally declare, in presence of the
numerous prelates and clergy who had zs-
sembled to welcome him on his srrival

Father Farrelly’s adwministration and were
thenki{ul for his able serv.ces. He
wag glad to hear them now remew their ap-
plause at this reference.

for the late Administrator he brought joy to
the whole priesthood of the diocese. The
Brief which he (the Bishop) held in his hand
was the gracious response of Pope Leo XIII,
to his petition. It bestowed on the Very
Rev. James Farrelly, pastor of Belleville, the
style, title and dignitv of Monseignor of the
first class, constituting him Domestic Prelate
of His Boliness, and declaring his right to
wear the Rochet and the Mantelleto. The
Bishop concluded by delivering the Papal
Benediction and warmly congratulating the
Right Rev. Monselgnor Fairolly on the honor
‘conferred upon him, and prayed for his long
life to enjov it with credit to himself and
plensure to his friends.

{rom the mountain side without visible agency,
and, rolling down, crushed evarything in its
way till it filled the whole earth, so the
Church conguered the empire of the world ;
the Greek, the Romap, the Macedounian fslt
her influenne and acknowledge her away.
Because this Charch was not of human ozi-
gin, but wag made by God, therefore, it shall
last for ever. And this

was to have its organization of o kingdom,
the grades of a kingdom, aud was to be ruled
asa kingdom by one supreme head. But
these grades and distinctionr in the king-
doms of tho earth have not the same claim
to bonor and dignity uns the high places in
the kingdom of Christ.

Loxvoi; Oct, 7, 1881.—A despatch from
Darban gays :—« The tolegram of thé Trium-
virato constitiiting the Boor Government, éx-
pressing tho opinfon that the termsof the
convention are contraty to the Sand River
Treaty, is to " Premist Glndstons direct.
The Triumvirate desire tbat tho sazersin
shall merely havo control of and not cunduct
foraizn affairs and havo no right of npproval
of Transvaal laws,” The Daily Ncwe says
that n strong facling exists in the Orange
Freo State ns to the course to be takeén in the
event of a rencwal of the war.” The Dgils
News, in ity recond ‘edition, publishes a de-
gpatch “from DPistermaritzbarg, Natal, an-
nouncing that the orders to stop all move-
ments of troops have been renewed, and that
General Sir- velyn Wood will stpp the
transports at Simon's Bay., It is bolioved
in militery circles that the Boers will
yield it firmness ig shown. The cor-
respondent, howover, doubts this, and
is convinced that the Dutch throughout Sonth
Afriea will consider their clnims just. Tha
real crucinl point Is the native question. It
is belioved that n modification of the con-
vontion, in Lthe direction of trusting the Boera
more, relatlve to tho treatment of natives
will have a groat ‘effoct. A despatch to
tho Standard from Fort Amiel says: —* The
Boers object to the article In the convention
by which the Queen' has reserved control
over the external relations of the State,
{ncluding the conclusion of treativs and thae
eounduct of diplomatic interconrse with
foreign Powers, and’ the article defining the
duotles of the British resident. They also
objrct to the article providing for complete
froedom of religion and protection for all
denominations ; to the article declaring that
no Blavery or npprenticeship partaking of
slavery shall be tolerated by the Doors; to
the article providing for the rights of all
persons, other than natives, who conform
to the laws of the Tranevaal, and to
the article declaring that all inhabitants of
the Trangvaal shall have free access to courts
of justice for the protection and defence of
theiv rights.” The correapondent gays that
the above explains why, in the recent debate-
in the Volksraad, members declared that the
convention dealt with the DBoers aa
though they were hordes of savages. The
Limes, in its lending article, says :—t If

the convention with the Boers should
not be ratifted by the Oth of No-
vember the British gurrleong in the

Transvaal would again be nominally in
n  state of siege, and communication
butween fthem and the rest of the country
would be auspended, if not on the initiative
of the Boers, at all events on that of the
British. Booner or later General Wood, after
sending another uitimnatum, must advance to
reliave the British people. But the deliberate
choice of the Boers wlill surely not be for war
when they may without risk enjoy honorable
pence." A despatchto the News from Maritz-
burg, Natal, says public opinion there unani-
mously depracates a renewal of hostilities be-
tween the British and the Boers, '
